ALnANY, May B,—=The Assembly chamber
was toged with bive this morning to an ex-
tent thnt wns mysterlons at tfirst glnnce. A
sscond look showed that blue books wors
avorywhere, and that expinined the complox-
ton of the leglsintive atmosphero. Evorgbody
was conning tho blue book and everybody was
sonsidering tho rules. Evon o the prayoer the
subject that wos in overy mind ssoma to have
gropped out, The good prencher unconseluusly
gouched a chord In every bronst by a ploa that
all the acta of thedny might bo governed by
the highor rules 'This was not vory expliclt,
but weveral of the mombers expressod themn-
walves na aatislled that the highest old rulea
they woull care to act undar would not be any
more altitudinous than Bpoaker [lusted’s rul-
fng that the arrival of midntght elosad the log-
islative duy and adjourned the House, All
of this eogitation over the rules ald
not Usar immedinte frult. DBy &  taclt
sgraament attontion wus pald strietly to the
pressing businsns of pussing bills durlng the
duy mession, Of ecourse tho journal of lust
night had first to be rand, an Indulgonocs that
the Assembly does not often bother with, It
proved to contaln an unimpassioped aceount
of the various dilatory motions and the votss
thereon at last nlght's sosslon, and was 1ls-
teped to stolldly by all conearned, but the con-
cloding sentence: " The hour of 12 having
arrived, tho Sponker doolires tho llouso ade
journed," made overybiody lnugh,

The Frohibition Amendment blll of Senator
Van Gorder was the first ighting question of
the day, Mr. Curtls moving s call of the House
on it Mr Shesliun objected to the provislun
submittiog the quostion to the peopls nt &
special election in April, 1891, us an unneces-
eary expoense, He sald it ouglhit 1o boe done ot
the gonoral eluction, espeolslly as there (s
praotienlly no Btate ticket this fall. Mr, Deyo
sald that there was o lirge and rospectable
element in tho Stats of eittzens who wanted an
opportunity to oxpress their views ou this
question through the ballot box, and if the
eltuation was the same on tho question
whethor the moon was made of gresn clicess
he would be ln !avor of submitting the ques-
tlon.
