to believe that a dlgntUcd retirement

Tho Krexiz Zeitung oxprosses tho belief that
" In vlow of tho loyalty of Prlnco Bismahok
to his royal master ho will glvo his advice
only when asked for it by his Majesty."

That loyalty to a sovereign should bo sup-
posed to Imply abstlncnco from criticism of
proposed legislation, shows how Imperfectly
tho English theory of parliamentary gov-
ernment Is understood In Germany. Her
Majesty's Opposition lsasessontlal a part of
tho British legislative machinery as la her
Majesty's Government, nnd tho loyalty of
nn st Minister can In no way bo better
displayed than by a vigilant and critical at-

titude toward tho measures of his successor.
It Is BiBMAKCit'sown fault that the principle
of (Ministerial accountability to tho pcoplo's
representatives has not been accepted
in tho German empire, and ovon in
Prussia tho system rcceh'ed a sovoro
shook through his governing without
a budgot for some years provious to
tho war of 'CO. Ho Is the one man
In Germany who can rodrcsa tho Injury
which ho has himself Inflicted upon parlia-
mentary Institutions, and should he enter
tho Ilelchstag as a private momber, no foar
of being taxed with Inconsistency will pre-vo-

him from doing so. Should he, by a
combination of parties, be able to defeat
tho new Chancellor's programme, ho will
undoubtedly expect tho letter's resignation
and his own reinstatement, and should such
an oveut tako plaoo, a precodent of Ministe-
rial responsibility vlll havo been estab-lsho- d.

Tho truth Is, that ovon the
Gorman typo of parllamontnry gov-
ernment has not yet had a fair

tho representative of the sovereign
has hitherto utterly eclipsed in respect of
prestige and popularity tho spokesmen of
the people. Thcro is, indeed, no doubt that
BibMAliCK, if tho office of Chancellor wero to
bo filled by ballot, would receivo moro votes
than any other German. Ho Is, thereforo,
just the sort of man to teach tho young Em--

eror what Is meant by her Majesty's Oppo-
sition, and to transform the anomalous
regime, at present prevailing In Germany,
Into a genuine example of parliamentary
government. It might provo a wholesome
discipline for tho Kaiser were ho to receivo
somo of tho lessons which Vii,TjIam Pitt In-

flicted on tho youthful and
Geoboe III. It would also bo a spectacle of
Iecullnr Interest to those who believo lu tho
manhood and Intellect of Germany to watch
tho attempt to make tho traditional respect
for tho HonENzofciiEitss outweigh tho na-

tional gratitudo to Bihmauck.
But while wo havo no doubt that

reappearance in politics as tho
leader of an organized opposition would
benefit Germany, nnd would, indeed, consti-
tute his crowning service to his country, wo
are by no means certain that it would ben-

efit hlmsolf. It would at onceprovokoa
largo part of his countrymen to nssumo to-

ward him a depreciatory, If not hostile, ntti-ud-

The reptile press, which ho has
taught to sting others, would havo fangs for
him. Instead of tho unbroken chorus of ac-

clamation and affection which followed him
Into retirement, ho would hear tho
unfamiliar outcries of party detraction
and dlsliko. His great abilities, which,
whatever may havo boon tho deflec-

tions of his Judgment, have hitherto
been consecrated to tho gcnernl welfare of
the fatherland, would bo unconsciously or
purposely devoted to partisan advantage.
Ills fame, which Is now the hciltuge of a
whole nation, would become tho capital of a
faction. Wirepullers would trado upon n
reputation which Is perhaps tho most re-

splendent trophy bequeathed by our own
times to history. Upon Uismauck, as upon
other inou, parliamentary wurfnio would
leavo Its scars, and, oven should ho be suc-
cessful In the end, his triumph would have
been purchased ut tho cost of the bitter hos-
tility of hl.4 finvpiniin nnil of n litrirn mlnnil.
ty of Germans.

