Thn rotoB cast for Mayor at tho oloctlon on
April 8 In tho Sixth preclnot of tho First Alder-mnnl- o

dlstriot In .lorsoy City wore recounted
before Supremo Court Commissioner llomalno
In tho City Hall yesterday. Tho result showed
that tho olootlon ofllcorshnd boen up to tholr
old trloks, and had counted votes cast for
George F. Porklns on Mayor Cleveland's tally.
Ono hundred nnd twolvo tlekota woro found In
tho box that apparently bad no buslnosa to
bo thoro. Thoy wero a llttlo smaller
than tho regular ticket nnd much
largor than tho famous "jokers." Thoy
wore prlntod ou a flno quality of pnper thnt
was almost bb thin as tlssuo papor. Nono of
thonijv.-a- s stamped or milled, as thoy would
nato Doeti if they had been run through the
mnchlnory in the regular way. but many ot
them wore- punctured. Moyor Clovoland's
lawyers and Shoriff Davis, tho Homocratlc
lender who watched tho votes as thoy re-

counted, sold that on election day tho box in
that proclnt did not work, nnd tho totors de-
posited thoir ballots in a cigar box. This
would explain how tho 113 ballots had no
stamp on tlielr backs, but It does not explain
bow some of thom came to bo punoturod. The
Ileptibllcnn Inviyerssay the onlv way the punc-
ture could havo been mitd without tho Htnmp
nndimilllnc would bo by the ballot being fold-
ed insido of other ballots and run through the
box that way. That was tlio way tbo jokerballots, woro voted. Tho dial register on tho
bo hhowod that fi07 votes had been cast.

1 bo poll book showod that 478 persons had
voted. Tho recount of tho votos shoised thatonly 471 votes had been put In tbo hot. Thetally shoot kept by the election oflleers gave
Cloi eland 445 and Porkln only HO. Tho re-
count of tho votos reduced Cleveland's totnl to
4111) and increased l'orklns's total to IVi. Thollopubllcan lawyers wore jubilant nt tho result
of tbo reoonnt of tho votes in the box. nndoonlldentlnlly prodlctod thnt big disclosures
would bo mado in tbo boxes still to bo exam-
ined.
