There is inorolnwIesBness
In this town thnn you think. Tho boys oithor
club togother and send forwhlskoy or buy It
here, nnd thon thoy light nnd bocomo disor-
derly.

weighed heavily upon tholr conscientious
sbouldors, nnd thoro ondoth the first chapter
nf petticoat rule. Tho women, truo to their
better nature fought for roform and waged
war against Intompernnco nnd dirt: true to
their gentler naturo. took refuge when the con-
flict raged most fiercely, seared little dosertors,
each on tho broast of tbo man who had sworn
to love, honor, and chorlsh her.
