A Report In Favor r Miller and Dcclar,
lac Unconstitutional I.afrn.

Washington. June 3. Tno mnjorltr report
in the case of Millor agt Elliott, from the
Seventh South Carolina district, was submitted
to the House Commltteo on Elections this morn-
ing by Chairman Kowoll. The report is somo-wh-

sensational In that at the very beginning
It declares that tho entire South Carolina reg-

istration and olectlon laws aro unconstitutional.
Tho basis for this declaration, as stated lu the
report, Is that the State law imposes a number
of restrictions upon tho oxorclso of the right of
suffrage, which aro in confllot with tho Htato
Constitution. WbereaB, the Constitution de-

prives a porson of the right of suffrage only
upon conviction for murder, felony, duel-
ling, und treason, the State law pro-
hibits the exerclro of the right of suf-
frage by persons who were ontltled to register
in 1MS1 ami neglect to do an; by those who
moved iuto tbo State and noglected to register
at the first ensuing registration ; und by those
who sold their registration certificates for a
valuable consideration. The report says that
a number of negroes have been compelled br
poverty, while awaiting the maturing of the
cotton crops, to sell their to traders,
who immediately send thorn to political head-
quarters, with the result that the negroes are
pei mnnontly disfranchised.
