In the presence of tho
oOlolal delegation appointed to receive
them, n hearty weloome, nnd present them
with the keys of the city.

The greeting will take place la tho Carnival
Polaoe. a building 314 feet long and 1.10 feat
wide, cam as roofed, which has been erected
specially for this ocoaslon. and will be gor-

geously decorated at an expense of $15,000.
Within Us walls are accommodations for
10,000 spectators, and tho floor can be turned
Into a ballroom for 600 oouplos. Tho feature

i of the llrst night's entertainment will bo a ball,
to be known as tho " cowboys' ball." designed
to be one of the most novel terpslehorean dis-

plays ever seen In this country. All the men
must be dressed In cowboy coitume, and In
the dancing will be lnolnded the famous cow-

boy figure, with "heifers to the centre."
Ou the second day there will be a grand tour-

nament In the stylo of medlroval times. The
knights will wear coats of malt It Is true they
will tilt nt a rlog lnetond of at each other, but
the 10, OCX) spectators who view them will seo
n magnificent sight in tho army of some of
tho finest horsemen of the West. Among them
will be men who. riding at full speed, can shoot
n bird on the wing, and It Is Intended that their
contest shall be spirited. In the evening thero
Will bo a grand ball.

On the third day there will be a grand mili-
tary parade and competitive drills by the mili-
tary and by the band. This Is expected to bo
tho finest military display ever seen In tho
West. On tho evening of the third day there
will bo a grand military carnival ball.

On the Fourth of July tho patrlotlo features
of tho carnhal will be paramount. During the
day the grent carnival ball will resound with
eloquence, and the building will be literally
swathed In the American flag. There will
be a procession three miles In length, nnd tho
rouble and the pyrotechnics nnd the military
equipments will make the day n memorable
one to Ogdsn. In the evening will occur the
clowning event cf the carnival, the great Ilex
bull, the fourth nnd last of tho dancing festlv-ll- et

of the occasion. It will be a musked ball,
and all who attend It must be In costume and
masked. At midnight all musks will be re-
moved and tnen will bo announced the great
escrot which has been, and will be. kept until
tho appointed time, tho nameB of the king and
queen of tho carnival.

It is positively necessary for tho missionaries
tn havo their own steamboats, as the twonty
vessels owned by the Congo State ami the
various trading companies have their spools!
work to do. and thoy cannot tindoponried upon
to land missionaries at the desired stations or
to supply them with necessaries.

from whero It camo. i'hen with a motion iihIio
as gentle It drops to the earth, this time a thick
black line appears toextend through thocentre
of the storm cloud, tho centre of which
appears nbout ns largo as a Hour bnrrel and
tapers to an Invisible point. Then It drops
its point to the earth a fow hundred
yards to the north. The air Is llllecl
with black dust which looks like iho
smoko of n burning building. We watch Its
track; its black lino moves on to the northe.i-- t
until In it few minutes It disappears, lhe
biack cloud still hangs apparently unmoved or
unchanged, A new cloud chops to the earth,
and the llrst performance is repeated. This
time the cloud can be traced by his black,
dusty trsA'g far out of sight to the southwest.

Now, suddenly a sharp peal of thunder is
hoard. In a moment the skv Is covored with
dark clouds, und rnln descends in torrei.ta.
Thero Is now n light wind from tho north and
rnln continues to pour down. Again suddenly
the wind turns to tho east, a fow big lumps of
hall fall for tlve minutes, then hall sets in In
earnest and lasts for another halt hour.
