At present the lloriste have to spend most of
the night at tho market, because there Is so
llttlo room thnt those win-s- wagons come late
have to go Into sldo stroets. At I'ulon snunio
thoro would lo no snob necessity, and tho
wagons would not beuin to arilve until after

' daylight. Tho Comptroller. If ho coucludos
that he can grant the permit Mono, or what-
ever other city department finally proves to
bnvo the powor, can easily couplo with it re-
strictions as to hours and similar matters that
will Insure tbo market from becoming In any
dogreo an annoyance to tbo neighborhood.

She left htm, and ho shot her doad.

In a ploasant tone of voice,
Margarot If she would dross nnd go
with blni. bhe told him Hint she would not

know that ho had a nistol. bmller
advanced slowly toward hor all tho while, with
his right hand In bis outside coat pockot. When
she rofused to go with him the third tlmo ho
fired nnd she fell In the corner. Ho shut hor
four times nnd ran away.

to tho British empire by pursuing tho
snmo policy that was followed by tho East In-

dia Company when Great llritnln acquired her
possessions In Asia. It was doslgned to colo-
nize Lower California and securo concessions
fiom tbo Mexican Government, nnd then to

o ok o a strife and foment dissensions,
mcllsti cnoltnl nnd interests would then bo

jeopardized, and the Intervention of the mother
country was to bo Invoked. In proof of this,
tho statement of tho agents of tbo company,
substantiated by documentary evidence, has
been secured. Major soott. manager of the
company, assured the filibusters that two
English men-of-w- would be In the neighbor-
hood of Ensonadn skirting off tho coast when
tho new republic was to be declared.

Chinese Troops Vnnlile to Hulijaicato tho
Aborigines.

Ban FnMJcnsco. Juno 6. Tho stenmer City of
Peking arrived from Hong Kong and Yoko-
hama last night, fifteen days from the latter
jiort. The war against tho savages In For-
mosa Is being conduotod In n desultory man-
ner, Tho Chinese troops havo suffered sovero
ropulses, and nre unable to make any progress
In subjugation of the country. Itisbelievod
the troops In North Formosa have lost heavily,
both fiomtho attacks of tho enemy and from
disease. Theoxpodltlon returned toTamsul.
and the Govomor bolng chngrlned at tho fail-
ure of the troops, degraded Gen. Lb who was
In command. A Colonol wns also beheaded for
upproprlatlng the pny of tho troops.

In South Formosu nlso the whole Ithotnn
trlbo of aborigines has again token tho war
path, caused by the arrest and conllnoment of
two oi their number for potty olTencos. Tho
tribes mnrchad against tho city where the men
weroconllnod nnd throntenod to kill the In-

habitants unless the prisoners were releasod.
The mon woro accordingly surrendered, and
the lthotans depnrted. An expedition wns
aulcklv planned, nnd a forco of fi.OOO men Iiiib
been sont alter tho savages, who rotreatod to
the mountains.
