At tha
timo of bis doath Gen, Bhorldan was one of Ita
membors and Commander-in-Chis! of the or-
der; Benntor Mawley was lta Commander for
four years, and’ Hemator Manderson has juast
antared upon Wi fourlh yoar In the same ca-
pacity, The late Gen. Johin F. Miller, Kenntor
from Callfornin, was its firet Commander. Its
ronter sliows the oame of & Justics of the Su-
prome Court, two membara of the Cabinet,
Kenntors nnd leprosontutivos, the command-
{ng Uenoral of (ho army, many army officors
high in rank, Wod dearly o scors of
Bonr  Admirals. of tho navy, It s In
every tonso  of 'the word a represen-
tatlvo organizntion of all thnt wns brave and
loval durlpe tho late war, and the national
reputation of lts mambers renders prominent
any unusial netion taken by the commuandery.
However, It §4 vory selilom thut anything out
of tho ordinary routine oscurs, but the nn-
velllng of the Loa monument and the nttond-
fuu lneldents wero too fresh not to be over-
lookod on Wednesday evonlug, tho night of the
yeculur monthly wooiing.

The bravery and sacrliless made Ly the lor-
lorp-hope storming party of P'ort Hudson are
recotded (o bistory, but the bl now hanglog
tre In the Commiittoo on Military Affairs of the
Houwe revives In u moeasures tbis almost for-

gotten ineident of the Iate war. The bill has
for it= obvert the fulllllment of & oromise de-
Hborintely mide at n timo whon no jest was In-
tended,  In the aarly sunimer of 1564 the ‘"ﬂn‘{
af the Gull, under command of Gen, Banks, hin
1udd sloge 1o Port Hudson, which wis tho niost
Tmypwirtunt eteategle noint on the lowsr Missis-
sinpl,  =everal assnuits bad bosn made upon
this strongly Tortiied plice, but each assalc
B boen repoilsed with grest loss of life to the
U'nion lorces. As n lnst jesort Gen, Haoks,
on June 1a 1864, ealled for voluutbers to
i ke u’.Ll slorming perty of L0 men, ns he
sl ot the thine 1o vindiente the tag of the
LUnion nnd the memaory of its defenders who
hiave lallen,” Betwesn uuﬂn and nine hundred
volunlanrad, I'.\:vt{ womber of the party reni-
L.u d the gravity of his netlon, Fvery menber

nd mnple thme 1or iefleetion. Every membor
I of thnt foeling of wrdor and (ns
#piration of battle. It was a desporiate sxpodl-
ll-,n. Farewells wore exchsngod, Lostletters
oo Writlen, Not one ol tha party evor ex-
il to seo his comrnden ngnln, 1t wus woll
nown what wos expected of this party, It
wis st to attiio on sdvunceed nositlon, and at
the opportune time to muke A desporate
chirge. This charge wonld uttraer the ene-
wy's fire and compel the concentration of
the CUnnfederate  foress to repel the at-
tack Wt the Earl_lruinr rt-lnl.. While they
waore engagod the right nnd et wings of the
1 nion forces would swouop down, aud the lort
\wuul bo taken. The plan was perfect In (ts
concaption, but what would becom« of tho
comparatively small body of men? It was ex-
pareted that they woula be saerlilesd to enubile
their comrades to galn the vietory. For three
wouks the forlorn hope oarty lay ready to
muke the anticipated movement, At nu time
did they expect g recall Thelr narves wore
pirung to tho highest tenslon=ready, walllng
to do what they had volunteerad to do. Atthe
end of thres weeks Vieksburg spurrondered.
Yort Hudson gulckly fullowed, and the men
muking up the forlorn bope party rejolned
thelr yarious reglments, The commands ware
dissominated, the Indulent forgntten, und the
volunteers went nnrewnrded, The reward that
they olaim now was promised by Gen, Banks
in the following words:

*“tiMlesrsa who leni the column of vletory in
thia Inst assault muy be assured of the just
recognltion of thelr servicos by promotinn,
wnd svery ollloer aod soldler who shares lta
perils anid glory sbull roceive & medal {it to
commamornte the first grund success of the
enmnnign of 1868 tur the freodow of the
Mississinp).” .

In the Forty-ninth Congross Senntor ("oek-
rell, nn ox-Conlederato Goneral, made a full
and exhaustive report favoriog the paspags of
w L stmllar o 1ts naturs 1o the Benato bill
now pending In the House, The Ssnnte
adopted tho snme roport jn the Fiftieih ind
Fity-tirat Congrensns, The Becretnry of War,
fu his report to the Committeo on Military Af-
fiirs of the Sennte, suld: "1t is proper to staie
that Genetal Urders No. 40 proml=ed o meadal
to overy oftlcer and soldier cumposivg the
storming party.”

The
soliliors of the emplre eared moro for Lhe doc-
oratlon of the order of the Legion of Honoe
thin they did for o Marshal's biton, It mude
them nked men. and it Is suld that for that

;ifnrn Inpes of twenty-seven vears, to glve

wilponof Imlmr sod distinotlon to men who
woull be distypnguished abovo their ruluralianl
rotwhibstanding the bravery exhibited an
the promise ol the Communding Genoral, It
s also urged thst tho party did not moke the
