A case of groat Intorost relating tothe proper
construction of the law of contributory negli-
gence In railroad accidents has lust been tried
for tho third time before n jury In the Oswego
County Circuit Court, Justice Woltor Llntd.
Smith presiding. Delora M. Hunter, as ad
ministrator, sues the t ooperstown and Susque-
hanna Valley Railroad Company for exemplnry
dnmagos in connection with the death of Henry
M. Hunter, who, whllo attempting to board a
moving train on tho dolendant company's road
on Sept. 23. 1884, was caught between tho ele-
vated station platform and tho cnr, and was
crushod to death. Iho plaintiff admits that
the train was In motion when tho accident

but claims that It was so noarly sta-
tionary that it might safely te boarded, and
that the conduotor had called out an Invitation
for watting nassengors to enter. Tho company,
on the other hand, denies tbnt the conductor
had given any such call, and insists that tho
train was running at the speed of slxtoolght
miles an hour, and that tho deceased, In at-
tempting to board tho train under suoh con-
ditions, was guilty of a dogreo of contributory
nogllgence that relieved the company of

for his donth. Tho case has bean
In the courts for five yoars. Two juries, re-
spectively, gave verdicts for the plaintiff In tho
stun of J3.5UO nnd costs. In both rases, on ap-
peal by tbedefendont company to tho higher
courts, the verdicts have boon tot aside on tho
ground that, according to tho plaintiff's own
showing, the deceased was guilty of contribu-
tory negligence In attempting to board the
train while In motion, even at a low rnto ot
spood.
