It in Throngh Corruption,

Jamoes Dean, the Nrat man In Nftecn years
to Lo eonyioted (n Hudoon county of a orime
ngalnst the slection Inws, was senlenced yes-
terday to imprisonment in the county nll for
ot year. whivh (4 the maximum puslstiment
provided for Hlegal voting by the New Jersay
Tiw.  Tho cotrt room was crowded with politi-
elans, whowers more or less intorested in Dean's
fate. Dean looked very hot and uncomfortable
when he was led Into the eourt room by two
constablos and stood up [ncing the Judge,
Judgo Lippincott locked at him & momont be-
fors e spoke. Thon ho sald:

“Jlean, you linve been convieted of voling
fraudutently in the Elghth procinctof the First
distelet In this elty, The evidence that you
wars a resldant of one precinet and voted In
nnother wina beyond question. The evidence
wie eonelusive thut you voted Inthe Eighth
proeinet. First district, thres times, The evl-
deneo alss disclosed that you votod afourth
time and vven attempted 1o vole n fifth time.
Uniler tostimony 8o clear and concluslve na it
was in this ense the question forelbly ¢ame to
the Court, Why wns 1t that the jury took so
long to rosch a verdiet of conviction? It has
eoma to pass, and the knowledge Is now the
common property of nll, that the path of pollti-
cal proforment in this clty and &unty leads
through & stuffed and corrupted ballot box. It

A story that four men wore drownoed in Ja-
maien liny by the capsiziog of a yacht during o
etorm on Wednesday was started by Jucob
Trrasslor, who said he was tho sole surviver of
the aecideni. He sarys that he and four com-
panions bought s boat from a man called
Freneh Louls, at the Old Mill, a'lishing station
on Jamalvn Bay, on Monday. and that the
party started out on Wednosday for a sall
liresslor says that he fell mslespin the boat
nnd when he awekes ho was In the lfs savinag
station on Coney Island, He enys he waa res-
cued Ly the life saving crew, Dresslor lives In
Atlantle avenus, near Millor street, Enst New
York, He told hls story to the police of the
Beventeruth vracinet. and acting Deteotive
Jowaph Kalser wias sent out to ses I he could
iy any tries of the missing men,
