The Mine all Ahlnrr After the Kxvloaton
Ttvenly.nne Men list npr, lint the Otliera

DtiNiiAn, Pa. Juno 10. -- Thlrly-ono miners
woro killed by tho c.p'oslon of ens In tbo coal
mlnos at Illll l'n nn owned by the Dunbnr fur-
nace Compniiy. a mile xvost of horo.nt in 'id this
morning. Thu bodies of two of tho unfortu-
nates wero tnkon out. Tho others nro still on- -

tombod lu the mine, xvhoro n licreo llro
is raging. Thoro Is little doubt that all
nro dead, although tholr end enmo
slowly from suffocation. Desperate olTorts
hnvo beon mndo to dear thu way
and recover tho bodleB, but without avail. A

rescuing party of 100 men. beaded by Mlno In-

spector Koighly of this district, front tho
afternoon in the pit. but up to 10 to-

night have beon nblo to rescue onlv two bodies.
Hotli of thoso mon hnd died from tho fotco of
the eploBlon. Thoy nre badly burned. Tholr
features aro distorted and dlsllgured. and they
could only be rocognlred by tholr clothes.

Thore were flity-sevo- n niluorn In tho pit
when the explosion occurred. They wero at
work In the headings oil to tbo right nnd left of
tho main entry, about 5,'IO'J foot from tho
mouth of Iho slope. Nenr the point nt which
tho heading stnrtcd In dlfleront dlroetlous nu '

nlr hole had been drilled recently. This xvas a
pinch hole. Gas and water had accuinulnied In
It. A few minutes before tho erlosion oc- -

curred l'ntrlck Ivorwin pouolrntod the air hole '

with his nick. A strong olwntorguslied
out. Korxvlnwns horrified. Ho soundod the '

alarm. Ills assistant, l'atrick Hnves, started
hurriedly for tho mnln entrnnco. lie hud
senrcoly stnrted xvhen the foul gas was Ignited
Irom his lamp.

Tho eipIo8lon which followed wns terrltlc
XXhntllttlo air thoro was In the place drifted to
the boadtng to tho right of tho main entrance.
Tho tire followed swiftly, nnd beforo tho thlrty-on- o

men could be alarmed all Iiopo of escape
wns shut off by the Humes, Tho twenty-si- x

mon employed In tho left hendlngxvere imtltlod
of tho dancor In time to their lives, al-

though tholr obcopo was thrilling end wu
by the wildest confusion.

At a point nonrwhoro tlio explosion occuired
tho bodlt-- s of Dnnlel hhoernn, llro bo-- s, nnd
Daxld Hnyos wero fmnid. They had evidently
attomptcd to oseaiie through tho flnnios.
