convention for tho purpose of nominating a
Dcmocratlo cnudldato for Presldontof tho
United States. In this convention Gkoveu
CllveIiANI) was nominated by an over-
whelming majority. Tho youth of Wit-

tenberg promptly Informed Mr. Cleveland
of tho result, and filled him with overwhelm-
ing JoyT Ho addressed them In a letter full
of solemn exhortation which must havo odl-ilc- d

them greatly. " It Bcems to mo," wrote
tho Wlttenueig candidate in a rapturo of
giatltude, "that I ought to express tho
satisfaction affordod mo bythoklndoxpros-slo- n

contained lu your letter of the 7th inst.,
accompanied by tho announcement that at
n. convention hold by tho Excelsior Socioty
of Wittenberg Collego I was nominatod for
tho Presidency. So far as tho action of tho
young men of your society may bo taken as
cvldenco of tholr friendship toward mo. of
courso it 16 gratifying." After thus express-
ing lil personal comfort, Mr. Cleveland
Indulged In his usual stock of pompous
commonplace. Tho nomination was only
ono of a number of mock nominations which
ho has recelvod from undergraduate non-voter- s.

Doubtless it is gratifying to him to
bcllovo that tho vote of tho peoplo who
don't vote seems to bo solid for him.

Wo submit to tho authorities who havo
charge of tho government and discipline of
Wittenberg Collego that they havo a duty
to perform in this matter. Thoy ought to
teach tho young men lu that institution to
respect tho ofllco of President, and not to
play upon tho foibles and the monomania of
a former occupant of tho office. Gravely to
encourage Mr. Cleveland In his delusion,
fool him to tho top of his bent, and draw
from him a ponderous letter penned In tho
sweat of hla elbow at the sweltering soason
ot tho year is somothlng moro than a
thoughtless Joko. It Is disrespectful, un-

kind, cruol. Tho young Wlttenbcrgers ought
to have moro respect for an
and not lend him Into needless exhibition ot
his weakness.

Some Things to bo Settled with Mexico.
Tho proposil submitted to Congress by

the House Commlttco on Foreign Affairs for
tho creation of nn International commission,
which shall take Into consideration the re-

lations between our country and Mexico,
implies that thero aro matters In thoso rela-

tions which require adjustment.
Tho facts bear out that assumption. While

tho diplomatic Intercourse of the two coun-

tries Is entirely Ifrlendly, and whllo tho
the peoplo, oven in the border re-

gions, bIiows a gratifying Improvement upon
that which prevailed during tho Ctjttino
episode, and on bov oral occasions before and
since, there nro causes of friction and irrita-
tion. These should bo removed as far a3
possible, and tho best means for that pur-pos- o

should be adopted.
Tho boundary lino roqulres readjustment.

This ought to bo accomplished whother a
general International commission is created
or not, nnd special legislation for that pur-
pose has repeatedly been contemplated by
Congress, Tho entlro boundary from tho
Itio Grando to tho Pacific apparently needs
retracing ; but somo poi tlons moro urgently
rcqulro it than others. It Is Bald that land-
marks havo actually been removed, and
pel haps put In other places for private pur-
poses. At all ovonts, blnco iho accurate

of the boundary Is Important, not
only for tho snko of determining rights of
proporty, but nlso In many International
matters, such as thoso involving the pur-
suit of f ugltlvos to the bordor, tlioro should
bo no occasion for doubt or dispute.

Tho customs regulations of tho two coun-
tries, partlculaily as affected by the Mexl-lca- n

Zona Libre, domand rectification. This
ficozonowas established thirty-tw- o years
ago in Tamnullpas, and then was extended
along tlioentlto bordor of Mexico from tho
Gulf to tho Pacific It is twolvo miles broad,
and its inhabitants nro exempt from tho
customs duties ImpooOd upon tho romalnder
of Mexico. Without going Into tho reasons
which havo lnducod tho sister republic to
establish and maintain thlsdiscilmlnatlon,
11 b enough to bay that it leads to smug-
gling, from which both Governments 6uu"ur,
Tho Inhabltontsof tho Zona Llbro can Import
goods froo ot duty, and such goods can also
bo warehoused thero for an unlimited tlmo,
paying duty only If afterward carrlodinto
tho interior of Mexico. On tho othor hand,
foreign dutiable goods pass through our
country Into tho Mexican lieo zona without
paying dutlos to us,

Hut tho special reason for an International
commission seems to bo the recent practice
of Importing Chinese laborora through Mcx-ic- o

Into California and Arizona, in iolation
of our ltestrlctlon act. That this has been
carried on to a largo extent is indicated by
tho reports of licasury Inspectors and by
tho nnent captures made near San Diego.
Whether Mexico would consent to help exe-
cute our lawa for us, or to what extent eho
would bo able to execute them, may
ho ouoflUofti. but the subject, might "'r'y

i
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como boforo an International commission
for tho ascertainment of tho facts and tho
rocommondation of a romody. It Is truo

that tho Bamo process of smuggling China-

men Is going on upon the Canadian border,

but a satisfactory arrangement with Mexico

would bo a help to an nriangcmontwith
Great Ihituln on tho same biibjcct.

