THE COMMISSIONENS CAN FIND NO
ROUTE ON THE WHENY SIDE

They Report the Pourth Avenns Ronte, and
Hoggewt That Aunnther Comminalo L
Numed to Muke Flass for the Ntrnotare,

The roport of the Rnpid Translt Commlf-
sioners on routs was deliversd at the Mayor's
offlvs yostorday morning by Commissloner D,
1. P'ottor. The route soleoted has already boen
dessribod In the nowspapers, The Commis-
alotiers 84y that exlsting sxemptions of certain
streots and avenues rander it axceadingly difll-
eult. If not impossible, 1o loéate routas for
ranid translt ronds whieh aliall be of beneflt 1o
the publie as lnas of teus travel, The net pro-
vidon for the relection of but one route or sot
of routes, And requires that the routs or routes
pelectod shinll be dispoxed of to 6ne corporation,
eroated in wecordance with the provisions of
the net. When the act is amended no as to
authorize tlie loeation from time tu time to
QAlMaront routes, the Comminsionors aeo ho
difienlty under tho pressnt provisions of Inw
fn obtaining eomplate rapdd transitin this eity:
