Connecticut Old Feoplr.
WitttMAsno, Juno 22, Tho wand of doath

bns touched many notable persons In the band
of Connecticut old peoplo In tho past ten days.
Almost all of them had reached foursooro
yoars, and somo hnd attalnod about a century
of life. Novor before, probably, In tho history
of tho 8tnto was the mortality for so brief a
time so larcenmonc tho very aged as It hns
boon slnco the tosinnlnc of the year.

In Mlddlotown Undo Harry Freeman, n flno
old colored man, whom every ono know nnd
respooted, died, nt UOioarsof age. For throo
yoars bit hoalth had gradually fadod, and
finally ho Lad fainting spoils, which. Uncle
Ilnrry said, wore " bound to finish the old man.
