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The Practical Solntlon of the Rapid

Teansit I'roblem.

Tha raport of the very sbls Commis-
slon appointad by Mayor GRANT 1o consliler
the problam of rapld trapalt clearly demon-
straten ona fnot, and thia fact Is that the
propristors of the oxlating elevatad lines
hold tha kay to ths quastion, and possess a
virtual monopoly of swift urban transpor-
sation In this alty, They own the most
avallable oentral routen, and what s equally
{mportant, If not more so, the one impor-
tant tarminus at the southern end of Man-
battan Island; and they have fixed & rats
ot fare for the entire length of the aolty,
which any new company must adopt, and
which s po low that no lins that ls very
eoatly to bulld or to operats, can bo sure of
Hving on It. Especlally will this be found to
hold trun of any lina whioh would have to
bay Ita right of way for any conslderabla
part of it length.

Thera are just two praoctioabls methods of
giving to this aity the fuorensad facilitles of
rapld transit which it requires. Ona of thess
i the construotion of & subtarrancous line
under Broadway, whera the company would
not hava to pay for the right of way,
and the only extra expenss would be for
the oonstruction of the necessary conduits
for watar works, gas pipes, telegraph wires,
and the like. Therea rallway of four tracks
might be bullt, two for through trains and
two for way tralns; and the struoture might
be lighted and vontilated In & way to obviate
the objeotlons which exlst agalnst ordl-
pary undsrground rallways, such as those
{n London. At thoe sama time, the Broadway
underground would affurd a central and
convenlent line, not too expansive to ba at-
tractive to capltalists, with the restriction
of nflve-cent fare and no more,

The other method of meeting the exlpenoy
of the situation la gimpler and ensler and
should firet bo taken in hand. It conslets In
ohanglng the exlsting elevatad lnea luto
two-story structures, This would involve
bullding them over anew and more substan-
tinlly, 80 as to mako them sufficlent to sup-
port a syslem of way tralng on the first floor
and one of through truins on the second ; nnd
so a6 to remove the posts from the middle
of the etreets nnd place them outof the way
on the curbstones.

Such an arrangement as thls would do
much more than double the present eapacls
ties of tho elavated lines; and when Itis
gupplementad with a four-track rallroad
under Broadway, we may countupon Its an-
swerlng the necessities of the metropolls
for an indefinita perlod.

The Prospect In thia Clty.

As the Republican voters of this city are
fewer In number than the Demoocrats, it is
thelr custom In politieal contests to muke up
tho defloloney by vigorous and often pletur-
esque combits respecting the question of
their candldato for the olleeof Mayor, This
vear, Just as heretofors, much excitemont
has been daveloped among them upon this
question, although durlng the present gen-
eration but one Republlcan, Mr, Grosoer
OprpYEE, has been electad Mayor of this
town, and that happened nearly twenty-
hing years ago.

Tt will not be pretended, even by a Reform
Club statepinan, whose monopoly of politicad
Ignorance and Ingenuousness |s 5o extensive
as slimost to prohibit rivalry In this regard,
that tho conditions of 1590 resemblo those of
1881, The nugurivs aro now as ltde favor-
able to the election of 8 Republican Muyor
as at any previous time; and whatever
the Democrats may do, it 1s a safo assertion
that a straight-out Hepublican candidats
would have po better elinneo of suecess Lhan
an Esquimauy girl in o beauty contest,

Novertholesa an active coutest Is fn prog-
ress for tho ooutrol of the Republican or-
ganization in this oity. There are two
oplnions, one fur a straight-out Republican
puminativp, the other for un alllance with
any one or every one to defeat the dom-
Inant Democratie organization I possible,
Op the sldo of the stralght-outs are twelve
of the twenty-lour districts, tha Isast pope
ulous, the least lmportunt, and the least
represantative of Republican voters, but, at
the same tims, of Jargest individual wealth
and the smalleat party followlng. On the
slde of those favoring s coalition of some
sort are about 75 per cent. of the Republican
voters of the clty,

Bo far as the declslon of the Republleans
18 concerned, thelr own leaders ars the best
judges; but tha Democrats also have &
lvely interest In the mattor,

It 1 usually taken for grauted that if the
Republicans make stralght-out municipal
pominatious, the dominaut Democratlo fa-
tion In New York will put up s straight
ticket of 1t own; and thoss voters who are
disaatisfled with alther or with both will also
bave a tioket of thelr own. This would ap-
parently solve the whols question of the
oanvass, and leave the people with scarcely
any necsaalty for going tu the polls, This
view of the matter, however, is not based on
souud reason, bepause it does not taks Into
socount couditions of which thoss who ad-
yocate it are apparently not aware,

In tho first plave, while [t may be very
easy for the Hepublicsns to put up s
stralght-out munleipul ticket, 1t will be found
extremaly difflcult to get ull Republicans to
throw away thelr votes by supporting it. In
the munivipnl contest of 1954 thers were
45,000 Republicans who fulled to support
thelr stralght-out Mayoralty capdidate;
in 1888, on & muech smaller vots, 18,000
failad to support bln; and in 1883 the dis-
erepaney reached 83,000, Obvivualy o con-
slderable number of Republicans do not vols
for thelr party candidates [ munlolpal cous
teste: and the disconnseted voto in such &
year as the present would probably be fully
one-lall of the Lotal

1o the second place, the operation of the
now electorud luw will, for the frst year at
least, place 8 premium upon odd aml ecesns
trio voting, aud it will cause some losaes to
the regular organizations, Republican and
Pemocratle, Although their hopes of suc-
cess mre certaln to prove delusive, various
independent arganizations will be encour-
aged togo into this year's battle; and this
will sugment the floating and unattashed
vole should the dominant Demnersts snd
the Republicaus each put up a straight-out

| agninst all experience.

