The
situntion has for lhim & pooulinr ex-
neperation erowlbe out of New York's
experience with some of the dangorous
fenturoas of the present Federal nlection law,
which [t 1% piroposed to make of universal ap-
plisation, with more opprussive features addod,
With an ever-present momory of tho nirilsnn
abusss under the pressnt system ns adminis-
tared In thls clty during the past elghteon
yoars by Jolin 1. Davenport. New York pulitieal
lenders and puble-spivitad cltlzens discuss
the situation with a!l the vigor of ante-bsllum
dave, 1The porilin the eyes of evory mian who
mada publle yesterday his views on the aub-
ject Is grenter thon any which has threatened
tho counsry sineo the war. Hero nre o fow
words from such well-known men ns happensd
to bain thelr offleas yestarday when o reportor
for Tne vy ealled:

Froderle It Coudert enald: * I bellove this is
tho rock on which the Hepubliean party wiil
spit. Thore dre wise men in that varty, and
they hava not be:n In accord with the party
measures for sovoral vears, They havo told
me 8o, many of thom. It 15 not that they love
the Republican party more, but that ther love
tho Demaocratic party le<s. The passage of
this bill would Jendto tho reallzation of the
groat danger which Washington puinted out
in hia farewell nddress, I do not mean that
men are any worse uow than they used to be,
that thoy will go to such extromities of poartls
pansbip. but the evil was in tho gerin when the
warping was given.

It noatles in an extraordinarily fertilo
valley, tho allvay of Fllonville, In the shidow
of the Shawangunk Mountains, vordure-clad
with dense forostn of onk, hickory, chestnut,
ol pine. and sugar maplo frees, Up nnd
down the valley, north and south of the vil-
Inge, o spbread out earefully eultivated and
riehly slelding felds of wheat awl markot
produca. ‘Throush the northern ond of the
villngo winda the pioturesqus Rondout Crack,

| gnthering nlong Its conras to the Hudson the

nimost innumerable sparkliog ercoks which
kive the soil ita rlehness and this vegetation its
unwontod depth of grecn.

The vilings itsal! (s n lopse clustor of protty,
subsiantial, immacuintely kept homes, nlun-
dantly shaded Ly onks, olms.and sugarmaples,
surronndod by nmploy grounds, and provided
with flowor gardons nnd frult orchards The
streots ara wide. thick!y linol with overarch-
I shnde trosa, dellghtfully cool. wnd ns guiet
nnd eoholess as stravta In dronmiond. At al-
most avery corner atands n chureh, its white
splre nseending out of thoe posom of the dense
grean folinge. Ho many are these symbols of
religion in Ellenville—thers s searcely n noot
unreprasented—ihat. seen from some disiant
pereh in the mountnins. the town might renid.

In this favored spot, amid thess still ldsllie
posnes, broutliing thls purest of mountain air,
inhuling habitunlly this nimosphere of eilluen-
tion and reilgion, dwell the 3.500 people who
muko up ths sober, God-fearing, thrifty com-
muulty of Ellenville, ‘I'ho mien sire for the must
port prosperous farmers.
