tral nnd South America, whloh accompanied
the letter. In his letter the Secrotnrr says:

" The report of the Committee on Communi-
cation upon tho Gulf of Mexico and the Carib-

bean Hea shows that Mexloo and the republics
of Central America, although containing a
population and vvcntlh that aro but a fraction
of our own. and with publlo reventtos that do
not compare with those or tho I'nlted Htates,
aro doing more than this Government to main-
tain a commerco that Is of much greater im-
portance nnd advantage to us than It is to
them. The report points out advantages that
might be derli ed from more rnpid and lrequsnt
means of communication, not only with tho
ports of Central America and tho Spanish
main, but with those of the west coast of
South Amer ca also, which has n loielgu
commerco exceeding tMOO.uOO.uOO a year.
The representatives of the countries bordering
on the I'ncltlc also recommend cooperation ot
tho various countries for the establishment of
one or more subsidised steamship linos of the
first class butvveou San I'ranclsco and Va-
lparaiso and intermediate points, each country
to pay a share proportionate to its population.
Ilatween the United States and ports of llroll.
Urucuav, and the Arcentlno ltepubllc. It Is rec-
ommended that a fast subsidized line be es-
