PICNIC BARGES RUN INTO.

A BAD BMASH IN HELL OATE ON THR
FORESTENRS' EXCURSION.

Tha Fortland Propeller Xisanora Cots OF
the Fort Overhang of Onn of the Barges
from Amidehips to the Niern-Elght oy
Ten Fersons Huri=Ones Hartousiy—The
Elennora Sieamed On Without Miopping,

The Portland propeller Eleanora, going up
through Hell Gate ot J.80 yestordny afternoon
ran Into two exceraion bargey which had 1,50
poople on boand, The shoesk of the colllsion
eama noar eapsizing the barges, Elght or ten
people ware Injured by fNylng pleces of
broken Umbaors, throe of them sevoroly,
The oxcursionistsa wore the mombais of
Conrt Lufiyetta Lodge No, M4 Indepondont
Opdor of Foroatera of Ellzaboth, nnd thele
famiiles and felenda, They left Ellzabeth nt
10020 e'clock  yestenday morning on the
barges Walter Sauds, Capt. Willinm Cone
norton, and the  Charles  Spoar.  Cupt,
Gibbons, Ia tow of the Idlewlld. Thoy
wore  bound for Illewild CGrove on the
Bound. Iloth barges hnd on mbout as many
passengorn as thoy eould eomfortnbly acooms
modate, Hundreds of restioss fost kopt time
to the musio on the uppoer docks., It wad n
tnmily execurslon, nod women snd childron
formed tho bulk of the passencors, Tho trip
to the Grove was without Inoldont,  After no
hour or so nll bonrded the barcek agaln and
started on their retuin teip,

They eamo slowly through thoe Eound on the
obl tide, with musie golng nnd the uwnwoeariod
dunenrs footing it, When they ontered Hall
Gate few of thom saw the Eleanorn coming up
on the port bow, Thore was lttls wind nnd
the thde was abont ebly "Fho Idlawlid sheernd
the biurgos furthor off to starbonrd sod whistled
to tho Elaanora 1o konp to nort,

Capt, Connorton of the burgo Walter Snnds
enys the steamer answerad the signals, but
did not alter hor courde, The baress wors
swung off to sturbonred ns far as they eould
safely go without sirlking on the roeka
The etenmship eame rurhing on  without
roduciug «peed.  Thoey met off Hallat's Point,
Astorlne "ho Captains of the birgos wore bee
ginning tothink they would eseapa In safoty,
when nceording to Capt. Conuorton, whose
brge was (nshied on tho port slde the provoller
chinnemd hor ¢ourso and hended dimectly to-
ward them,

It was too late to warn thoso on the barges of
thelr danger. The black nose of the stenmship
enmo at them nnil & ery_of terror went up,
Thero wosn torrille erisli na the stenmship
struek the port bacgs, the Walier Sands, n
elaneing blow nhout umidelips. stoving In the
overhanatow devkg oven with the hull, A hoe
slinrp nose tore nlong 1 rilg-\--l up the wond-
work cleayto the stern. pllnters Hlow over
the populous Jduck.

I'he burees wiro Lioth thrawn over to stare
bonrd. and the lower decks wers awnsh,

Inneors warn thrown from thelr fest hy the
shoek, Thoro was a rush to the uninjured
borgo lashod to sturbonrd, The Elnnnore did
not stop to eeo what damage lind boon done,
Bho kept right on without diminlsuing hor
BLoad in the least,

When the Eleanorn struck the bargn thoss
who wore not dnneing sat with thelr bneks to
the ealling Hstentne to s music. A showar
of broken timbors foll among them. 'The
wers knoekod over thelr somts amd some o
tham -\-nlmmlrinlurmt. Atter the exeltement
pd s bslded It wis found that the hull of the
borgs wos intoer,.  Tho Lidipwild  took the
burges uto Hallot's Cove, whera thay moade
fn=t to Clonin & Messengor's eonl dock.
