RESCUED FROM SLAVE SHIPA

Conge and Angoln lli-uku'Wl. Livs Far
North of Thetr Old Homen,

Beattered along the eonst of West Afrlea In
Blorrn Leone and Liberia are a niimber of set-
tlements known as Angoln town and Congo
town, Tho sncestors of the people who live (n
thess littlo hamlets were born hundreds of
miles south of the plnces whera thelr ehildren
aro found to-day, They were nntlves of An-
gola nnd the Congo reglon. Many of them be-
long to the great Huntes family and they
kuow very different lapgusges from those of
the nogro tribes among whom they now live,

Those handfuls of Bouthern African people
senttered among the Inhabitants of Liberia and
Slerra Leona nre more fortunate than many
thousands of thelr frisnds who toiled away
their lives as ﬁ!n\'ﬁl on the plantations of the

esl ludies and Prazil. Forthoso settlements
wore made by rescued slaves, who wers tnken
by the crufsers of the clvillzed nations from
the holds of slave vessels, They werse bound
for the West Indles or Drazll, for very lew of
the Congoor Angoin blacks wero byoughit to
this country, Probably ninety-nine In & hun-
dred of the blagk residents ol this couniry
came orlginally from the west coast, between
tepnegambin n}ni Cameroonn, while Braxil re-
velyel most o hor hundreds of thousands of
winves from Congoland and Angola.

Ho thess more fortunate captives, who were
reso sfore they hird beon taken far from
thelr nutive Innd, were settled (ar north of the
Congo wt polnts whero they conld be rrutnmocl
agnlost slavers, There thoy have lived ever
since, and not & few of the children born In
thoir pew homes still talk the lnngusges of the
southern trites. nny of them hnve bee
( ur,lnt.ln:“m . are tolerably Industrious, an
their lot has been aulte lortunate. considering
the tarrible fate they fo narrowly ese.

Awhile mgo Mr. I Chatelaln vislied the An-
goln anttloment at Blerra Leonn. e says in
the African Mmes Lhat 1he lt?h of the Lousaes,
;ho mothods of the fleld cultlvation. and the

saturesof the pooplo carried him at ﬁncr bank
to Angola, where be hid Ionf roride nopo
houss he found an old man, to whom he spoke
In Kimibunder. one of the linguuges of Angoln,
The oid man wus surprised and gverioyed, and
opening his shutters cilled oit 10 Lils neigh-
bors 1o como and ke tho mon who had been 13
Angola and spoke Kinithunder, ''hoy erowde
around and were %\‘—nll; surprived toses a
wihite mon who conld tellk with 1hem o o lan-

uoge they had not heard from others slice
thoy were shipped from Loanda as slaves,
