The lgsue Is there, It isa
platlorm on which the Democrucy cnn re-
galn the control of the House of Hepresenta-
tives this year, and can clect o Democratio
Presldent two years hence.

In every part of the Unlon elgna are visl-
ble that Demcerats of all shades of opinlon
coneerning the non-easentials nre prepuring
to stand togother uwpon a platform very
much like this.

His montal torturs will be indesoribuble,
and all the greater beoauss of ths wystry
of the agont and tie sclentiflo oharactor of
the method,

A more merelfil way would ba to kill him
by the ald of chemistry, so that in slesp,
perhaps, he might pass into the unknown
with pleasapt dreams. But Mr, Oenny's
Commisalon of philanthroplsts found that
ohomists sud physlolans would not go into
the kllling business, sven if it were cutha-
Badls, As gompared with eleolricity, execu~

tion by the Bpanlah garrote may bs more
merciful. Tha guillotine is oertalrly batter,
for It 18 an unerring and nearly automatic
machine which cuta tha viotim's head
off In the twinkling of an eys; yat in Franoe,
wlicrs It Is smployad, the gulllotine Is
seldom brought Into requisition, however
largs tha number of condsmnations to death,
Outalde of England, ths European prajudice
agninst ocapital punishmoent Is porvasive.
Dehsading with the axs In the hande of &
headsmun (8 also n sure way of killing, and
it Is not palnful, axoapt 1o the axpsotation,
{f the executioner {8 expert at the busineas,
Hangling, too, It 1s sald, dosa not Infllot tor-
ture on the vietim.

Yot If soclety 18 to go on killing men as &
punishment, on ths theory that the death
penalty torriflea avildosrs and thus saves the
lives of tha lunocent, tha moat tarribla way
of killlng would saam to be the one to chooss,
without regard to the sans!bilities of the ex-
ecuted. Formerly 1t waa deamed advisa-
ble on this mocount to mutilata tha
doad body and Dbury It at tha orosa
ronds, with a atlek thrust through na
a warning; but the plan did not work and
tha practice was diseontinued. The horror
excited weomed to breed a morbld tendenoy
to horrible erime,  Unddar our new sxscution
Inw thie body of the victim of slectrioity 1
Lo bs dissocted by the doctors in ordor
to  territy  the wioked; but If draw-
Ing and gquartering and burying at the
oross roads did not accomplish that result,
what reason ia there to supposo that dissee-
tion will do any botter? If hanging has
not pravantad thils country from holding the
awlul distinetion of bolng onoe of the moat
romurkable among oivilized nations for the
fraquency of the erline of murder, how ecan
we expoct that electricnl executions will 1m-
prove our reputation in that regard ?

Tharelore medltation over the subjeot of
tho killing to take placo at Auburn might
properly  bo directod Lo the questions
whether killing as s publle pursult ia worth
while; whother It 18 right for Ohristiane to
require a publio oficlal like Warden Duns-
ToN to slay a man in cold bload; whether
sovlety ean look on while the deed Is nocome-
pllshed  without  suffering sarlous  moral
Injury, and, finally, whethoer the cxperience
of eivilization indleates that the orime of
murder ia provented by resorting to savage
meothods for {ts punishment.

A Rellglous Census,

Actording to statistics presentad by the
Independens, tha membaership of the Chria-
tian churchesof thiscountry now sggregatoa
21,757,171, and the gnin since lagt year hos
baen 1,089,853, Of the inerense about throe=
fifths wis among the Protestants and two-
fifths wmong the Roman Catholics. More
thnn two-thirda of the Protestant galn was
maile by the Baptiata and Methodlsts alons,
or 475,001 out of 663,108,

The great religlous communlons of this
ecountry are, therefore, the Catholie, the
Methodist, and the Daptist, and they stand
numearically in the urder in which they nra
nnmed. Together they include more than
four-fifths of the Chlirlstian  bellevers of
the Unlon, the remaining one-fifth be-
Ing divided among {ifteen escts or denoms-
Inatlons, with thelr vavlous branches, The
Roman Catholles are noearly equal in nume
bers to the Baptista and Methodlsts com-
bLined, having o population of 8,277,030, as
neainst 02726481 made up of 4940,240 Meth-
oddists and 4,202,201 Baptists, The ratlo of
{nerangs among the three was also about the
pamo for tho year, or something over five in
the hundred,

The Independent explains that the Roman
Ontholie censud Ineludes the whole Catholle
population, while the Protestant enumeras-
tlon gives only the actusl esmmunicants,
Henew, If all these belonging to the familles
of the Daptists aud Methodists wera likowlse
econntad, the numerieal strength of ench of
the threa great communions might be nbout
the same, Doubling the number of thelothor
Protestant membershipon the same prineiple,
we llnd thut those In the Presbyterian denome-
inativn and nnder its nfluence are less than
one-fourteenth of the religious population,
Protestant and Catholle, and the Episco-
puliuns are reduced to a very emall fraction,
or less than thres per cent, though In reallty
thelr chiurch attendnnes ls proportionately
probably much greater,

