A ganeral atrlke upon the New York Central
and Hudson River Rallroad and the Harlem
Rallroad was ordered yesterday afterncon by
the Execntive Board of Distriot 246, Kulghts of
Labor, with the authority of the General
Poard. and soon after 7 o'clock Jnst evening all
the membera of the ordar, from New York as
far west as Utloa on the Central, lslt thelr
places, and trafMo upon the great road came
almost to & standetill, The strike has been
foreshadowed for some days, but nobody
expecaid It to ecome when It did
and no preparations kad beon made for it
The tle-up In New York City was complete,
The awltebmen In the Grand Central yard
whom the company had relied upon In the lm-
peding trouble left their posts, and It was ime
possible to send & traln In or out of the Grand
Central Statlon or through the tunnel. ‘The
effect was w0 tie-up not only the New
York Central. but thp New York New
Haven and Hartford, and the New York
and Harlem as well. which also had m
sirike  of Its own. The rallrond offl-
clals grapoled with the emergenoy to the
best of thelr ability, but the embargo at this
end of the llne ia for the time belng almost
eompleta. The Now York. New Haven and
Hartford Is using the Harlem kilver station as
its terminus, A mall traln was sent out on the
Central from Mott Haven, but it took no pas-
songere.  The New York, New Haven and
Hartlord sent two or three express tralos from
the upper side of the Harlam to Boston.

It is nut known yet whether the .n'lrlke. whieh
{s by no means universsl on the Central, will
extond to the West Bhore road or to ths Lake

Ehore, also In the Vanderblltsystem. Knlgnts
of Labor officials are still in nbgotiation with
the West Shore people.

FIRAT 810N OF THE ETRIKE.

A Joenl traln pulled ioto the Grand Central
station at 7:15 o'clock last evening. and the
possengers debarked as usnal. Some baggeme
wns being tnken from the baggage car, and the
station was In the ususl routine bustle of a
busy hour, when suddenly the men stood idle,
Without any disturbancs or demonstration
the train hands nnd bagrege hendlers walked
out of the statlon. The crowds of passsngers
entaring the statlon to take outgolng trains
filed luto the cars for & few momants more, No
one noticed thiat anything unusoal bad hap-
pened. Hut five minutes later thers was &
block at the gate. NO m 7Tre passcniers were
admitted. Before they found out thea cause of
the trouble a dozon polleemen walked into the
statlon. Everybody was ordered auletly to
leave the statlon, and the policemen nushed
the astonlshed crowd witbout vivlence into the
ptreet. Othoer policemen appoared in the oars
of the bislf-flled trulns and told the waiting
puasscngers to vacate them,

Finally it was explained that there was a
striks, that the rond was tled up, and that no
more tralos would leave the statlon that night,
Then there wera futlls protests and some Joud
words, but they aval'ed potbing. The blogke
ade was complste, The grest maze of tracks
in the Grand Centrak yard had heen abandoned
by the sinall army of men who beld the keys
of the labyrinth, The sbandonment of the
switcbes locked the tunnel and ariiving tralns
specdlly cioked It up, with vo possibility of
jmmediate clearing. The efect wias a com-
plete stoppage of trafMe on Loth the New York
Central and the New York, New Haven and
Hartford ronds south of the Hurlew Hiver.

THOUNANDH OF THAVELLENN TUNNED AWAY,

For an hour or more there was b icene of
confusiou und apery protesting by hundreds
of people who beslesel the oflices of both
ronds at the Grand Central Station, The strike
bind come utterly without warnlng as far us Lthe
travelling publle was concerned, Ior several
days Tug SuN had polnted out that such &
struggle was alwost lueviiabile, but noledy ex-
potted It to begin »o scon., The telegraph
ofliess o the pelghborhood of the stativn were
Lesleged Ly Lelnted travellera. The rush to
communicute with ismilles and friends vy wire
was A0 erost that in twe or three cases there
wus #otunl violenis In the strugeliog erowds
surroundlug the telegrapk wickets, The police
and others in eharge of the station wore be-
slegey by nnxlous questioners, who got but |it-
tle satisfaction from the replles, Buch of the
rallroad statlon hands e rewalned on duty
were lterally dumb, They refured 1w answer
{nauiries, and the oxasporated peoyle relleved
thelr tempurs with strong lsungusge nmong
thomselves

MOLE THAN A SWITCHMEN'S ATRIKE

The rallroad officlals (e the up-stalrs ofMces
gild 1o such as purcended In pepeiratiug te
thelr saoctums thst the switchmen (o the yard
hud struck, sod thiat It would be lmposalbles te
move trains uptdl moming. They sald that the
euginesrs und tralomen had not left thelr
poats, and that the road would resume full
operation &s soon s the places of the
switchmen could pe flled, This was not the
whole truth. 'I'he pollce and others In the
station when the sirike took plave ssid that
the train hands almost without exeeption left
thelr posts and walked out 1o the streot I8
was given out that tralos would leave and are
rive at Mott Haven, and many people set about
reaching that point in the hope that they would
be able to tike the cars there,

The Chicago limited, dus at 7:90, was the
firs: Ineoming train to be stalled, It was on
time and It bad passed more thes bha'l way
through the tunnel when the algnal lghts for-
bade it 0 advance further, The engineer
