DrninNonAM Ala AUK 8John Johnson a
negro boy U years old was caught robbing
the house of Mrs McOlollan at Opoliko yester-
day A young white man named Green at-
tempted to capture the boy and was shot and
slightly wounded The negro ran and took
refuge In an empty box car A watchman
named Ineram tried to arrest him there Tbt
boy jumped out and shot Ineram In the breast
inflicting a wound which may prove fatal
Then a man named Strlngfellow gave chase to
the boy and overtook him only to receive a
shot In the head which Inflicted a dangerous
and probably fatal wound

Johnson got out ot the town and reached
hold Hill seven miles away In tho meantime
the officers had telegraphed his description
ahead and asked for his arrest At Gold 11111
Jenkins Moore a Justice of the Peace and the
