poarow, Aug. 13.—Forty thousand veterans
marched through the strests of Boaton to-day
and recelved the heorty chesrs of 400.000 pso-
pla. More would have added their plaudits
psd they besn able to foros their way within
gseing distance of the great parade.

It was the mreatest gathering of vetsrans
plnos tha disbanding of the Army of the Po-
temao at Washington. No encampment has

aohed It in pumbers and enthusiasm
gince the Nnal review of the soldiers at the
elogs of the war. The day was perlect for
marobing.  Early In  the morning raln

{hreatened to fall, and just before tha
starting wun waa fired a heavy driezle trans-
gormod & san of heads into a lonx Atreteh of
bobbing umbrollas, but that lasted only & few
minutes. The olouds remained overhoad, but
thers was no rain, and a cool eastorly broens
elntributed largely to the comfort of the boys
in blua

The influx of yeterans continued during the
gntire night, aod this morning long special
trains were stretohing baok fromall the depots
gwalting 8n opportunity to run in and dis-
ehargo thelr passengers, As early as 6 o ‘elock
mwany valerans were about the strosts, and
arowds of people had begun to sppear. The
sotimate that 100,000 strangers wers in the
uity doea not asem oxagmeratod.

Bafors 8 o'alock the rour of cannon from the
Poot in the harbor announced that the De-
spatch. with Becretary Tracy, Vice-President
Morton, and Gen. EBherman on board, was
coming up the bay, and hall an hour later
another salute sanounsed her arrival in the
harbor. The visitors were taken to the Ven-
dome, and subsequently Bscretary Tracy and
Viee-Prealdent Morton ware sscorted to their
gasts on the President’s reviewlng stand at
Copley's squnre.
