14.~The House hill to
ratlly and sonfirm an agrasmont antared nto by
Commissionsrs on tha part of the Biates of New
York and Pannsylvania In relation to the boun-
dary line between those Btates om the Dala«
ware River was roported by Mr. Evaria from
the Judiciary Committes and passed—with-
out amendmaent,

Mr. Plumb, from the Committes on Appro-
priations. reportad the Bonnte joint resolution,
appropriating for tha rellef of deatitution In
Oklahomn the unextended balance of the ap-
propriation made Inst April for the relief of the
distriot overflowed by the Misalssippl ltlver.
anod it was passod.

The Tarldl bill was taken up. the pending
guention belng on Mr, Vest's amendment, of-
fored lnst Monday, to reduce the duty on tin
plate from A 2-106 ¢ants to | cent per pound. Mr,
Mitehell addressod the Benate Indefence of the
blgh protective system. as belpg the polioy to
which the Republican party stands committed,
He discunsed In termas of commendation the
blll as reportea by the Finnoes Committes,
qualllyiog hls eommendation, however, on the
sugar question, and expressing the oplnion
that the provisions of the House bill on that
point wars proferable to thoss commondod Ly
tbe Finance Commities. His speech occuplod
two hours and & half.

He was followed by Mr. Heagan in an ar-
gument to controvert n position tuken by Mr.
Mitetioll that Cungresa han the eonstitutional
powerdo lovy tnxes in order to rogulate trade
and indvstrios.

erage Burned Up at Loulaviile.

Lovisvitie, Ey. Auvg, 14-Ths Immenss
dintillery of the Kentueky Distliling Compaty,
owned by Barkhouse & Co., wans burnsd to-day,
The fire was caused by the oarelessnass of A
colored man who was assisting the watchmnan,
Whils engaged In moving sums barrels he
placed & lamp on the Noor and ellmbed on top
of ono of the plles. A misstep started one of
the barrols down, aod when it atrnek the lamp
the whiskey and oll together NMared up in a
fonrful blage. The Keptucky IDMstillery was
located on Story avenus, betweon Adams and
Olijo sireots.
