Contrary to
all sxpactations, tho inatallation of the Prefect
ol the Beiue nt the Hotel de Ville, and the
ghanges in the ndminlatration whioh followed,
bave been mccopted without resistance
sad without reocrimination. Far from
mislng any econfilet with the Govern-
ment. the mutonomists seem to have
thrown asids their lormer protensions to
eommunal suproemacy., For more than a month
the Counoll has now beon In sesslon, and Ita
delibarations and votes have been marked by
eoolnens mnd modoration—somothing that woe
did not expeot. On the other hand. there is a
marked diminution in the number of those
pociallatie mieatings and anarchistie gathor-
tngs. ln which the olaims of the ultra demo-
erats, nccompaniod by the usual throats
against the bourgeolsle, are loudly presented.
The Chamber of Deputles has also conducted
ftaall In an exomplary fashlon. Thers have
bean very few axitatad sesalons, and no serions
attompt has been made to upset the Minlstry,
The two or three aggressive demonstrations
that have come from the ranke of Boulanglsm
have ended In vory euay viotorlea for the Gov-
ernmont, All the groups of the majority have
proved [althful to the Governmant. Thay ap-
parently have renounced thelr petty quarrels.
The Monnarochlsts also have jolned thelr votes
on saveral occasions with those of the Repuo-
loans, confirming (n this way the symptoms
of s partial unlon which were manlfested at
the commencemant of the sesalon. At the
rlght as at the left the extromista have oalled a
truce, although wo cannot fMatter ourselves
that It will 1nat forever. The tondoney to shake
off the old party spirit has become groater in
the sphere of political contests throughout the
entire country. This was particularly mani.
fest on the occasion of the natlonal celebration
ol the 14th of July, It was remarked, not only
st Paris, butin all the departments, that the
rejolelng was more sincers and genulne.
