Its friends con-
(saded that the spealal order of the Houss was
peontinniog order. while {ts opponents ocon-
readed that to-day and to-morrow belng set
part by the special order for conalderation of
the Butterworth Option bill the latter measure
aad poother was lo oraer.

After an honr or two of nrgument en this
question of order. Bpoaker Reed Nnally ruled
that the Lard bill was before the House aa un-
finishad business, and that the first thing Lo or-
der waa n oall of theroll on its presage. Mr, Ma-
son promptly wppenled from the declsion of the
Chalr, snd the Housa by u lurge majority voted
to sustain tho decluion of the Chalr. But a
quorum did not yots, and Mr, Mason and his
saslstants immedistely began & serion of fIl-
oustering motions, whioh kept thie Houss in
an uproar ail the aiteruoon. Alr. Muason haa
discoverad n new sort of Allbustering, which
sonsists of breiking & guorum immediately
aiter & call of the House has disclosed the
presenos. of B quordm.

The call 0/ the House having disclosed the
presence ol w guvruim, the managers of the
Conger bill pushed for a vote on the question
of susialoing the decision of the Bpeaker only
to find that & quorum had disappesred.

Notulog wos In ordur, but another call of the
Kouss sud dnother quorum was sooursd for
the second time, ouly to disappear as soon as
an effort wns made to trunenot businoss,
Thia so viovuked Mr Bromlus, who (s In
charwe of the LI, sud Mr. Cannon,
the eidor of the Hepublloans, that the
latter Lrought in & resolution ordering
the Bergeant-at-Arms to telegraph for all
members who are absent without loave on ac-
eount of elckness. This resolution was in the
usual form, snd probably would have beon
sdupted had [t not contalned a preambio which

recited that on the last cull of the House oue
more than & quorum had appeared, but lmwe-
dintely alterward twenty-flve or thirty mein-
tors, who were mentioned by name, had ab-
pentad themselves from the hall for the pur-
pose of Lreaking & quorum and deleatlug
leglalation,

It was this preamble which plunged the
House In disorder almost equalling that of the
daya when Bpenker Heod applied his new rulos
and new meshods of ascertalning quorums,
Esach of the members who had been named in
the preamblo was highly Indignant at belng
thus singled out and named, and many excit-
ug oolluguios ensusd.
