ment wust have dropped out.

However surprised the Alllance may be at
Gen. Gompoy, the statesman In whom It
bad placed its fullest trust and sympathy,
that feellng Is not #0 ovarpowering but that
1t will fight. The SowfAern Alliasce Furmer,
the Georgis organ, denounces the Gov-
ernor  furionsly, and a farmer can-
dldate seems to be supplied In  the
person of the Hon, Tuosas AL Norwoop,
otce a Senator himself. The machinery
poems to be still sufficient for testing the
real value of Alliance sentiment through »
Benatorial canvass, and the disposition to
try 1t ou is pot lacking, But on geueral
principles it 1s safe to assume that Governor
Gorpox's Julgment of the sltuation must
be acourate and that the Alllance movement
I8 no longer dangerous,

As the first Damoomt to percelve this de-
veolopment, and to declare his oplnlen so
that It is bound to exert a powerful influ-
ence throughout politics, Gen. Ganpox ls
entitled to almoat the same credit as if he
himsolf had caused the change. The All-

This great writ, no far as the Federal courta
are conosrned, Is to be graanted only when
applied for upon some ground which war-
rants the Intarvention of the Federal author

ity aa distingulshed from State authority.

In the case we have mentioned, which is
reported under the title of ths matter of
Burnos, that baing the name of the child's
grandparents, the jurisdietion of the Fed-
eral courts was not lovoked upon the
ground that the partiea wors cltizens of
different States, and the question whether
diverss citizenahip would oconfer jurisdio-
tion In such & oass has not been decided by
the Bupreme Oourt; but that tribunal ex-
presaly declares that the relations of parent
and ohild are not governad by the laws of
the United States, but are matters belong-
Ing to the laws of the several States, and
that the writ of habeas corpus cannot be
used by Federal Judges or Federal courts
sxcept In cases appropriate to thelr juris-

diotion.

All the Judges conourred in this decislon
eaxcept Mr, Justice Bawwxnm, the neweat
member of the oourt. It ls good Demooratio
dootrine, for It refuses to permit any en-
ocroachment by the Federal courts upon the
habeas corpus jurisdiction of State tribunals.

clation, in which he pointed out that causes

were assigned for only 21,058 of thedd s
fires which bad ocvurred in this ocoun-
try durlng the three years Immediately
previous, and the cause in 5439 was atirib-
uted to incendiartsmn. That & about ooe
elghth of the whaole number of fires and
more than one-quarter of those of discorer
able origin were crimloal The causes of
toe majority oot balng accounted for, the
porcentages do not seem to be very valus
ble; but Mr, WEssTER thinks that probably
about ¥ per cent. of the fires annually oo
curring are wilfully caused. As the amount
of property burped up yearly is estimatad
al S0 the hows dus to dowrright
criminality s enormous

An unfortunate inoldent occurred In the
Labor Day parade at Allegheny Clty, near
Pittaburgh. The Bakers' Unlon were carry-
log a Gorman flag. The appearance of this
standard excited some pemsons who are de-
goribed as * & party of American mechanios.”
This party broke into the line of prooces-
sion, and notwithstanding a vigorous realst-
anoe on the part of the bakers salaed the
German flag, tralled it under foot, and tore
It to pleces. The policemen uvn the scene
appear to have done thelr best to prevent

This was a procesding which reflects only
discredit upon the persons concerned in the
attack on the flag. We should be very sorry
to belleve that such men represent the true
Awmerican spirit.  The flag of Germany or of
any other forelgn nation, or of Ireland, car-
risd In a procession under such olroum-
stances, betokens no hostility to American
{nstitutions or the Government under which
the bearers of the standard are now living,
but 1t merely signifies their love for the land
which gave them or their fathers birth, and
is pot oaly a harmless, but a pieasing ex-
pression of a patural and pralseworthy
buman emotion. There I8 no ocoasion to
reganrd the carrying of a forelgn flag in such
a parade with distrust or disfavor. Amer-
foans ought to be big-hearted enough to look
upon such displays without fealing that
they detract in the slightest deagree from the
greatness of their own country, or the su-
premacy on thelr own territory of the Amer-

fcan fag over all other Hag=.
