Industrial Arbitration In Great Britain.

In view of the sttempts made In this coun-
try to settle disputes betwoeen workmen and
thelr employers by means of Statg Boards
of Arbitration, it will be Interesting to ve-
view the expurience of Grest Britaln, The
listory of the trado unlons shows that
arbitration, to be successlul, must be volun-
tary, not compulsory, and that it must be
undertalkien by men speclally qualified to
deal wilh o given exigoney.

It is eightron years efnice o law was ennot-
ed Ly the Lritish Parllawent authorizlog
the formuation of local boards or courls of
eoncillation nnd arbitration, This measure,
the Mastera and Workmen Arbitration act,
was carrled with great diftieulty, mninly
through the efforta of the represantatives of
labor. Yet, although so carnestly demunded,
it bas uevor been put In force, In 1875 the
Trades Unlon Covgress passed o resclution
ocalling upon its Purllnmentury Committee
to procead Lo establish local boards or coun-
olls of conclliation and arbitration o the
chilef Industriul contres of the Unitod King-
dom. No such board, however, has ever
been establishied under the act, When tho
compogition of a counell cawo to bo consid-
ered an wgresment could not bo reached, und
tho tchemo was abandoned ns impracticable,
It was pronounnced lmposslble to organizs a
board of wrbltrators oven In s single town
whiclislioulil be competent to deal with the
disputes in every trude practised within the
linits of tho town, A fortiori, such s board
ool pot be constituted for a larger distriet.
Bo widespread and rooted has coms to be Lhe
conviction that a disputo in a given trade, it
submitted to arbitration at all, must be
settled by arbitraturs thorouglily conversant
with the trade In question, that oven the at-
tractive proposnd mude last spring by Mr,
Marusg wins deglined. Mr., Maruen sug-
gested the formation of a consultativo coim-
mitios W conslat of the * Labor members”
pud an equal npumber of employers of
Inbor, all 'to 'be plembers of the House
of Commons. To avert any susplelon
that the committos wes formed in tho inters
eita of capil=1, i projosca that the Labor
wembers should themselves desigoats the
employers to be placed on the committes,
e wleo uuranteed tho pay ment of all the ex-
pensos of the cummlittee from a fund to which
Bolthor employers nor trade upions should
bo pormitted to contribute, The function of
the projected committes was to be, when
ealled upon, to avert strikes by conclllaticn,
or, whero strikes had ocourred, to arbitrate,
if requested.  After a long and eareful eons

tween workmen and employer In a partioo-
lar trade, In the tron trade, for example,
disputes usad to be frequent, bitter, and sven
riotous, but there has been a signal diminu.
tion of Industrial warfare since the Institu-
tion of the North of Eogland Board of Con-
oNiatlon and Arbitration for the Manu-
faoturad Iron Trade, This board, conalsting
of representatives of lronmasters and
ironworkers, hnaa, sinco It was formed
in 1860, adjusted nearly a thousafd
disputes, including at least thirty Im=
portant settlements of wages, A simlilar
experimoent hns been tried with equal suc-
coss by the conl miners and thelr employers.
In the Nourthumberland coal trade some
8,000 disputos have bLeen adjustad by joint
oummittess without nny serlous disturbance
of trafflo in the districts affected. Tho great
strike of the miners In the early partof the
present ysar was sottled after a fow days'
cessation of work by a joint committes com-
posad of representatives of the Coal Owners'
Nationsl Federation and of the Natlonal
Fedoration of Miners. The great strike of
thie London dockmen in 1668 was really set-
tledd Ly arbitration, aftar well-meant at-
tempta at concillation on the part of out-
glders had fafled,

Tho experisnca of the English trade
unlons is that the interests of trudes are
not ilentical, and aven If they were, persons
convorsant only with one trade could not be
trusted with the delleate funotion of settling
disputes arising in another. A Blate Board
of Arbitration, therefore, clothed with the
powor of sattling controversies growing out
of all the intricats questions connected with
the Innumerable branches of modern Indus-
try, I8 from the view-polnt of the British
workman an absurdity.

The Story of Four Woodcoek.

Anact of tho Legislature passed in 1888
provided for the appointment of fifteen
game and flsh protectors by the Board of
Commissioners of Fisheriea. One of thess
offlcers Is known as the Chlef Gama and Flsh
Protector, aud the other protectoranot undar
his diregtion and supervislon. The statute
declares it to be tho duty of the game and
fiah protectors to enfores the laws of the
State for the protection of game and fish,
and for thls purpose thoy are authorized to
* yislt suspected places and gather suoh in-
formation as may be In thelr powsr to do
relative to infraction of such laws committed
by any person.” The proteotors arn also
empowerad Lo arrest without warrant any
person violating any of the provisions of
any statute now or horeafter anacted and in
foree at the time for the protection of moose,
wild deer, birds, and fish.

Dr. WiLLer Kipp of Newburgh Is one of
the game and fish protectors appolnted un-
der this statute. The announcement has
recently been made in sevoral newspapors
thint ho 18 about to oause & sult to be Insti-
tuted ngalnst DErmoxico in this city to re-
cover penalties for violstlons of the game
laws in selling birds out of season. A tele-
granm from Newburgh tothe New York Her-
ald thus states the faols:

Thore may be people who belleve In the
propriety of tempting persons to commit
e¢rime in order to punish them for the
offence, We do not. Mr. EvGESE G, BLACK-
roup, himself one of the Fish Commission-
ers of the State, 18 reported as saying: “"Ap-
parently Dr. KipD has been dolng a lttle
detective work on his own account, just as
policemen go into barroome and induce bar-
tenders to egall them drinks after hours.”
The comparison lsapt. It shows the con-
duot of the game proteotor In ita true light.
He appears to hove boen acting in the com-
bined character of a tompter and a detective.

Of courss, so long as crime prevalls, de-
tactive work will be necessary; but while
the lawa should be enforoed, men should not
be invited to commit offences in order that
they may be punished for ylelding to temp-
tation, If a person was suspeoted of having
committed one murder, nobody would think
of induclng him to commit another in order
to biriog him to the gallows or to the horrors
of the electrical chalr.

We learn that Dr.K1pp has the reputation
of belng an efficlopt and honorable officer,
Wo trust our contemporary’s account of his
proceeding in the DELMONICO case may
prove to be ineorrect. Bhould It be true,
howaver, It seems to us difffeult to adjust
the game protector's action In the matter to
any high standard of gentlomealy conduet.

EERYA ENTERS YHE CAPITAL

Weleomed by Pasple With Chesrs, Charah
Belln, and Cannon,

La LinerTaD, Ealvador, Eopt. 6., via Galves-
ton.—Amid the clangor of churoh bells, salvos
of artillery, and strains of musie the 7.000 men
of the Balvadorian artny made their iriumphal
entry into the envital this morning, vnder the
eommand of Genoral-in-Chlel Antonlo Exets
and Generaln Bolonos, Delgado, Lopox,
Monedero, Gutiervex Salazar and others. They
had eoma from the frontier via Bonsonats and
Banta Teola

The whols clty was profussly descrated, and
tho strests were packad with enthusiastie
multitudes, s general holiday baving been
proclaimed. The Prosldent, Gen. Ezetn and
his wife. aocompanied by Generals Zapeda and
Hulz Pastor asd o number of ladles and gon-
tlemen. witnorsed tho evolutions of the troops
from the Laleounies of the Munieipal Paluee.
