Indian who had several times been up to Its
headwaters and the explorer hoped to get
from him some useful Information but un-
fortunately the old fellow saw him taking ni
observation by daylight and learned that the
white man could see the stars at that time
Ho thereupon said that bo would have nothing
to do with such a man for Iho could see starby daylight bo could junt as easily see thl
river for its whole length

Scattered along the rlvor a hundred miles or
greater distances apart aro the posts of the
Hudson JQay Company Theyaro called forts
although they very littleresemble fortifica-
tions Hero are tho rude buildings and store
houses of the companys agents the homos of
the missionaries most of them French Roman
Catholics and the wooden huts of the Indians
The o posts have met with serious reverses at

account of the escape of four prisoners from
the California State Prison at Folsom In a
general way It was reported that tbey wore

long termers end that they had gained their u

liberty by tunnelling under the walls Timers
wo nothing about the convicts to excite any
particular lntreta they were perhaps no
worse and no better than their fellows II
seems however on a thorough and careful
examination ot this work by Warden Mill and
his assistants that the plan by which they se-

cured

their freedom must hate been matured
last fall some time and that actual work was
begun on their long and dangerous task ot
cutting their way out of a granite prison a-

long ago as Inst Christmas
The names of the men who actually did the

work are Charles Oolorman and Mathlas bin
inor dolarman undoubtedly planned every ¬

thing and did the neatest part of the work a-

bo was a skilful mechanlo and a master In the
use ot stonecutters tools Torn Wilson and 0
H Koblor were confined tn n cell at some dis-
tance

torn the one lu which the work was be ¬

gun but being Hermans like the first two
mentioned and n friendship having Sprung up
between them whllo umey all worked together
lu tOt nuarrRs and on the slam that was built
near the prson they wero lot Iota the secret

Oelerman had served thtvo terms lu Man
Quentin before being sent to Folsum from
Santa Clara torn term of seventeen years for
burglary In the first degree Illume Is a mur-

and Wilson are burglars who wete In for ten
