Democrats that are needed in Congress now.

The list of reforms demanded by the Ger-
man Soclullsts deserves to be closely scru-
tinized on acoount of the prospective im-
portance of thelr party—an importance due
not only to numerienl strength, but to the
friendly attitude of the young Emperor,
This programme, which {& published colnet-
dently with the explration of BISMARCE's
anti-Soclalist laws, may be regarded as
authoritative, becnuse it appears in Herr
Lizngxrort's paper, the Volksblatt, There
have been dissensions in the Soclalist party,
but thoss who like Herr Lupgxecnt and
Herr Bepew are Inclined to accept cordially
the overtures of Winniam I still exerclsa
ascendancy. It will be found that the Em-
peror's present advisers have already lndi-
caled a willingness to aequiesce in some of
the demands put forward, ond that only a
few of them are likely to meet with inflex-
ible apposition,

When the Socialists request the prohibi-
tion of Sunday labor, the abolition of the
labor of women and children in all employ-
meuts injurious to health or morality, and
the manitary control of workmen's dwell-
Inge, they usk for nothing the neecossity of
which was not acknowledged at the recent
Labor Conference over which the Emperor
presided.  Thelr  desire, howover, that
the supervision of mines, faectories, work-
shope, and home Industries should be ex-
clusively intrusted to officlals chosen by the
workmen will scarcely recelve unqualified on-
dorsement. Emplovers will protest against
their complote exclusion from the super-
visory Boards, and the Government will
probably faver & compromise by which Inbor
and capital will recelve equal represontation,
How the Government will treat the demnnd
fur a legislative determination of a labor day
I8 uncertaln, It will be observed that the
German Bociulista do not inslst that eight
hours should constitute a lnbor day In all
teades. It is possible, thorefore, that the
Legislature mny discriminate betwoeen min-
Ing on the one hand and certain kinds of
muanufacture on  the other, asslgning dif-
ferent lengths to the normal working doy
o differcut branches of lndustry,

The avowed sympathioes of Wirnpiaw I1.
and the published opinfons of the Professor-
Boolnlists, who now hinve his ear. may lead
the Irussinn Government o rogard with
favor the demnnd for the estbilsbiment of
soviallstic cobporative assoclstions ly econ-
nactlon both with agriculture aud with tusne-
wlactures.  Tho Soclallst Demoorats, for
whoin Herr LIEGKSKORT spoaks, wauld

As to the demand that In Bate or parish
voling the day of election should be fixed
for a Sunday or a hollday, this will hardly
exelts much opposition. 8o, too, when the
Boolallsts Insist that thera should be but a
singlo tax for State and parish purposes,
there is no doubt that the Prussian Govern-
mont would be glad to aimplify the present
intricate systom of taxation, if they could
hit npon & practioal plan. When, however,
the Boclalists prooced to ask that press of-
fences shall be placad on precisely the same
footing as ordinary tranagressions of the
criminal Jaw with regand to summarinesa
and severity of treatment, they advanon
far beyond the polnt which the lberal
tendoncles of Winnias IL and his eounsel-
lors have yot reached. Then agaln, while
the Government might consent to substi-
tute a direot method of voting for the Indi-
roct gystom which now provails in the elec-
tons for the Prussian Landtag, and might
nequiesce In the secrecy of the ballot, It
would never agreo to relagate the question
of war or peace to n plebiscite,

Of corirse, theoretically, a natlon ought to
e directly consulted before it s lovolved In
war, but wo cannot expeot In our time to see
that principle necopted by n military mon-
arcliy like that of the HoNEXZOLLERNS,
Even leas inadmlssible from the view palnt
of the sucesssor of FREDERICK the Great 1s
the Soclallst proposal to substituto a nation-
al militia for the present standing army.

On the whole, this programme, while
plainly TUtoplan In some of lts features,
comprises a good many suggestions which
seem practicable, and may obtain the ap-
proval of the young Emperor if his present
philanthrople mood continues,

Publicity in Divorce Cases.

