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Rurops and Our Now Tariff,

If the eabls reports are correot, the pas-
sage of the MoKrxner Tarlfl act haa greatly
disturbed the European manufacturers
whosa buslness s unfavorably alfsotad by
it. Whila ths measure was undor debata In
Oongress they atrova Ineffactunlly to make
thelr Governiannts offlcially opposa It, and
now that It haa besn passed, they talk
about retallntion, Apparently they de-
lude thomsslvea with the fancy that tha
Exesoutive of the United States, like that of
European nations, controla legisiatlon, nnd
may be coorced or cajoled into reversing a
dealsfon which has been mada after maturs
dalibaration, and {4 in a line with our suttled
poliey for nearly a contury.

Another forca brought to benr adversely
to tha new Ltariif {a that of the theorists and
talkers. Even Mr. GLADSTONE promises to
maks a spooch agalpst 1t; the solld and
heavy reviews, like the Furtaightly, devote
pagos to exposing our folly in adopting 1t,
and the daily press, following protty unani-
mously the lead of the London Zimes, pro-
fosses to bolleve that it does us more harm
than it does other countries, nnd that soon
we shall ropont bltterly of enacting It
It may be true, as they unite In sayving,
that we shall suffor, and that Great Britain
will profit, by our Inereased protective dutles,
but that argument has boen usod so long
and so ofton that it has ceansed to have
walght with us, According to theory, we
ought to have been rulned over and over
sgain during our natlonal existence, but,
somehow, we continue to prosper. Ad-
mitting that our tariff la costly to us, it
indisputably accomplishes its purpose of
shutting out hostile manufactures, and of
stimulating homo production. This |s &
rosult the valun of which s not altogether
to be estimated in money any more than
{s that attained by kecping a nation pre-
pared against forelgn invasion.

These considerations are fully appreciated
by the men at the head of every European
Government, and nothing practical, there-
fore, will coma of these tamporary ebullitions
of fealing among the sufferers by our recent
tarlfl legislation. They will, sooner or later,
come to the wisoe concluslon that the evil
oannot be cured, and consequently must be
endured, and {t is not improbabls that thelr
Ingenulty will ind mennsto avert the ealam-
{ties spprehended from It If the worst comes
to the worst, thay can slwaya bring thelr
machinery and thelr workmen over Liers, as
in fact they ara doing, and shelter them-
pelves behind our economic guns, instead
of trylng to spike them by diplomacy.

A Cool Bit of Presumption.

One of the most amusing claims put for-
ward by the supporters of the ticket nomi-
nated by the People’'s Munioipal League and
reluotantly ratified by the Republicans is
the protence that Tammany was foreed to
name Judge Freepmax and Comptroller
MyEns as candidates to succead themselves,

The fact 1s that the renomination of both
by the Tammany organieation had become
a practical certainty weeks ago, and the ac-
tion of the People's Munloipal Leaguse thus
amounts merely to an admisslon that two of
the men whom Tammany first resolved to
put In the fleld are admirably fit for the
offloes which they hold.

Judge FREEDMANX hns been on the bench
of the Buperior Court In this ecity almost
rontinuously since 1869, and hns established
& high reputation for character and abllity.

Epgland and Italy.

The pending negotiations for the delimita-
tion of the English and the Italian terri-
tories in East Africa have directed attention
to the coursn of events which In recent
yea:s has tended to bring about Intimats ro-
lations between Great Britain and Italy.
There are, In truth, no other countrios in
Europe whoee Interests ars so little likely to
olash, or which can so easily render service
to each other.

The discovery that Engiand and Italy
might work together smoothly und effec-
tivaly In the Maditerranean and the Hed Soa
was made during the vperations agalnst the
Mahdl. It was in pursuance of an under-
standing with the British Forelgn Offles
that King HuMprn1's Governmeant oocupled
Massowah and projected au expeditiou Into
the Interior toward Khartoum, & plan given
up after the capture of that town, Thse pub-
sequent attalnment ol & protectorats over
Abysslnla was the immediate result of
soquiring & foothold on the wdjoining
eoast of the Hed Bea, It lsa fact of sigual
fmportance that & well-armed force of Abyw-
slalans, commanded by Italinn officars and Lo
some axtent aselated by Italian soldlers, can
be relled upon to cobperate with any future
attempt of the Englishjto recover the Boudan
and reopen communleation by way of the
Nile with the equatorial provinees of Fgypt
abandoned by EMix Pusha. Nor ls It fu s
way only that Italy ecan be uselul to Fuyg-
Jand., Bhe has Invariably refused L support
Franoce In urging that s UHmit should b
fixad for the English cooupation of Fgypt,
and has used her influence with Germany
and Austrie to induce them Lo assent (o tha
fadefinite pelention of & Britlsl garrison in

Not only would it cost Eng-
land nothing to back the olaim of Italy In
this quartar, but it would manifestly ba for
her advantags that an Itallan territory
should ba Interposcd between Egypt and
tho Frenoch posassainns. 8o, too, with re-
gard to the seaports of Syria, which, on
tha collapsa of the Ottoman empire, will
fall to momea Europsan power; it Ia
clearly batter for England that these
ahould bo oconpled by Italy rather than by
France, in whosa hands they would ba a
perpstunl menace to Oyprus on the ons hand
tnd Port 8ald on ths other. But it Is In
East Alrica that England now has it in her
power to rocompenis [taly for her unflngging
good wiil mnd substantial sarvices. The
defluition of the boundaries of Italy'ssphere
of Influence I8 open to somes disputa on the
north and on the west, Signor Craarr would
ko the northern limit of Itallan territory
on the Ited Sen to be puahed as far ns Sun-
kin, and, as the English ccoupy no point
upon the const south of that town, thers
peema to be no guod reason for rejecting his
roquest, On the west ho holds that the
Itallan hinterland, or back country, whioh
already Includes Abyasinia, should ba recog-
nizad ns strotohing to the right bank of the
White Nile, The acknowledgment of this
clnim would glve her a part of the equato-
rial provinees and the whole of the country
betweon tha White and the Bloe Nile, includ-
{ng Khartoum, whiohlles in the angle formed
by tho junctlon of these rivers, If Italy
wants the privilege of conquering and an-
nexing those roglons, ahe ought to have It,
in the namo of oivilization, Wé& may add
that with the ald of the Abyssinians, who
have never lacked courage, who now for
tha first timas will be adequately armed, she
would have a falr chance of sucoeeding
whoere Wornserey falled, It ls much to be
foared, however, that the British Forolgn
OMee will play tha part of the dog In tho
mungar, Lord SAuisBuny seems likely to
refuse toncquiesce in the extension of Italy's
aphere of Influencs to the White Nile on the
plea thal ho haa no right to mutlate the
Khedlve's territory, ns if England had not
already assented to the abandonment of
Khartoum and Wadelal.

The cause of Evogland's Inabllity to keep
for any coneiderable period an ally in Eu-
rope is her Ingralned eelflshness and stub-
born unwilllngness to render & quid pro quo.
For her own purposes she rescued Spaln
from NAPOLEON, and yet the Bpainards hats
her because she persists in retaining Gib-
raltar. Ste has long posed ns the protector
of Portugal, yet she is detested at Lisbon
becausa she has selzed Portuguese territory
in Afrles on  the ground that it had been
abandoned—a pretext whose validity she
will not admit In tha case of Khartoum and
Wadelal, It will now be no matter for sur-
prise if she loses her only sincsre and ser-
viesable friand upon the Continent by a nig-
gard rojection of the Itallan clalm to a falr
share of Ecst Africa.
