Nww Omtsams, Oct. 10.—The Malla has shown
fisolf nanin. At midalght last alght David O
Ronnsstey. Chief of Pollce of New Orleans, was
ssaasainated st his owa frout door by twe
gonge of the Stopalingerio, & mysterious Italian
murder soelaty, which bas exlstod bhere for
yoarn, and which has committed innumerabls
erimos. The news of the assasslnation hus
eroated a great deal of comment, und threatons
to have serious resalts. There has bean falx
of 'nehing. and It Is probable that {f the
evidence agalinst the Italians now under arrest
pad been stronger, some popular demonntras
tion would have been made against the parish
prison. The trasedy bas aroused the peopls
of Now Orleans to the fact that thelr commu-
plity bas harbored an organized murder soclety,
whose members are pledred to kill any polles
offfeer or other officlals who get In Its way,

The orime i the Intest In & serles of erimes
whioh bave caused many deaths. In June a
geag of Itallan bravos Iay In walt at
midaight for another party of [talians,
Matiangns, who had offénded them in
somo way or other, and riddled the en-
tire party of si2 with bullets. The authorities
@starmined to put sn end to thls vendetta
business, which was getting #oo frequent
smong the Italisas of New Orleans, and has
resunited In forty or more murders and assaasi-
pations, and vigorous offorts were mads to
track and capture the orimimala Bix men
were arrestad for the crime and tried. During
the trial one of the principal witnoases, an
Itallan, wns assassinatod. Tho trial resulted
fn » conviotion, but thore was s0 much per-
jury that the Judge granted a'now trial, which
{8 yeu to come ofL

Chiel of Pollos Hennessey, who was n witness
In the first oase, set to work Lo collect all the
ovidence about the Mafla, the Brepalingler,
sud other Italian assassination eoclietles, and
about the numerous veadettaz and murders
tommitted by them. As there is a feud be-
twoon the Itallane growing out of the
¥ausnsea affair, he found 1t possible to
pocure asmple evidencs of the most sen-
sational oharsoter, mud he promised such

developments as would break wup the
weadetta In New Orleans forever. Hen-
pestoy woll understood the risk he
was rouming. Hewas s man of courage and
foarlossnoss, but he desmed I8 prudent, from
the many threals he received, to guard himself,
and never weont withoat one or more offlcers as
ssoort. Unfortunately he dismissed his body
kuard o few days age, olther bolleving that he
oould protect himeslf or that the threats
amounted to nothing. The assasslns evidently
know this, and made their preparations for re-
YOnge.
