doo't ot & dollar too much for thelr work,”
put In the opiniom of those who have
the subject, thore 1a groms in-
justive done in hundreds of casesn, Acourding
to the prosent standard & teachor's salary de-
s not on her merit, not on her individual
capacity as mn educator. hut upon the averago
stiendanoe of tha school in which she happenas
0 be appolnted. An examination of the da-
partment would show that tenchers doing
similar work In differsant wards of tho city re-
galve differont sularies. The faot that both'
are apparently of equal abllity and have been
eonally long in the sarvios does not in any way
eontrol the question of what hor salury shall
bpa Thosltustion muy be likened to that pro-
valllng In n store where the salarles of sales-
mon depend not upon the size of the bills they
gell, but upon the number of customera coming
in. Foroxample: If the propristor were to say
fn the morning, * I wiil have a count kept of
the number of peopls who cume in hereto-day,
There are ten suleamen, snd If eaoch salasman
bas to Jook after ity customers I will pay him
g for his dny's work ; If he has only thirty to
Jook after I will pay bim $3 for his day's work;
{f be has more than Mty customers 1 will pay
Rim st the rate of 81 for every extra ton.”

“But,'" wuya one ol the clerks, " supnoss I
hao only twenty-llse ocustomers, and succesd
{a salllng to those twenty-five customers moro
geods than this other salesman who will attend
to fifty, won't I get anything for that ¢

“No," replies the merchant. " I don't care
what sort of work vou do, whether you sell
any goods or nut,  I'm going to base the wages
npon the number of customers that each clerk
bas to attend to during the day.

FProbnbly thore Is not a store In New York or
any other city where such an absurd standard
for the payment of wages cxlats. Yet suoh
aridiculous conditlon ia the condition in the
public schuols on whieh the salaries of
teschers depends.  Fractleally no account is
taken of the ablilty with which a teacher man-
agon her class of children, no acoount of the
inspiration that she gives to them, noacoount
of the work that she gets outof them. no no-
gount of the methods whieh sho uses, no ac-
eount of the information which she imparts.

The Chinese Board at the Custom House was
all torn un yesterday, The chief disturber of
the pence was Capt. Willlam 1. Pleres. The
Hepublioan onpenents of Capt, Plores & num-
ber of monthe ago attempted to hring charges
against bim on thoe ground that while a Con-
faderate soldler he had unnnocosear!ly and
harshir eritielsed Unton soldlers. Hut the
ekulkers who whispered these comments
ngainst Capt. Ploree nevor put thelr hemda
where anybody eould see them. They have
been watching for an opportunity to bring him
to grass, but agaln thiey have been folled.
