All
thedlite of Dorlin society was present. Tho
Emperor waua representsd by Princs Fraderlek
1sopold: the Government by Ministors Doat-
tioher, Gossler, mnd Miguol; the army by
Count Yon Wnlderseo, and the municfonlity
by Burgomnster Forckanbeek. Of evurse, art
ano Mterature were ropresentod in foroe, but,
perhape, a8 the Vorsiche Zeitung, on which
Lessing served him litorary apprenticeship.

It reprosents
Lasing In bold outline, the features beiug
mavollously lifelike and Intellostual, Btand-
fng seneath him I8 an allogorical figure of
Goolw bolding up & brazier of celestial Are,
This addition to the pnblic memorials In Bor-
ln brags the number up to ifty-four. Forty-
six of hesa are dedlented to celabrated per-
sonnets and oight to great historfosl events.
Of the 'orty-six, sevon are devoted to Prus-
slan kngs, one toa woman, WQueen Loulse,
twilve to Geverals, two to statesmen, four to
poota, iovon to artlsts, elght to aclentiile men,
&d twe to mou of tho people. namely Jahn
sod Waldeck.

The Inat oMelal act of the retiring Minister
of War, Gen, Von Verdy. was one of kindly
forethought which will bear good results. He
ordered tho heads of the royal {aotorles of war
material so to apportion the work as to glve
the men employment all the year round.
Heretofore the roynl factorks lke ordinary
firma have turned out doubls work in times
of presgure, employing many extra hands for a
pait of the year, and at other psrlods dismiss-
Ing the surplus workmen at a day's notive.

The Newe Frote Prosse has just published a
leading article whieh Is lkely to attract gon-
eral notice. The writer declares that the time
for brillinnt cavalry attacks upon Infaotry is
past, and that the future daties of cavalry will
be to serve as outposts, to conceal infantry, to
eseort slngle detachmonts and so forth, An
attack cannot be risked by eavalty oxcopt
upon a body of tha enomy's eavalry, and when-
ever It is not stronger than the encmy it would
do bottor to dismount and protect itself by
firlog, I the onvalry of the future ls to be
efMiciont, continura the writer, it shonld be
armed with rifles and instrueted In aulek Aring.

France and Germany, ia an absolutsly useless |
wenpon, and in the age of repeating rifles and
smokoless powdor the onvalry will nevor have
an opportunity of using it.

By order of the Prussian Minister of Finanos
tho issue of bank notes by private individunls
must heneeforth be discontinued, and the
liconss enjoyed fn this respect by several
barking Institutions will not be rencwed,
Hopes aro ontortalned that this reform will
shortly be followed by one of more far roach-
Ing sharacter, abolishing the Independent
Igauns of the various Btates eomposing the
German cmpire, so thut sooner or later lm-
perial Lank notes will bo the only legal tender
throughout the eountry.

The Prison Bocioty of Rhineland and West-
phalls Intends laving before the next Belich-
etag & memorinl proposing & revival of cor-
poral punishment In prisons and disciplin-
ary institutions. It suggests that only boys
and men shall be flogged and that the eruol
work shall be done by a flogging machine in-
wtend of by prison warders. The soclety as-
perts that brutality and erimes agulnst the
person has greatly inereased during the last
fow years, and that the necessary reform can
only be brought about by investing the jallor
with the powor & parent wislds over an obati-
pate son of inflicting severe corporal punish.
ment. A number of Lutheran parsons, whose
leader Is sald to enjoy the conflidenco of the
Emypross and Chancellor von Caprivi held a
meeting this week at Essen at which thoy came
to the same conclusion.

NEW ORLRERANS POLIOE THINK THEY
HAVE HENNENSRY'S ABBASSINA

An Ttalian Tmprisonsd fer Assault Glves
Infermatlion Agat ths A 4 Men
and Deperibon the Methods of the SMiop.

New Onrzaws, Oct, 10,—The polioe suthori-
tios {nalst that they are making rood progross
In tho Honnensey nsanaination onns. that thoy
bave the murdersrs (b jall nnd will be ablo to
ssctire the neoessary evidonos to eonviet them,
The nsanesination, thoy assort, was ordered by
the Matraogos, the hoend of one of the Bicilian
googe hore, It had been planned long In ad-
vanca and the detsils folly arranged. The
house from whioh the murder was committed
was ronted by Jos Macheoa under the name of
John Peterson. Mastoro, Bagnetto, Inecar-
dona, Seafidlo and two others who wure
not yet known, and mome of whom
bad sean Honnessoy before, were detalled to
kil him. Among those ldentifiea and ngainat
whot the polien elaim to have all the neodful
ovidenoo, ars Machooa, Matrango, and the four
nasnsaing, The following Itallnnk are still locked
up in the parish prinon without the benefit of
bail: John Matrango, Antonlo Beafidlo, An-
tonlo Bagnatto, Pistro Mastaro, Hastiano In-
eardonn, Loreto Locoret!, Lulgl Farmeno, Plo-
tro Mortalle, and Balvadors HSunzerl, all
oharged with murder, and Charles Patorno,
Charles Matrango, Josoph Macheon, James
Caruso, Rooco Gerscel, FPrank Romero, and
John Caruso. charged ;with bolng ncoesaories
to the murder,

The police regard the arrastof the Mntmznl
and Macheca as tho most Important made.
They are mon of groat Influence among thoe
Italinns, and very strong politivally. Macheon
paid for the rent of the Mastero house In ad-
vanoe. At the moment that Honncssey was
murdered, Machesen and the Matranges wore at
a publio supper In Fabachero's saloon, so that
an alibl, aa far as tho murder tself s con-
corned, Is proved. Machees wns secn four
hours afterward, at 4 A. AL, In the roar of the
elty in eonsultation with sevoral Italinns

Mr. A. J. Poslor. who saw the shootlng of
Chief Henneasey from the gallery of his home,
at Glrod and Basin streets, and who has iden-
tifled soveral of the asaassing, has oallod upon
the Mayor and asked for polies protection. Mr.
Poelor sald he had recelved lotters threaten-
{ng him with assassination, and deelared that
he wna afrald to go about the city alone,
ospecially in the nslghborhood of his homo.
The Mayor assured Mr, Peeler that he would
do all he could to protect bim, Tho Mayor at
the sume time took oconsion to say that he, too,
had been menaced through the medium of
anonymous letters, and that his wife and ehil-
dron were in terror every time he went out at
