Harold Clemonns Under Arrest for Com.
plicity in the Mistalre Fallure,

Bamoxront, Oet. 22.—Harold Clemens, who
was arrestad by Detsctive MeRaught on Batur-
day oharged with complicity in the great Bis-
taire failure for a million and m half, is a
prisoner o his own house In Fulrfleld. n suburb
of this eity, Mr. Clemens's bouse stands on the
Mill Plain rond. He intended to use the place
a8 & suinmer realdence only, but suon alter its
completion, the embarrassments which have
finally welghed him down made It advisable
for him to make Fairfleld his permasnent
home. It s this luxzurious home which,
slnee Baturday, has served #s a prlson
for ita proprietor, who on that day
wla placed in charge ot Bheriff Plke while

b corpus lings could be com-
menced In favor of the prisoner. With &
retinue of servants to do hia biddipg and the
Bherlfl's keeper for cor , Mr. Clen Is
as happv us possible under the clrenmatances.
There Is no one, however, who takes moreaulld
comfort over the situstion than Capt Bill
Hayes, whom Sherifl Pike has placed {n charge
ol the prisoner, To use his own expression,Capt,
Bill bas been “living llke a fighting cook”
since Ulemens was placed In his care, Mr,
Clomusns furnishes him with a llberal suoply of
good things from the larder and rear cellar,
and, consequently, the Captain Is supremely
havpy and does not distrust his prisoner by
overattention.
