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Not st All Surprisiag.

This very handsome acknowlsdgment of
the wise discrimination of Mayor GRANT In
his appointments of Park Commissloners
and Bohool Commissioners is made by the
Tritume of yesterday :

* Mayor Onant did surpristngly well in the appeing
monts which he anncunced yestarday. It gives the
fridune plesanrs to say 8. The selection of Park Com-
miest and especially of School Oommissl
wras s delieats task  Mr. Onawt has 0o perfornmed 1t aa
#o give satisfaction to all the rightAhinking peopla”

This 1 all true, excspt that the Mayor's
fudiclous selections furnish no ocoasion for
surprise. It would have been surprising it
they had beon otherwise. As the represonts
stive of the Demooracy in its greatest
stronghold, elected for a new term of office
by the votes of all except & malignant
faction of hia party, he is under the heaviest
moral obligation to justily the eonfidenoa
reposed in him, The Democracy are respon-
sible for tho municipal Government of New
York, and Mayor GrANT Is responsible to
the Demooracy.

That is sa {tshonld be. Two-thirds of the
oltizsps of New York are Democrats; there-
fors upon them rest the duty and the
burdon of governing the town aococord-
ing to Democratic principles, They
must bear the responsibllity and be
accountable to the whole peopla for
the charactar of thelr administration.
They cannot escapeany part of the respon-
sibllity, except as It has been lifted from
theirshoulders by State legislation in viola-
tion of Democratic doctrine. Aocordingly,
they must take the whole business into thelr
own hands, and avery Democrat In offioe Is
bound by party loyalty to contributa to the
bonor and glory of the Democracy by asslat-
ing to bring aboiit a successful Democratic
administration.

That is the only way lor tha people to get
good government In the city, Btats, or
Unlon. A single party must be hald re-
sponsible, so that partisan pride and partisan
ambition may be stimulated to produce the
result, by which it will be judged atthe polls.
The Government s thus under the most
conservative and salutary of influences.

The anti-Democratic combination in the
last days of the canvass stuck up huge post~
ers In all the elevated rallway stations pro-
olaiming that Ita principls was that munic.
ipal government s * business and not poll-
tics.” But If the government of acity Is
business apart from politics, so also is the
government of the Btats and the Union,
The difference is merely a difference of
scale, If the one shonld be non-political, so
should the others. Only Mugwumps too cold-
blooded for partisanship should be elected to
office, the people trusting in their assumed
superlority to partisan conslderations to
provide a perfect government out of their
own vanity.

But the people ard not of a dispoaition so
eonflding. They proposetorun the Govern-
ment in thelr own way, and therefore they
want to know decldedly whether a man put
up for‘office agrees with them in polities or
pot, and whether if elected he will obey
thelr will as thelr agent without undertak-
ing to set up his own conosit and self-suffi-
clanoy in opposition to them. They deter-
mine the polloy, and his business is to carry
it out with the assistance of subordinates

who are o sympathy with it, If a party s

held responsible for the Government, fo its
followers only should be intrusted the ad-
ministration. In no other way can the will
of the majority prevall. Innoother way can
the people get good government.

The people having proolaimed thia prin-
ciple s0 emphatically at the last election, as
agalnst the viclous Mugwump theory, Mayor
GRANT 18 under compulsion to make the
Government of this town thoroughly Dem-
ocratic, and to adminlster It to the best of
bis ability. Hence it would be surprising if
he made other than fit appointments to
office. He has the strongest of motives to
exercise wise discrimination, for the reputa-
tion of the united Democracy of the town
is In his kesping. The abundance of good
material to choose from s 8o great In the
Democratic ranks that there can be no ex-
ouse for going smiss in the selections.

The Revised Report of the Judiclary
Commlisaion.

