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New Orleans.

It is gratifying to learn from Naw Orleans
that there la a lessening of the dangerous
exoltement that hss existed there for a
month past over the alleged operations of
the Mafla. At the beginning of this week
the poace of the city was seriously im-
perilled. The anti-Itallan party ssemed de-
termined to executs the vengeance of Iynch
Iaw upon the sccused Maflates, now held In
prison, and the Citizens' Committes of Fifty
appolintad by the Mayor to aid In preserving
tha peace issued a proclamation contalning
passages that wore at once amblguous and
menncing. On the other hand, the alarmed
Italisn residents of the olity sought the
protection of the Itallan Conaul, who Im-
mediately communicated with the Itallan
Minister at Washinglon and hastened to
sand cable despalches on the subject to the
Government at Rome, The Consul also
called upon the Mayor of New Orleans to
take means of securing the safoty of the
Jtallan residents there, while the Itallan
Minister prescnted the case to our Btate
Department. Neithor the Consul, however,
por the Minister gave any countennnce to
the foollsh proposition of certain unofficial
guardians of the terrified Itallans that an
Italian Ironclad ahould be sent to New Or-
leans for the protection of the King's sub-

ts.

That there should ba such astata of affairs
in a great, powerful, and prosperoua Ameri-
ean clty muat be grievous to the American
mind. We wolcome the news that thers Is
now a diminution of the popularexcitement.

The constitutad authorities of New Orleans
are fully abloto preserve the peace of the
muniolpality and to sccure the pafety and
guard the rights of the whole body of the
peopln thero resident, They are bound to do
80, and it may now be taken for granted that
they willdo so. Besldes the police, therals a
Iarge force of militla at thelr command. In
the ovent of any part of this force belng
unavallable, owing to temporary elreum-
stances, the Governor of Loulsiana stands
roady to furnish all necessary assistance to
the local authorities,

The talk of forelgn Interference in the
business of the city I8 {impertinent, and the
action of the Itallan Consul has been lacking
in dignity. It was not necessary for the
Itallan Ministar at Washington to lay thes
oase before our Stats Department, which has
no call to deal with it

The peace of New Orleans will be main-
tained by the people of the city acting under
the suthority of the Btate.

The New Underground Rallway In
London.

The underground rallway which passes
woder the Thames from the city of London
proper to Bouth London represents an en-
tirely new departure In Engllsh rallway
gommunication, It differs from the other
underground lines, the Metropolitan and
Metropolitan Distriet rallways, In the
depth at which It runs below the surface,
in the process of construction, and in the
motor amployed for tralns. There ars also
some minor differsnces which recall the
simplicity of the arrangements adopted on
the New York elevatad roada.

An ordinary underground road begins and
ends on the surface of some street. Thenew
Qity and South London Rallway begins and
onds same fifty or sixty feet below the sur-
faoe of the street. Thecasing of the tunnels
meaded for the other subterranean lines in the
British metropolls conslsts of concentric
rings of brickwork, oftsn not lesa than two
or three feet In thickness. The new sub-
way, on the other hand, Is described as a
glgantic lron draln plpe, or rather two
drain pipes, side by slde, which have been
thrust by main force for three miles through
& bed of solld clay, as a scoop s thrust
through & cheese. The scooping was done
by a huge steel cylinder, some 11 feet
€ Inches in diameter, and from 6 feet
to 7 feet long. The cylinder is made of
plates an loch thick, whose surface s care-
fully amoothed ingide and outs!ds, and which
at one end are sharpened to a cutting edge.
The excavation Is made by setting the cylin-
der agalnst the face of the clay and setting
half a dozen powerful hydraulie jacks Lo
work behind it. As fast as the elay Is dis-
lodged and falls inside the cyloder It Is
shovslled up and carrled back; and as soon
as the cylinder has beon pushed forward a
couple of {eet cast-lron plates are bolted to-
®ether lengthwise to form & complete ring,
By a concatenation of such rings the tun-
nal is formed. So rapld was this process of
construction that at one time the contrac-
tors, working simultancously from elx dif-
ferent points, accomplished pot less than
100 feet of tunnelling per day. The spaces
required for terminal and Intermediate
gtations are llned with mason work. They
are reached from the street buth by stalr-
ways and by elevators. Each of the latter
is large enuvugh to convey at ope trip 100
passengers, tho maximum number which
Roy one train will be allowed to carry.

