Since I returned from my summer trip to
Europe a fw weeks alto almost averibody I
hvometbag begged me to recommence ray
weekly dissertation In Tna SUN giving me the
most flattering assurances of the esteem In
Which they held them Thus far I hive ro-

thereby escape having to say It again

Tboflnnnclal trouble through which we are
passing Is to mo plainly enough nothing more
than one of those periodical collapses ot credit
which Inevitably follow Its undue expansion
That there baa been such ito undue expnntlon
everybody now tecs indeed the present col
lapia proves It just as the falllueof n buIlding
proves that Its construction was faulty or its
materials unsound Had the prices at which
the securities dealt In hers and abroad wore
selling previous to the crash been justified by
their merits and had they not been pushed too
blab by orenanguln speculators they would
have been maintained and there would bavo-
been no trnnnln It was the discovery by tho
public which it was bound to make sooner or
later that these securities were above their
true level which Is now bringIng them down
whore they ouehtto be and In many cases
to even a lower point The process though
painful to thofe who suffer by it Is a healthy
one and when It Is complotod as I think It will
be In a fw weeks If it baa not been already
business will be conducted on a sounder basis

Because such a fall In prices loads to a diff-
iculty

¬

jn borrowing what IB popularly called
money and bccaus this difficulty In turn de¬
presses prices still lower many people fancy
that a scarcity of money Is the primary cause
of the fall end could be removed now and pro
vented In the future by an increase in the
countrys supply of circulating medium
Hence the suggestions for additional issues of
our papsr money and for the free coinage of
silver which I regret to say have found their
way into the dally money article of TilE SUN
and are reported to be under serious consider-
ation

by the Federal Administration They
are made upon the erroneous assumption that
prices are establlhed and maintained by the
olumo of currency alone whereas they are
vastly more dependent upon that of credit
Where five dollars worth either of commodi-
ties

¬

or of securities sold for actual coin or
vapor money ninetyfive dollars worth U ex-
changed

¬

for promissory notes or for book or
Panic credits and hence It la the volume of
theso credits and not that of currency which
Is the principal factor in determining prices

The proof of this Is that the present crisis
was preceded first by what Is now seen to be
an unjusttilablo rise In a mass of doubtful
securities then by a gradual but steady fall
until finally the fall became so pronounced as
to alarm the lenders of credit and brinK on a
collapse What took plac here in the Sugar
Lead Cotton Oil and other trusts and In
Reading Northern Pacific AtchIson Illinois
Central and Mmllar railroad stocks was
paralleled In England by the speculation In
Argentine Issues anti in numerous breweries-
and other industrial enterprises shares in
which have for the pUt three rears been
flooding the London Stuck Exchange I do
not know to much about France and Germany-
but I see that there is troublo them too and-
I have read of the Copper Syndicate and of the
Panama Canal In Paris and of the depression-
in mining manufacturing and bank shares In
Berlin so that I fancy that those two financial
centre have also been affected like ours

Another proof if any Was needed that these
financial crises are tho consequences not of a
scarcity of real money but of a shrinkage of
crndlt Is afforded by the result ot tho meas-
ures

¬

recently taken by the Clearing House
banks here and by the Bank of England
In London These great Institutions deal not
in currency but in credits and their officers
have averted an Impending panic not by Is-

suing
¬

money but by banding together to
maintain the volume of the credits in circula-
tion

¬

at what they deem a aafe point Their
action has as we see checked the decline
upon the Stock Exchange and given peo
jibe time to think over matters calmly
What the results of this thinking
will bo remains to be seen Some
securities will sell higher and others lower
according to their merits as viewed In a light
unafTuetrd by the enthusiasm of peculation
and according to the relation between supply
and demand They will bo judged as they
ought to have been from the first with refer
erence to facts and not to fancy and will be
bought for Investment and not for speculation
That such Investments have already begun the
tapes of the stock indicators show They re-

the buying was by people who limit their pur-

It will be observed that I have spoken of the
crisis as if It were confined to the securities
dealt In upon the Stock Exchange and did not
extend to other business This I believe to be
the fact at least I have seen nothing that In-

goods under the stimulus of the Impend-

for cash on delivery II the rest of mankind
had the horror of debt anti speculation that-
I have this mlsbt be possible but I know too
much to expect It If euouch currency were
created tomorrow to enable everybody to pay
cash down for every purchase It would not bo-

a week before the credit system would be In
operation just as It It now people would be
running In debt just as they are now and the
only effett of the increase would be to
inflate prices enormously At tbo same
time I will be candid enough to admit
that this prevalent disposition to gamble and
to take risks has lmm nti ly accelerated the
material development of the country It has
furnished to men of enterprise tho means of
accomplishing their purposes and It has fncill
toted the execution of Innumerable useful
schemes which without it would never
have been undertaken Everything has
its bad as well as Its good side lily