It should also bo rememborod that
although nn impressive and at

times an eloquent speaker, whou allowed to
develop his ideas ut length fiom tho ros-
trum, Is 111 fitted fordubato. His temper Is
too Imperfectly controlled for the give aud
tuko of patllainontary discussion. On the
floor of tho Belclistag hu will no longer bo

der any circumstances, however, his
will bo of great valuo and his

opinions will havo groat wolght. Moreover,

before wo nrn born.
Tho right of man to llvo Is sacrod and incon-

testable, and rot it may bo ronounoccl. If I
lira nttackod, I havo tho right to kill my assail-
ant. If his death Is necessary for tho preserva-
tion of my own llfo. This Is not denlod by any
oodo of morals or of laws. Llfo may bo locally
takon not only In but in tho pro-

tection of proporty. of honor, and the Btato.
It tho right to slay exists, then the right to llvo
Is forfeltod, booauso two eontrndlotory rights
affecting tho samo individual cannot cooxlst.

Civil governments aro established, among
othor objects, to dtsponso with private ven-
geance, and to punish crlmos against individ-
uals as offonceb against the social compact.
Tho cltlzon relinquishes his right to kill tho
man who has slain his father, his brothor, his
wife, or his friend, upon the agreement that
eocloty shall avenge the wrong, and punish
tho offender.

This seems to bs the rational justification of
tho death penalty, which has been universally
recognized from the beginning of history.

And yet it cannot bo denied that as the con-
science of nations becomes moro sonsttlvo nnd
the sacredness of llfo moro apparent Its inflic-
tion grows more repulsive.

Philanthropy Etrlvos to
dot ise less terrible methods of elocution. Tho
barbarous torturo of the stake, the utbbot. the
wheel, of bokoadlns and mutilation, once
deemed essential to tbo safety of sooloty. are
rogaraed with horror, and hao been definitely
abandoned. Humanity shudders nt thn mn.
temptation, and Inquires whether the sacrifice
of llfo Is not Indefensible It the Isolation of the
folon Is sufficient for the protection of tl
State from the repetition of the crime.

The publlo sentiment for tho abolition of
capital punishment 1b evidently crowing
stronger In ail pBrts of the clvillzod world.
For political offoncos. except In actual war. It
has been Anally suppressed. Bad Waterloo
occurred two centuries earlier Napoleon would
have beon soot to the block lnstoad ot to St.
Ilslona.

The right ot covornmont to Inflict the doath
ponalty must be conceded. The objoots of
punishment aro to reform tho offender and to
protect Eocloty. Tho Idea of vengeance has
boen eliminated. No gentleman can be con-
sidered as reformod by being hanged, and the
only remaining consideration, thereforo. is
that ot social utility. This is debatablo ground,
and is not susceptible of demonstration.
Thore are somo lnoorrlulble and predestined
criminals, tho woltes. timers, and oobras of the
human raco, whose execution gives general
satisfaction; but the victims of horedlty. of
want, ot sudden mgo. of ungovernable impulse
are regarded with compassion. Tho Indica-
tions are strong that socloty will ultimately be
reinforced with sufficient intellectual and
moral guarantees to enable It to dispense with
this supreme penalty.

At present tho general conscience would
probably rolled thn sentiment of tho chal-
lenged juryman in Montana, who declaied that
he was opposed to capital punishment, except
whou inflicted by n Wcllaneo committee.

Tho Legislature of Kansas has adopted tho
Inconious dot ice of ordering criminals con-
demned to death to be confined for one year
after sentence to the ponltentlury. and then
oxecutednt tho pleasure-o-t tho Governor. Tbo
result Is an accumulation of a job lot of con-
victed felons, whoso lives having been judi-
cially forfeited. Instead of being abbreviated,
aro Indefinitely prolonced by Improved diet,
sclontlllo sanitary regulations, and enforced
good habits, at the espouse of the citato.