Since tho international commission was

proposed, a now source of ttoublo has arisen
from tho disclosure or tho Bchemo to rob

Mexico of Lower California. While tho ex-

act facts on this question am still a matter
of controv oi sy, thei o Is no doubt that Biich a
ploti'Xlsted, und that it iound adherents in

California. That our Government was
clmrgcnblo with any negllgenco In tlio mat-

ter K of courfc, not for a moment supposed
nnywhero; In fact, tho ontlro orojoct was
evidently confined to a fow persons with

whom It existed on paper only. Had thero

len tho slightest overt net to attract tho

attention of our Government, Its punish-

ment would haxo been speedy; but oven In

.Mexico itself, whoro, according to ono ver-

sion of tho story, tlio plot originated, It was

too filmy to attract notice, and oven up to
tho present tlmo thero seems to hnvo been

no proceeding against thoso whowcro ac-

cused of connection with It. An International
commission, occupying itsolf with othor

mntteis, could properly take this subject Into

consideration.
Tho construction of dams on tho Rio

Grando also demands attention, slnco undor

tho present custom tho water Is sometimes
diverted so as to wash away tho opposite
Bhoio. Tho uso of tho river for Irrigation on
ono shore or tho other should al60 botho sub-

ject of definite understanding. Thero aro, fur-

thermore, unsottlod claims between tho two

countries which ought to bo adjusted, If

possible, without further delay. In short,
an International commission will find em-

ployment enough.
Tho interests of tho two chief republics of

tho North American continent do not con-

flict. Mexico may bo assured of the Integ-

rity of its territory, and no filibustering de-

signs upon it will bo permitted by our Gov-

ernment, even woro that republio less ablo
than sho Is to cope with them. Tho capital,
tho Industry, tho enterprise, and tho inge-

nuity of tho United States nro destined to
find abundant employment In Mexico, nnd
thero they will bo welcomed. Everything
that tends to removo obstacles to this bene-

ficial Intercourse should bo oncouraged.

Tho Heathen Chlneo in Ills Glory.

Ah Sin's commonplace trick of slipping
cribs up tho voluminous Chinese Bleovo

doesn't soem to bo Important enough to de-

mand a long section of tho report. Tho
trick of running In a voteran scholar, to
score a sucees&f ul examination In tho nanio
of somo timid and uncertnin young one, who
will take thu place ovontually in propria
persona, glvostho Examining Hoaid a lot of
trouble; but It Is bolpod Homowhat out of
practice by tho iiilo holding tho "Identifying
officer " responsible for such substitution.

Tho leport reveals that among tho most
dangerous obstacles to genuine examina-
tions is tho bedding, or tho food taken by
each candidate luto tho llttlo cell where, for
tin oo or four days, ho is locked up, as It Is
supposed, alono with his question papers.
Mattiesses ami sausages both havo to bo
turned insido out for crib. Then opposite tho
windows of theso cells some fellow outbldo
will combine business with pleasuro by let-

ting a kite Iloat up inscribed with moro or
lss useful information. Tho Board of Rites
goes ovon so far as to express tho opin-
ion that somo suit of Mouse system
of communication is made to work by
manipulating the kite so that its tail shall
Uourish thus and o Again, perhaps a
weary pigeon, laden with learning under Its
wing, will drop In to pick up the grain on
tho window sill and see an old friend within.
When night comes, lanterns of various col-

ors aro seen to danco very eccentrically.
Passers by In tho streets may nl60 hcavo In
bricks that prove very learnod nnd useful to
tho temporary recluses. Tho national em-

blem, tlio rupturous ilroorackor, cracks out
tattoos that happen to bo full of moaning.

Theso aro some of tho Incidents of tho
Chinese system at homo. Tho morosovero
espionage called for by tho new regulations
will doubtless drive tho Indomitable heathen
to counter efforts of fresh gonius, and so tho
tromondous contest will continue.