The mensce of an vutslids movement, such
as this situation would make Inavitable,
would not ba sarfous for the Republicans,
who have littla to galn and nothing to lose
In tha contest; but it would be serlous to
the Domoarata, for an outside, unattached,
{rreapongible movemont one year in advance
of th: sloction of Governor and two years
{n adeance of the elsction of Prealdent, would
it meceasful, compel such & readjustment of
polictes, men, and forces as to embarrase the
Demoeracy In its stronghold,

What 15 much more likely 1s that there
will bo no stralght-out ticket on elther slde,
A unlon between the two Democratio fno-
ti6ns on the ono hand, and a unlon of all
the foreas oppoesd to thom'on the other, Ia
much more probable, much lsas dangerous
to the Demooratlo supremacy, and much
moro likely to realiza the hopes of all well-
regulated statesmen.

A Buggestion to Collegs Preachers.

The sermons which it Is oustomary to
preach to the graduating olassea of collegas,
have now for the most part been delivered,
They are words of counsel and warnlng ad-
dressed to the young men usually by cler-
loul collega Presidents; and from year to
year they ara about the e,

Thelr burdon is that the tralning of the
gchool faonly the beglnning of education;
and unguostionably this is 8o, Some things
can ba learned best in boyhood, when the
mind 18 most docile; but the great mass of the
knowledge posseassd by men s acquired
through experiance obtalned only by long
years of living in the world, and by eontinu-
ousstudy and observation, There ls nodoubt
about that. It has been sald sinca the days
of Jup, aud the collage prenchers can only
vary the form of the statement. Ktill, we
have no objection to Its repetitlon every
summer, though It 13 doubtful whother
the boys profit to any grent extent by the
fterativn, They will have to learn the les-
son lor themselves (n tho competition of
lite and undor the lushing and spurring of
the race upon which they will enter; und
they will laarn It in no other way.

But ag our colleges now are, the young
men are getting o preparation for tho strife
which g not legs valuable than the spiritual
and intellectual trajuing upon which the
preachers lay 8o great stress. It comes as
the conseguence of thelr own Initlative, and
peeguse of thelr youthand abundant vitallty.
It ls apart from the regular college currle-
whing, aud has bean malntained In splte of
tho enrly opposition of college facul-
ties, continued dn some cases to this

dhy. While  professors, clergymen,
and philosophers  have glven exclusive
attention to the development of thelr minds
and hearts, the students themselves have
bestowad moro of thelr enthuslasm on the
development of thelr bodles, They have sle-
yuted the uthlotle Liero to the first place in
the college world, and put mere Intellectual
accomplishment in & very subordinate rank.
Il the two go together, ns they often do, so
much the better; but If Intellectual prowaess
s sttuiued at the expense of physleal
strongth, or In disregard of it. the result ex-
oltes ity rather than the hearty admiration
provoked by phiyslenl strength,

That is the rule in our preseut college soel-
ety; nnd itis wellthatit is so. Thence this
standard of estimation has extonded to
young men generally; for In thls ecountry
physical trafning recelved Its first Impulss
from the colleges, so that now there la no
subjert in which youth especlally ls so pro-
foundly Interested as the gubject of manly
aports and exerclges. Consequently a radi-
cal change in the habits and smbitions of
young men hing taken place during the last
genorntion. This republie begins to resomble
anclent Greeen in  devotlon to athletic
exercises and Ita rejolelng over physical de-
velopment and muscular perfection. The
strong, enduring man has becoms the hero,

As o result of this newly awakened sentl-
ment, the typo of the rece {8 much bigher
physleally than It usad to bo, and the im-
provement shows Itself In both mon and
women. They are both growing tallar and
of mors symmstrical proportions; snd yet
the athletle movement is In {ts begloning
only. It will tall more on the generatlons
succeading, for It did not extend through so-
clety generally untll within a very few
yeurs. Now thero is not a schoolboy who s
not inflamed with emulation for athletie
superiority, and whose chlef haroes are not
champlons ol atrength and endurance.

Therofore the college proachers pess by &
subject of prime loterest and Importance
when they neglect to gpeak of the Influepes
of culleges iu developlog o higher type of
manhond (n this country, higher not mersly
physlenlly, but morally wlso. For athletlo
training ueosssitates self-contrul, aell-donial,
abstinunes, correct hablts, and the subjec-
tion of viclous tastes and propeusities, It
nlgo generatos self-respect, the conselous-
nese of nower, sell-rellunce, fortitude, cour-
age, persiatancy, the babit of facing difficul-
tiea, und the capacity of husbanding every
resource for o suprems efort. It ts o man
for the struggle and strife of |ifs, besldes
making bl moure valuable to soclety as a
progenitor of the race, As hla body
strongthens, his mind also goins vigor.

Here s a subject for the clerical Presi-
dents of colleges to preach upon, themsealyes
so often suffering from the absence of such
tralning in their student days. They know
vary well that athletiv exercises are the vary
1ife of u college at thoe present day, and that
fpatruction in them does more than sven
soholastic renown Lo flll {ts clasass and swell
its power, Why, then, should they not glve
to Buch athems tho commanding Importancs
in thelr serwons to which it is entitled 7 Be-
sldes, they might say something fresher
about It than they are accustomed to say
about difffoulty and slow progress that are
met with o ellmbing ths ladder of learning.