But the most striking fact about this oan-
Bus la that It countas less than one in threeof
the population in the churches, Even if we
make a very liberal allowancs fur those not
enumeraled umong Prolestant communl-

cants, but who attend Frotestant
worship, and also loeclude the Jews,
there  remain st lewst fifteen  mil-
Hons  of the population altogether

who aro without religlon, who are paguns,
aguostica, unbellevers, ecoffers, Intldels, and
uthelsts, If we included all who reject falth
or are indifferent to it, though they keep up
a numinaland outward evnformity, the total
would be vastly greater.

Tuls country, therefore, 18 a great mis-
glouary field for the propagation of Chris-
tlanlty, Hers In New York half the peuple
are cutside of the churches every Bunduy.

Bankruptey and the Collection of Debta,

Wao havecriticlsed the Tonkey Bankruptey
bill on the ground that It seemws largely de-
slgned to establish a uniform system fur the
collection of debts through theagency of the
Federal courts nstead of belng restricied in
Its vperation to the cases of Lopelessly in-
solvent debtors who are wllling to turn over
all thelr property in good fulth to the pay-
ment of thelr oreditors.

I'hils olsjection to the bill hns been met, not
by any dunind that it (s well founded, but by
arguments in lavor of leglslation by Con-
gressé which will enable ereditors to pursus
their debtors o the ecourts of the Unitad
States, and thus facllitate merchants lo the
colisction of thelr claims.

The Tonuey bill provides for woluntary
bankruptey and involuntery bankruptey.
With the provisions relating to voluntary
bankruptoy we have no fault to find; but we
think that the enss with which the bill would
enable o ereditor to aave his dubtor adjudls
cated o bankrupt, sgsinst bis will, affords a
valld and strong reason why the provislons
relating to Involuntary bankruptey should
he rejscted by ths Beants, Proceedings un-
der these provislons may be Instiiuted
agalnst o debtor who has suspendcd pay-
ment and not resumsed for ilitesn doys, or
who lins noglsoted to pay an open account
for sixty daya aller written demand
for payinent thereof, or who hes dealt In
options while insolvent, or who has eoncealed
hlmgell to avold the sarvica of clvil process,
or who departs or le alisent with intent to
dofraud Lis creditors, Mr. G, WALDO BaaTn,
a whulesale grocar la thils elty, writing us in
relorenice o Lhis subject, says: " Now, It
Appents Lo o that i creditors Lave any
rights thot the law sbould bo bound to
reapect, whonever thelr debtor has com-
mitted any of the sbove aots the tle for
ghort and declslve sotion has come.” Our
correspondent wight be right U the effort to
put debtors into lnovoluntary bankruptley
wery conflued to ouses In whioh they had
really been gullly of any of the sots of mis-
conduct alroudy mentioned. Experionce
undar the last bavkruptoy law, however,
showed that the prooeedings in lovel-
autary bapkruptey were frequently losti-

tutad upon the alightest poesible foundation,
Many merchants, In order spaadily to oullact
debtadue them, wers willing to charge their
aeblors with Intent to dafraud whsn nosuch
Intent existed; and there was more than
one firm of lawyers la New York who bullt
1p A large business by reason of thelr repu-
tation in the marcantile community for un-
serupulousnets In avalling themaalves of the
bankruptey Inw for the eollection of debta,
What we ob)oct to ls not leglélntion the
purpoas of which (s to apply the property of
terdly Insolvent porsons to the payment of
thelr debts, hut logielation waleh s likely to
be parvorted Lo the purpose of mokiog peos
ple bankrupt whonra not luaalvent fn faet,
and who woiild b= shle to pay thelr debts In
full 1t not hinrasssd by such proceodings as
the Tonner Bankruptey bill would permit,
It shicnld 1 borne in mind that Congress ia
ampowerad  uniler the Constitution, not

to piss A general law to  facllitats
merchants  In the  collection of thalr
clonims,  but “to  establlsh  unlform
lnws  on  the suhject of bankruptelea

throughiout the United Silates” In exer-
olsing the power thus eonferred, Congress
may appropriataly provide for the rellef of
nll honest merchants who sre sotually In-
solvent and who nre willing to apply what
proparty they havae to the payment of thele
tdelita; but 1t 1a not a part of the provines of
Congrroess to facilitate the collsation of debta
by ennbling creditors to exaoct prompt pay-
ment nnder the torrors of what ls called lo-
voluntary bankruptey,