Our esteemed contemporary, thae New
York Tribune, referring to the opening of
the courts at the beginning of the judlclal
year this week, remarks:
“When the eourta lu this ity resumed thelr pessions
on Monday thers weras forty.vine divores cases on the
ealendar of the Supreme Court  This s not & record to
be pointed to with pride by New Yorkern"
It would be better, doubtless, if there were
fewer divoree cases, just as it would bo bet-
ter If there were fewer occasions for divores;
but there 1s one causs for satisfaction In the
appearance of these forty-nine oases on the
calendar. They oars to ba tried (n publle
+before Judges shosen by the people, and not
In the privaoy of sgome referee's office. The
chango In the practice of tha Supremes Court
inthis respect was brought about herein
Now York by the revelations in the Frack
ocase, but the system of public trials In court
of all divoree cases, defended or undofended,
was adopted by theSupreme Court in Brook-
lyn at least five years earlier, and we are
informed that the clhiange ln that clty has
given general eatisfaction to lawyers and
litigants, The possibilitlies of fraudulent
personation and perjury aro greatly leseened
by publieity, and in saveral noteworthy cases
where fraud has been attempted by the
plaintiff, a notlee of tho case In the newspa-
pers has Informed the defendant of the pro-
ceeding and prevanted the fraud.

While, therefore, we may share with our
esteemed contemporary 18 regret that
thersa are as many as forty-nine divoree
cases on the ealendar of the Suprems Court
in this town, we think the public Is to be
congratulated upon the fact that all cases
of thie character are hereafter to ba pub-
llely tried by Julges instead of belng pri-
vately tried by referees.

The First Day’s Reglatration.

Sixty-flve thousand electors enrolled them-
gelves [n this clty on Tuesday, the first day
of reglstration. This is ten thousand mors
than on the first roglstry day of last year,
and thirty thousand less than on the fArst
day of 1885, Nelther of those years can
falrly serve for purposes of satisfactory
comparison with Tuesday's enrollment. The
year 1888 was a Presidential year, and pub-
lic interest was In consequence largely
aroused. At lnst year's contest the offices
to be filled were of such emall relative im-
portance a8 not to secure the conslderation
or awoken the zeal of thousands of voters,
The last year with which this year's regis.
try can properly be compared was 1847, when
there were chosen a District Attorney, a
Comptroller, a President of the Board of
Aldermen, a Coroner, and some members of
the judiclary and of the Logisiature,

This year the sume offices are to be filled,
and in addition a Mayor, s Sheriff, a County
Clerk, and eight Congressmen. Naturally,
tha registry this year should ba much
larger, by reason of the Increased Impor-
tance of the election, than It was in 1887
There hias alzo been a very conslderable In-
ereasa in the population of the eclty during
the lutervening years, ropresented chiefly in
the gain ln the upper districta,

Below will bo found a comparison of ths
reglstry on the llrst day of 1887 with that
of Tuesday:
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ets must have a number to correspond with
his own, and the loss of onaof these com-
pels him to go agaln through the pantomime
of voting or bs disfranchissd. As each
official ticket la to be this year a foot long,
and as the names of all the candidates to be
voted for by elther party are to be upon It
the voter can exerolse his Independence only
by writing in, while secreted in his pon, the
name of a substitute, or by bringing with
him a paster, not to be procured within the
polling place.

But, insomuch as an {ilitarate voter cannot
distinguish tho tiekots, he will ba reducad to
pasters or to “a blanket paster' wholly,
Thousands of forelgn-born electors In this
city do not use English in thelr dally bual-
neas or at thelr homes, and consequently
they will ba put to a serious disadvantage
this year In votlng by belng deprived of
thelr ordinary opportunity of communloa«
tion with persons famlliar with English,
The decided falllng off o the regiatry In the
Eighth Assembly distriet, which has a larger
foralgn population than any other distriot,
supporta this view of the case,

It must be quits evident to every one now
that In many districta of this city there will
bo this year a falling off in the vote
which would have boen cast but for the
introduction of the new-fangled system.
Therafora it behooves all Demoerats—Dem-
ocrats will lose most by the operation of the
Inw In this elty, If not clsswhers—to pursuo
no course which will timperll the supremacy
of the party here, menaced as it {s by a dan-
ger aa grave ag that presented In the new
eleatoral Inw and disclosed ao clearly by the
rosults of Tussday's enrollment,

Still Fighting Ben Tillman.