Under an act passed by the last Leglsla-
ture & Commlssion of thirty-eight lawyers
was appointed by the Governor for the pur-
posee of proposing amendments to the sixth
article of the Constitution of this Btate,
which relates to the judiclary. This Com-
misslon met at Albany last summer, The
main purpose of the Legislature In calling
#% Into existence was to devise some method
of rellaving the Court of Appeals from the
burden of work which has proved too
heavy for that tribupal. It was not ex-
pected or Intended that the Commisslon
should overturn or remodel the entire
fudiocial system of the Btate. Nevertheless,
most of the time which ita members spent
at Albany in the summer session was de-
voted to proposed changes in the courts
other than the Court of Appeals; and very
little attention was paid to the prineipal
duty of the Commisslon—that is to say, the
reorganization of the tribupal of lost resort
—until just before adjournment. The Com-~
misalon adjourned to meet in this city In
December. A revislon of the concluslons ft
reached in the summer has been prepared
by a committee appolnted for that purpose,
and we have just recelved a copy of this
ocommittee's report.

‘We shall not now discuss that portion of
the report which relates to the Court of Ap-
peals, This may be reserved for future con-
sideration. But it cannot be pointad out too
soon or Inslated upon too strongly that the
proposals of the Commigelon In respect to
the Bupreme Court of the Btate and the Bu-
perior Courts of this clty and of Buffalo
teud more or less toward the degradation of
the judiclary.

In the Bupreme Court the Commission
proposes to mve the trial Judges less power
than they have now, and to deprive the ap-
pollate or General Term Judges of the
power to preside over trials under any
clroumstances whatover. In England even
the Lord Chief Justice sote asa trial Judge,
and so does the Chief Justice sud every
Associate Justice of the Bupreme Court
of the United Btates., Other things
belng equal, It s almost universally
admitted by lawyers that a Judge who had
exparience In preslding over trials, makes a
better member of an appellate ocourt on that
account; but o majority of the Judiclary
Commlsslo seem to hiave ignored this fuct,
As to the Buperior Courta In New York
and Buffalo, the Commisslon pruxides for
the ultimate extinction of these tribupals,
but instead of bringing them to an end at
once and translerring thelr Judges, if need
be, into some other cowrt, It recommends
that thess courts be esntinmed with such

ol

Judges as were In office on Deo. #1, 1889,
until the terms of thoss Judges shall expire
by limitation. The effect of this would be to
keep In existence for a number of years two
discredited tribunals. The adoption of such
& provision in the Constitution would be
tantamount to saylng: “*We do not think
the Buperior Court of the city of New York
or the Buperior Oourt of Buffalo ought to
exist, Theyare tribunals unworthy to be
econtinued, but we have not courage enough
to abolish them at once.” This doea not
strike us as exactly the way In which a dig-
nified commission of lawyers should deal
with such a subject. v

We cannot now disouss In datail the vari-
ous featurea of the Commission’s revised re-
port, nor ean we now inquire as to what
changes would be preferable. A cursory ex-
amination of the recommendations which
we have mentloned, however, justifies our
assertion that the effect of thescheme of the
Commiasion in its present form, If adopted
by the people, would be to impair the usafule
neas of the judioclary.

It Is only fair to say that many of the
changes proposed were strenuously opposed
in the Commission, and wera adopted only
by a bare majority vota. The adoption waa
only provisional, and there 18 nothing to
prevent the most radical amendment of the
report at the approachlng sesslon ol the
COommission in this city. As It now stands,
the planof the Commission has found ox-
tremely little favor with the benoh or bar
anywhere in the State, and unless it shall be
materially modified, it ianot likely to racelve
the approval of the people, or even get
through ths Legislature,

Mr. Parnell Should Stand His Ground.