The employmeut of electric motors for the

propulsion of rallway trains had hitherto
been tried only on a small scale in the United
Kingdom. The substitution of this force for
& steam locomotive on the City and Bouth
London line is, therefore, virtually a novelty
to Englishmen. The track lald in the tupnel
s of the 4 foot 8} Inch gauge, the up line
runolng through one tube and the down line
through the other. The sleepers are laid
without ballust, directly upon the bottom
of the tube, and the rall {tself is of little
mors than half the normal welght, The
elactric engines welgh only about 10 tons
as agalnst the 40 or 60 tons of the ordinary
steam locomotive. They sre capable of
working up to 100 horse power, and drawing
& traln at s speed of over 25 mlles an hour,
although 15 miles ls the Intended average.
Of thess motors the company own 14, cost-
ing $7,000 apiece. Each train will consist of
three carrlages, whose seats, as In our horse
cars, will run from end to end. As with the
tralns on our elevated roads, an sttendant
will be stationed on each platform
whose duty it is, when & train
reaches a station, to open the car doors,
call out the name of the station, and throw
open the platform gates, which fold back
sgainat the ends of the cars, There will be
po distinction of classes, and no tickets will
be sold. The intending passenger will
slmoply put down four cepnts and pass
through a turnstile. Ho can take either
an up traln or a down traln, ons platform
being reached by & passage oarried under
the other.

This new underground line is, a5 we have
sald, about three miles long, running from
the city end of London Bridge to Btockwell,
on the Clapham road, about & mile short of
Clapham Common, It has cost $1,100,000 per
mile. Assuming that expenses will con-
sume ope-half of the sarnings, the road will
Dood 4 sarn §110,000 per mile per annum to

]

pay the stockholders five per cent. on their
investment. The sum named Is five times the
earnings per mile of Eogliah rallways taken
as & whola. But, of ocourss, the Loodon
local lines are the proper subjects of com-
parison. The Metropolitan earns $90,000
per mile; the Metropolitan Distriot, $108,-
000, and the North London, $300,000, Not
even the North London has the advantage
of running for its whola length along a
routa as crowded with traffic as is the high
road from Clapham to the city, Twenty
trains an hour can be run, and [t is confl-
dently expectod that in the morning and
ovening hours, at all ovents, every train
will contaln Its full complement of 100
passengers,

The Cardinal’s Lawsult.

The Institution of a lawsuit by so prom-
Inent & personage as Cardinal Gissoxs
would of itself excite much Intersst and
widespread attention, Indopendsnt of tha
subject matter of the litigation; but it be-
comesa especially Interesting In view of the
faot that it seems likely to present s povel
queation in the law of libel.

Mr. HyacINTHE A. Rixorosn 1s a atudent
In Yals College. He has written a book en-
titled ' The Poor Man's Pricet.” Thls work
is published by the University Publishing
Company of New Haven, and is dedicated to
Cardinal Gispons of Baltimore. The book
is stated to be a defence of Dr, EDWARD
MoeGuyxn and his theories. The faot that it
Is dedicated to the Cardinal has just been
brought to his notice, and he has requested
the publishers to discontinue the use of his
naemo therein. In addition to this request
he has caused the author to be served with
process commanding his appearance before
the Cireult Court of the United States for
the Eastern Distriot of Maryland on Jan. 26,
1891, to answer In asult for damages.

The paper served upon the defendant in-
dicatea only the general character of the
sult, but the despatch from New Haven in
reference to the suit states that it Is presum-
ably for libel.