A call has baen lasued for a conforence of
tho “stralght-out” Demoerats of South Car-
olina to meet at Columbia on Thursday. The
purpose of the Convention Is to neminate s
candidate for Governor In opposition to Capt.
Bexyammy Ryax  Tinnmax, the regular
Demoeratie nomines, Judge Hasgenn of
Columbia 1s the candidate who will be ge-
lected. He has already been nominated by
the Republicans; and it is hoped the Repubs-
llean vota with the votes of thebolting Dom-
ocrats s sufficlent to clect him. The Re-
publieans, of courss, aro joyous at the op-
portunity of breaking up the Democratie
party of South Carolina. They would have
made no nomination of thelr own, but the
chance for mischle! In putting up a ticket
composed of Democrata was too tempting
to be resisted. It will be strango If the still
unreconciled opponents of Capt. TrunMax
consent to fall Into this palpable trap. Capt.
TinLymax was falrly nominated by the Dem-
oeratio8tate Convention, and although thera
was a good deal of growling among his op-
ponents, thera scemed to be o general dis-
position to aceept the result manfully., He
hnd won after a loog and bhard fight, and
there was and 15 not a particla of doubt that
he is the cholea of & vory great majority of
tho Domoerats of his State.

Democratic unity everywhere {s important,
and it is eepecially lmportant in Statea like
South Carolina and Mississippl which havea
colored population In excess of the white,
Capt, TILLMAN was nominated on his own
platform, which ls mainly devoted to reform
in the State adminlstration. If the chargos
which he brought agrinst wvarlous Demo-
cratie officlals and politicians are false, it ls
still true that a majority of the Democrats
of the State has accepted him, with his
charges, misrepresentations, slanders, and
all. Many of his most resolute opponents
up to the time of his nomination have come
to his support on the grounds set forth in
the Charleston News and Courier the other
day by Col. JaMEes A. HoyT, formoerly Chalr-
man of the Democratic State Committes:

“1donot endorsr an tota of the chiarges mads doring
the recent campalgn by Mr Titwax and others says
Judge Howe, nor uphold fora the slanders ani
misrepresentations of the past wlx montha. Iam not
one whit less opposed to the mathods pursued by soma
maa Lo get into offlee and control publle afairs and
will not abate my opposition to such methods within
the Democratio linen. [ am going to vets for Me. Tire.
wax a8 the chiolce Of the majority, who haws the right
to govern and direct the aflairs of the party. That s
all there Is In 1L according t0 my judgment, unless I
proposed 1o joio anoiher poliiical pariy.”

That Is the right talk, and the Democrats
who, llke Judge HASKELL, seem ready to
carry their opposition to Capt. TILLMAX to
the extent of defeating him by an alllanes
with the common enemy, will assume atotally
Indefensible reaponsibliity. We trust that
the call for & State conference will not bo
largely answered, or, If it |5, that tho con-
ference will have the sense to adjourn with-
out nominating,

Wiser Than the Law.

The statute relating to tho reglstry of
voters In this clty empowers the iospectors
of election to administer an cath or aMrma-
tlon to any person who applies for reglstra-
tion, by which oath snch person engages to
answer fully nnd truly the questions put to
him 88 to his place of residencs, name, pluce
of birth, qualifications as an elector, and
right to reglster and vote under the laws
of this State,

Tuesday was the first day of registration
for the approaching election. A clergyman
who lives in the Ninewoenth Assembly dis-
triet presented Limsolf to be reglstersd as a
voler at s polling plaee on the Western
Boulevard, The Chalrman of the Bosrd of
Reglstration proposed to adminbster the
usunl oath, but the elergyman decllned to
take It, suying, accordiog to u report of the
occurrepce published yesterday, that ho re-
fused to take any onth, nod particularly any
onth that such persons 88 the Inspectors
might administer. According to the same
report, wuou the refusal of the Chalrinan o
place Lils palwo upon e reglster, the rey-
erend genticmen exelulmed : * Caunot rogis.
termo? Youall know who Lam, A pretty
st of loalers you wen are W question iy
right Lo rogister and to lnslst thut 1 kiss the
Huly Book, the dirty covers of which thore
Is pu telllng  bow meny  tobaceosippea
mouths have stuvared.”