The hysterical outery of the London Tory
presa for the dismissal of Mr. PARNELL
from the headship of the Irish party on the
score of his oconnection with the O'SmHEA
divoroce case excites at once amusement and
disgust among those who know something
about the private lives of English public
men Iin recent and present times. Glass
enters too largely Into the struoture of their
own housas for Britlah politiclans to Indulge
In throwing stones. We recommend to thema
little sober pacond thought, leat they prompt
the Parnellitea to carry the war Into Africa.
Oommon sense revolta at the hypoorisy and
Pharlsaism which Insists that sexual delin-
quenclea shall disqualify for publlc useful-
ness because the delinquent happena to be
an Irishman. Admitting that Mr, PARNELL
is chargeable with the derelliction of which
be has been convicted on ex parte teatimony,
his offence is white as enow compared with
the hideous depravity which only the other
day consplouous members of the British
Cabinet were charged with trylng to conceal.
It unquestionably was not without connl-
vanoe In high quarters that Lord RoNALD
GownR and other relatives of eminent Un-
1onists, who were implicated in the Cleveland
street scandal, were enabled to escape the
penalty of thelr revolting crimes and to hide
themsalves forever from ths publiceye. Do
thess Tory censors think that Mr, PARNELL
would have strengthened his clalm to politi-
cal respect and confidence if, following the
example of an lllustrious persop, he had add-
ed perjury to the offence of which he was
socused ?'  Come, let us touch the bottom of
their thoughts. Do they bold that the com-
misalon of adultery disqualified GEonare1V,,
or ought hereafter to disquallly the present
Prince of WALES for relgning ? If not, then
nelther should it depose the uncrowned
King of Ireland, or disable him from flnilsh-
ing the liberation of his countrymen,

If any professed Gladstonlans join In the
Tory hue and cry, they will reveal to Mr.
GLADSTORE the worthlessness of their sup-
port. They will make it clear that they were
waiting for a pretext to betray him, as he
was betrayed by Messrs. HARTINGTOX,
CHAMBERLAIN & Co. In 1888. No man who
sincerely approves of Mr, GLADSTONE'S pur-
pose to give self-government to Ireland will
make the retirement of the Irish leader a
condition of his fldelity to the home rule
cause. The rightfulness of Ireland’s de-
mand for a local legislature and the cogency
of Mr. PARNELL'S arguments on behall of
his countrymen are not impaired an lota
because the private character of the Natlon-
allst chief peems on prima facie evidenoe to
be open to grave censure. The duty of Glad-
stonians, if they mean what they profess, is
to render Ireland justice; it is not thelr
business to dlctate to Irlshmen whom
they shall chodose for the direction of their
political movement. To attempt such dio-
tation would be to commit the radical mis-
take of which the Torlea are always gullty,
the sssumption, namely, that Irishmen are
incapable of managing their own affalra. It
is for the Irish Nationallsta, and for them
alone, to say whether they will deposs from
the leadership of thelr party aman who has
done them inestimable service, because he
has been oonvicted of an offence agalnst
oonjugal morality on the testimony of a
sooundrel, who revealed his animus before
the Parnell Commission by swearing that
Mr. ParngLn was the author of Incriminat-
ing letters subsequently acknowledged by
P1aorT to be forgeries.

As to the notlon that Mr. PARNELYL'S use-
fulness to Ireland and his political eapacity
will be lessened by the disclosure of his un-
fortunate entanglement with the O'Spra
household, the Irlsh Natlonalists will find
light cast upon this subject by some
memorable precedents in English history.
The promiscuity of WELLiNGTON'S {lllolt
relations with women was a matter n! such
potoriety before and after the battle of
Waterloo that THACKERAY did not hositate
to glance at It in * Vanity Fair," The uni-
versal knowledge of his private delinquen-
cles, however, did not prevent the Torjes
from entreating WeLrixaros to be their
Prime Minister, The last act performed by
NEzL8oN bafore he loat his life at Trafalgar
was to solemnly commend to the protection
of his countrymen the woman, Lady Hamrr.
TON, with whom he had long and publivly lived
in adulterous relations., The fact did not cast
s0 much ae the shadow of a oloud over the
honors pald to NELsSox's memory. Again,
the impropriety of Lord MELBOURNE'S con-
nection with Mrs, NonroN was generally
belleved, but no one dreamed of asserting
that MELBOURNE was on that account dis-
qualified for the post of Prime Minister.
Lord PALMERSTON was all his life Involved
in scandalous affairs, and one of thess gave
rise to a laweult not long before his death.
The ldea, however, that he was theraby un-
fitted to preslde over the Britlsh Cubinet
never entered anybody's head. An an-
alogue to Mr. PARNELL'S predicament,
which s of especial interest to Amer-
joans, s presented by a striking In.
cldent in the public career of ALEXANDER
HaumruroN. It will be remembered that
HaMiurox was acoused of committing aduls
tary with the wife of an employeo in the
Treasury Department who tried to subject
him to blackmall, HaAMILTON mndea public
confession of his wrongdolog: but he did not
In consequence loas his control of the Feder-
alist party, or cease to ba regarded us &8 mon
competent to rendar ilnvaluable service to
his country.