It this statement be oorrect, the case
would seem necessarily to lnvolve the quea-
tion whether it is libellous to dedioate to s
person without his consent a book advocat-
Ing doctrines of which he disapproves. We
doubt whether this question has ever yet
been presented to the courts for adjudica-

tion. It Is obvious, however, that
a work might be of such a ochar-
scter as to Injure =& person to

whom it was thus dedloated, espeeclally if
his chavacter were not like that of Cardinal
GreBoONSB, 80 widely and favorably known as
to be really beyond damger of serious Injury
from any sort of publication. Thus a book
advocating anarchy, or immoral practices,
or Irreliglous dootrines might lead those
Into whose hands It came to supposs that
the person to whom it was dedlcated was
one who favored the vlews whioch it sought
to inculcate, and hence the appearanceof his
pame on the dedleation page might serious-
ly Injurae his reputation.

Wa presume that it s upon this theory
that the Cardinal's libel sult has bean instls
tuted, if it be a libel sult.

The demand upon the publishers to dis-
continue the further publication of the book
suggests that it may originally have been
intended to proceed by Injunction. There
have been a few Instances in which courts
of equity have interfered to restrain the
publication of defamatory documents; nota-
bly one in England some years ago decided
by Vice-Chancellor MATiNg. Later deols-
fons, however, by the English Courtof Ap-
peal, have settled the question and eatab-
liahed the doctrine that there ls no jurisdle-
tlon to restrain the publication of & libel aa
such, even In those cases where it Is injurl-
ous to property. Indeed, with the excep-
tion of the cases decided by Vice-
Chancellor MarLINS, the tendency of judicial
authority In England has besn opposed to
any interference with alleged libels by means
of Injunction, It wasa reproach to the Court
of Star Chamber that it attempted to exer-
cisa this jurisdiction, and the notorious
BoeroGas of the Court of King's Bench waa
subssquently impeached for Imitating its
example in this respect. The publication
which he prohibited wns a periodical entl-
tled * The Weekly Packet of Advice from
Rome; or, The History of Popery."

Whatever Iz the precise character of Car-
dinal GrneoNs's sult against the New Ha-
ven student, one thing 18 plain. In morals
there Is just cause of complaint on the part
of & man to whom & book is dedicated with-
out his consent, containing matter of which
he does not approve.

Etatistics.

A singular and oddly Inaccurate view for a
distinguished statisticlan to take is that
attributed in an Interview to MicmAETL
GuLLIvER MuLHALL, F. 8, B, contriver and
compller of the * Dictionary of Statistics,”
“A good statisticlan,” says MULHALL,
“should know three or four modern lan-
guages, poesess an easy income and good
digestion, be anble to study elght lours
dally without sense of fatigue, have no
political tendencles, pursue his labors
regardless of all around him, sod never
lenve any subject till he hos worked it
out,” The objection to the correciness of
this view of the statisticlan ls that, while
ghlelding and protecting him from the havoo
his figures are likely to cause, it describes
him as the possessor of the very qualities
and attributes which & study of his tables
and percentages denles to others,

Various causes during the past few weeks
may be sald to have combiped to extend
the depredations of the arlthmetio men,
lightning calculators, and statisticians.
Chief among them has been the McEmwLEY
Tariff bill, with Ite corollary of scales, sched-
ules, and sstlimates, a confused mass of fig-
ures from which the tarlff cranks have de-
rived ald, comfort, and sustenance for thelr
arguments at the expeuse of every one
else, Oune phase of the craze has been the
publication u various radlcal journals of
anti-tariff tendencies of what is called **The
McKinley Alphabet," a dreary assortment of
figurea in longitudinal columns designed to
explode suoch nonsensical pretences as the
one which makes bhall & dozen and six equal
arithmetically,

Almost slwultaneous with the adoption
of the McKINLEY measurs, colncldent with
it infact, was the census which PorrTes did
not take, save In part, and this has helped
along the craze amuzingly. The publication
of elaborate tables concerning Its lnacoura-
cles and of Iabored delences of its occaslonal
correctness has opened up & new sea of
guyety and relaxation for the men of num-
bers and percentages, already adrift on the
ovean of figures, tere 18 a sample:

"Comparison of the consuses of 1500 and 1880 with
ome another, draws sttention &t the fact that duriag
the twenty yours Intervening ths populstion isoreassd
HASY per cent gensrally Ogures at the rats of 38,76 par