The eame Journal Informs (ts readers,
who look weekly to yvoung Mr. Harmmox
for moral Instruction and political guldance,
that “a number of newspaper publishers
have been arralgned for attempting to oir-
culate through the mails papers containing
lottery advertisements.”

Mr. Russerr 1. HArrisoN's Enstern news-
paper, however, does not tell its readers that
among the publishers who narrowly es-
eapad prosecution and punishment for this
offenco is Mr. Russpnn B. HArRmos, the
Presldent’s son. Ho escaped with only a
fow hours to spare. Indoed, the mails were
sull earrying coples of his Western nows-
paper containing the man-trap advertise-
ments of the Groat Deast when BExJaviy
Hanumox signed the bill,

There is no stranger Incldent In the legls-
Iative history of this epuntry. The spectacle
of the Prosident’s son ducking his head, go
to speak, to escape the great moral and
reformatory blow struck by the President,
his sire, has no parallel that wo know of. It
Is worth o panel In the rotundaol the Caplitol
at Washipngton.

The Base Ball to Come.

Unfortunately the base ball season of 1800
began with only one true champion, advo-
eate, and defender of the natlonal game
among the metropolitan prese—-THE SUN.
Tur Sux alone polntad out the fatal disaster
which would befall from the establishment
of a new League, the Ployers' Leaguo, so
cutirely uncalled for as a matter of fact
and so full of pretentlous humbug. The
moment operations wera begun upon thelr
flelds the loadstone of the game itself, tho
natlonnl  champlooship, disappeared, all
local pride was driven from the great base
ball centres, and s sense of general disgust
swopt over tho ballgolog public. Whers
up to 1690 we had had a really admlirable
organization engaged In a harmonlously
defined flght for & moest interesting. and
fascinating prize, we have had thils year a
geml-disorganized sot of combatants Hght-
Ing for nothing but their own existence and
their rivals' destruction. There was no base
ball In it to speak of.

Asis not unusunl In such elrcumstances,
at the front of the league which was trying
to pull down the satisfactory and deserving
old orgnnization were gentlemen of partic-
ular pretenelons to a love of the game
and adesire for Its elevation. Oneo feature
of their movement, which they re-
garded as pecolinrly an element of vie-
tory, was the success with which they
had enlisted In thelr favor a seutiment
entirely disconnected from base ball,
the labor sentiment, on the strength of
promised regulutions which we do pot
suppose a single clear-headed mon among
them ever Lelieved tonable for a moment.
It is unnecessary to say that the result ot
Ltheir work In thisdirection has been to unke
ench professlounl player worth about half
ay much In wags ns he used Lo be,

« Thero s nuw u movement to restore the
professional base bLall business to a state of
harmony and consolidation. That s the
only road back to prospority and public
support, DBut in takiug it the Players'
Leaguo  representatives should ba entis-
flad that oy oew organization  must
be effected without humbug. There were
certaln prinelples upon whick the Natlonal
League—we might sny the natlonal game—
reached its high polot of reputation and
popularity, and they must continue to gov-
ern bn the future, Among the Lall pluyers
themnselves there were varlous agliators
who are 1o bo held more responsible than
any other Individunls for the blight that
lina Lean brought upon their ocoupntion, If
they shonld find it convenlent to retive al-
tegether from the Dusiness, It might be ben-
ellelad for the majority concernied,  DBut, In
any avent, thele activity shoulid be confined
to the lmsa ball grounds, There is no way
in which they can be ussful in reorganizing
u nativuel lengue,

We are surprised to g8e the movement
senjust Benator MoArien In the Third Con.