The Irish Nationalists are wise enough to
apply in this Instance the Infalllble test of
politioal expedisncy—find oud what your

enemies want you to do, and do the con-
trary. The Torles and thelr allies, the Disal-
dent Liberals, are unanimous in Insjsting
that Mr. ParNELy must resign the head-
ship of the Irlsh party. That of itself would
ba a conalusive argument against commit-
ting what Apnanam Lixoonw deemed the
most agreglous of all blunders—the blunder
of swapping horsea while croasing a stream.

Can’t Get Along Without New York.

Our usually eautious contemporary, the
Atlanta Conalitution, hasn't yot recovered
from Ii8 excitement over the elections, or it
wouldn’t have put forth thess assertions:

* fince the 1ate slection. the nation ia Demecratic
wilhotit the solid Bonth, Elimimate the old slavsheld.
Ing Kiatea and tha Btates that went Demoaratie last
Tossday would give a clear majority Inthe Elsctoral
Collsge. This has put an entirely naw sapact on affalrs
and New York 1a mo Innger ‘the pivotal State' The
fden, which had abonb crystallized into a rule, that the
Demoeratic eandidate must come from New York, is,
therafore, no longer In foros."

How many of the Btates hitherto regarded
a8 pAfaly Rapubllioan in Presldential years
have ceased to be Ropublican? Rhode
Island has almost become a Democratio
Btate since the broadening of the suffrage;
but it would be rash to assert that Rhode
Island will be Demooratio In 1892, Masea-
chusetts ls not Democratic because It bas
elected a Democratic Governor, and the
same 18 notorlously true of Pannaylvania.

There are Republicans enough In all the
Republican BStates that went Domooratio
this year to elect the Republican tloket,
but half of them stayed away from the
polls. The special causes that worked
sgalnst the Republicans In some of the
Btates will not be In the way In the national
campaign. The school question will not be
rebpened In Wisconsin. The Michigan Re-
publicans will not repeat the experiment of
handlcapping themselves with unpop-

ular candidates, The various Inde-
pendent movementa that hnve risen
at the expense of the Republican

party will dwindle. The Republicans
do & good deal of kicking, but they do moat
of It In off yearn, The remarkable in-
ptinct of organization and disclpline that
distinguishes the Republican party re-
asserts itself alter a perlod of Independenos.
Even the great Farmers' Alllanpe could not
hold ite members in the Northwest if theo
Roepublicans should put up Mr, DBLAINE
Does the Conatitution think that Minnesota,
Wisconsin, Michigan, Lllinols, Iowa, Nebras-
ka, Kansas, would vote for any Democrat
against BLAINE as the Ropublican candldate?

We do not ses that the situation has
changed, except in so far as the Republicans
have admitted new States. The results of
the elections of this year indlcate very little
in regard to 1802. What haa been Republican
is likely to ba Republican still.

The gentlemen who are taking lberties
with the facts to display thelr powers aa
mathematicians and the blindness of thelr
judgment by bringing most of the Elec-
toral College over to the Democratic
slde, seem to forget that 1802 Is not the same
year as 1890, The Democratie successes of
Nov. 4 were so universal not because Repub-
licans had changed o Democrats, bui be-
cause they slayed away from the polls. New
York ls still neceseary, still pivotal, With
the right Democratic candidate it 1s safely
Democratio.

It would bs a brilliant plece of busi-
ness to throw away New York for the
sake of a wild goose chase In some supposed-
ly doubtful States In the West, most of which
are doubtful only In the sense that the slze
of their Republican plurality I8 uncertain,

The Fate of the Fur Seal.