The adoption of the new aleotion law In
New York and oconsequent alteration in the
number and divislon of ths voting distrists
has furnished to the arithmetioal eranks a
cherished opportunity during the past two
weeks,of which they have avalled themnelves
by sundry comparisonsof peroentages, the
perusal of which waa caloulated to bring
grief and trouble into many neighborhoods
otherwise tranqull. That the statistl-
elans whohave set in motion the wave of
unprofitable Agures which Is passing over
the land should know thres or four lan-
guagea, possass an sasy income and gnod
digestion, and have no senss of fatigue, Ia
well enough In its way, but the sense of
fatigue which their calculations impose up-
on the patient reading publio 18 not so eaally
justified, and that was an error of MuL-
maLL. That is whers, If oorreotly reported,
he does not seem to be In It

Profession and Practice.

The Babbath Associstion of Western Penn-
sylvania has been in ssssion at Pittaburgh
this weelr, and ome of the matters of dia-
oussion before it was a resolution pro-
viding thut church members oconnected
with Bunday newspapers or advertising
io thom should be disciplined. One of the
clergymen presant denounoced the Post-
master-General for permitting the Unlted
Btates mall sarvice to be carried on on Bun-
day. “Let the Ohurch” sald this excited
brother, “begin by subjecting this man
[Jomn Wawamaxuzn) to dlscipline, Let the
members of his churoh or his pastor go to
him and tell him that he will elther have to
withdraw from the Church, whosa sacra-
mental vows hais clearly breaking, or lssus a
proclamation putting a stop to work in the
QGovernment mall sarvics on the Babbath."

Now, the Bunday newspaper ls unalterably
established In the affections of thepublic, in-
eluding the roligious public, and it would be
tims loat to defend it. Neither is it neces-
sary to defend the propriety of the Bunday
mails, Mr. WANAMAKRR I8 open enough to
attack on many grounds, but not because he
obheys the law so far as not serlously
to interfere with the publlo conven-
lence In the matter of the carriage of
the Bunday malls, We wonder, however,
how consistent the members of the Babbath
Asgociation of Western Pennsylvania are
in thelr own practice in regard to
Sunday observance. Do they, for in-
stance, refuss Christian fellowship tothe
clty clergymen who advertise religious ser-
vices In the Bunday newspapers? Do they
refuse to go to churoh on Bunday except on
foot? Do they hold any stock in rallroads
which run Sunday trains, and {f they do, do
they refuse the dividends pald om such
stock ? Do they post letters which they
know will be oarried on Bunday tralns?
Would they conslder that there was a taint
on a check payable to thelr order but malled
on a Bunday ?

We hope thelr bellef and thelr practice
ocolncide as closaly as do the bellef and prac-
tice of a recent convert, the edlitor of our
esteemed Georgla contsmporary, the Way-
cross Headlight.

The Fawer of the Tectotal Il Townes the
Cause of Free Whiskey in the Valloyn,
MoxTtrerien, Nov. 22.—The attack upon the

prohibitory law ut the pre=ent sesslon of the
Lagislaturs {s the strongeat known In its hila-
tory. For forty yenra prohibition has ruled In
Yermont. For forty years the individasl who
drank and the Individual who furnished the
drink have been partlcipators In an artifielal
orime., But the drinker has drunk and the fur-
nisher bas furnished ; drug stores have multl-
plied In the land, drunkards have got full on
artiftoial whiskey : victima of delirlom tremens
have enjoyed vislons of & varlety which the
liguids in no other Btats can furnish, and ths
officers charged with the enforcement of the
law have waxed rich In fees. The record of
forty years has been a splendid {llustration of
how prohibition may not be anforeed,

The existenos of the law and a good deal ot
the trouble with Its onforo-mnn are both dus
in & great m e to the llar topography
of the Ktats. A good deal of the surfacs of ths
Btato is perpendiovlar. Thelawis parpendien-
Iar, mnd thence oomes the troubla, The gods
of the valleys are notthe godsof the hills. Par-
haps it would bo better {f they wers, but the
iact remains that they are not. The gods of
the hiils are for prohibition, and the people uf
the valleys rebol,