Two remarkable facts are disclosed by the
returns from the present year's operations
of the British sealing fleet, as made to the
Dominlon Minister of Marine and Fisheries.
The first is that while the American take for
the season was by far the lowest ever known
during the last twenty years, slnce tho
Pribylov Islands have been under lease, the
Capadian was exceptionally large, greatly
exceeding even that of last year, The total
number Is put at 39,547, while last year It
was reported at 29,570, showing an inorease
of nearly 10,000. The reports from Ottawa
speak of the increase being 6,000. Possibly
the difference may be due to reckoning or
not reckoning the sealsking selzed last year
by the revenue cutter Richard Rush and
conflscated. At all events, thore was a large
increase.

In marked contrast, the take of tho lessees
of the Islands of Bt. George and Bt. Paul,
which for twenty years has been about 100,-
000 & year, the number allowed under the
old lesse—once, it would seem, falling to
about 80,000 and at another time to 70,000—
has this year been only about 21,000, Formerly
the lersees used to plck out 100,000 of the
largeast and most valuable anlmals within
the legal limits of agn and sex, and atop only
becausethe legal limit was reached, This
year Becretary WiNDoM had reduced the llm-
it to 60,000, although that implied a heavy
loss of royalty to the Treasury, becausa the
signa of the decrease of the senls wera soap-
parent; and yet the mew lesseeca have been
able to secure only about one-third of this
reduced maximum and one-fifth of the num-
ber taken last year and the year before,

Mesanwhile the cateh at the Copper Isl-
ands, loased by Russia to the old Alsska
Commerclal Company, which was 52,700 last
vear, rose to 58,000 this year, thus repeating
the experlence of the British Culumblin cateh.
The conclusion, therefore, seema Inevitable
that the great Pribyloy rovkeries, Incom-
parably the most valuable snal resortain the
world, are rapldly ditninishing In their yiold,
While only a year or two ago the lessees
wore ahble to pecure nbout four times aa
mnny 8kina as the private vessels of British
Columbin, the latter nlso getting all they
were able to get, while the former wore
limited by law, now we have the British
Columblin vessals securing nearly twice as
many as the Government legsees,

Added to this Is the consideration that the
sealing done by private vessels I8 much the
more wasteful of anlinal Iife, gince it I8 ac-
complished by shooting in the open sea, so
that a very large proportion of the animals
gink and are not captured. Accordingly the
increase In the privatq catch, even with the
falling off In that of the Government losseas,
denotes a destructive year. On the Russian
islands presumably restrictions analogous
to ours are flxed and obeerved,

But a second polut In the Dominlon's sta-
tistics is not less suggestive. Tho greater
pumber of the senls were taken outslde of
DBehring Hea, and, a8 Is represented, off the
const of British Columbia. Presumably this
includes also the catch south of the Aleutian
Islands, along the track taken by the seals
as they go north to Behring Bea. Thenum-
ber thus taken s put at 21,882, as agalost
18,165 taken in Behring Sea itaelf. This ls s
great contrast with the result of previous
years. lo 1849, for example, 16,585 were
taken In Bolirlng Sea, against 12,985 tuken
In the North Pueltiv, Tho differenen in this
respect is the more noticeable sinee it shows
that 8 very large proportion of tie sggres
gate of the seals captured this year by
the Government lessees of the Pribylov
Islands and by the private sealers were
takon in waters aver which the United Btates
would have no control even it ite full olaim

passing a law imposing oconditions on
clearanoes granted to those of them
guging in the seal fisheries in the North Pa-
cific outalde of Behring Bea.
done on the
ths Government, that

destroying ' the herd which
resorta to the Pribylov
gives them all their value, the private
sealers Injure publis rights and prop-
erty. Of course, no complete pronibition of
seal catohing on the high seas would be at-
tempted, but regulations might be enacted
corresponding In & greater or less degree
with those imposed upon the leasees of the
Pribylov Islands. But such restriotions
ocould pot be enforoed upon the Victoria
sealers, go that the practical effect would be
to glve them a great advantage even on the
high seas over our own oountrymen,

The most serlous feature, accordingly, In
the statistics of the year's seal fisherles ls
that so large a part of the catoh was In wa-
ters which are absolutely out of the control
even of our own Government, sinoe it is this
feature which promises to make the practl-
cal extinction of the seals in that region a
mere matter of time, llke the practioal ex-
tinction of the buffalo in the West. Even
the complets oconcession of the extreme
American olalm to jurisdiotion In Behring
Bea apparently would not avert that
result, sinoce the destruction would be largely
accomplished by waylsying the animals on
thelr northward track. The losson of
the year Is therefore the absoluts neoces-
slty that Great Britaln as well as our
country should place proper restrictions
upon sealing even In the North Pacifio
as woll us In the Behring Bea. This can bo
done most effeotively by agreeing on mutual
regulations which shall give the private
sealing schoonors of no one nation an ad-
vantage over the rest. And thess regula-
tions ought to be such that Russia and other
maritime nations would acoept them and
enforos them agalnst such of thelr own ves-
sels as might resort to Bohring Bea.

Koch 1s the Discoverer.

The popular faith in Prof. Koor's lymph
may be strengthened by many of the para-
graphs printed Inthe journals that we re-
celve from everywhere. It would seem
from thess publications that hundreds of
bacteriologists, pathologists, chemlsts, and
plain doctors discovered the power and the
uses of this lymph long before the
Berlin professor thought of It, or began lls
experimenta with it, We must Infer, for
example, that nearly all the body-cobblers
in Chloago knew all about it years ago,
but refrained from ralsing a fuss over It
like that which Prof. Eocm I8 now
ralsing. Then there is the Texarkana
chemist who discovered it away baock; thore
are the Winnipeg practitioner who made
experiments with it; the Muachias ex-profes-
sor who has often used it with msarked re-
sults, the Indianapolls doctor who found It
worthless, the Appalachlcola pharmaceutist
who always suspected Its existence, as can
be shown by his essay In the medical jour-
nals, and very many others who have been
working in the fleld from which Prof. Koca
Is now reaping the harvest,

It is plessing to read all the bits of news
about pre-Kochlan lymph discoverers that
are appearing In these times; but it Is to be
regretted that the credit for the discovery
must go to a forelgn land. KooH Is theman
who first brought the thing forcibly before
the world.

We suppose that this has reference to the
candidacy of Mr. Winson BEaNNON BissELL,
ono of the most powerfully avoirdupoisioidal
Democrats of western New York; but our
eateomed contemporary takes too narrow &
view of tho statesmen avallabls for the Eenate.

This surerss
will strengthen the Irish cause among the
peopls of Ireland, and will strengthen it in the
Briush Parllament.

All the agitation In favor of opening the
school doors at an earller hour in the morning
has not yot eonvinead the Board of Edueation
of the advisability of adopting tho suggestion.
In hundreds and hundreds of families the
mothers and older dsughters go out to work na
well as do the fathera and sons, The result is
that at an early hour Ip the morning the young
children who sttend sehool aro psoked off, and
tho last one of the wage earners to leave locks
the doors of the home. The llitle school ones
wander about the streets In play when the
weather s fair, but when it |s inclement they
hurry to the schoolhouse in bope of getting In,
The jsultor does not admit them, because he
has no authority to do so. Heonce the children
get ould or wet, and sickness often ensues. In
the case of children under sehool age, thelr
working mothers take them to day nurserios,
where they are cared for without expense or
for five or ten cents a day.

The objection to opening the schoolbouses
early Is bused chlefly upon the fact that toach-
ors will huve to go to school sarlier than at
prosent to look sfter the little ones, L'his
extra sorvice will force the Commissicners to
glvo oxtra pay to the teachers thus smployed.
Another objection not so frequently made, but
not less strong, {8 that the schools ars for edu-
catlonal purposes solely and should not be
converted into nurserios, Mra, AUNEW urges
that if the argument for unlocking the doors
st an early merning hour is sound, then it {s
equally the duty of the Board to keep the
schoolhouses open until the workiog parents
ot home in the evening. This would neoes-
sitato the attondance of teachers from before
8 A M uptil after 5 P. M. Those who agree

It is substantially the beginning of &
movement which will transform the Board of
Eduoation into a Doard of Oharities and Edu-
eation, The froe aift of collegiats Instrastion
to a few has already made our department of
education a quasi charitable Institution. The
conversion of the nrimary sehools Into nurse-
ries will almost romplets the transformation.
