NBW IDEAS IN FANS,

Bome Exquisite Dosigne from Abroad thas
are Werth Great Nums,

Fans are always in fashion. It{s difficnlt to
learn just when thay were first ussd, but there
{s Blbllcal reference tv them at a very early
dato and o bas reliof of Bonnacherib in the
British Museum represents him attended by
wolnen oarrying funs. In Portugal they were
used in the fouricenth centnry, in England, they
were quite common during the relgn of Rich-
ard IL, and they were popularized in Franoe
through Catherine de Medivi, who waa scldom
seen without one.

Queen Ellzabeth also was exccedingly pare
tial to thelr use, and In one of her most cele-
brated portraits holds a round feather fan in
ber band. It Is recorded of her that from 25 to
80 fanm of varying Jdegress of splendor were
always inoladed in her wardrobe, The Italinns
used fans early in the seventssnth century, It
was during the eightesnth century thut thelave
ish ornamentation of [ana reached ita height.one
often representing a small fortune in the mat-
ter of jewels, carving, and palnting. Folding
fans had their origin in Japaa, and were Im-
ported from there to China. To the present
day the Chinese compliment eacss othor by an
jovitation to ipscribe the autograph or an
approprinte bon mot on the fan, and in France,
1taly, and Bpaio this articls 1s commonly used
as & medium for prootising & code of signals
whereby private communlioations can be éx-
changed in public

In regard to quantity, Japan [s ahead in
manufacturing. As an instance of the genoral
use of thelir produocts in this couniry 5,000,000
fans woere dlsposed ol last yoar at Vantine's
establishment alone., Undoubtedly a very
large proportion are usad for deoorstive pure
poses, but during tho spring and summer the
majority sold are for personal use. Throughe«
out the fall and winter months the demand (or
this grade of fon slackens and French and
Vienness goods come to the fore. Frunce un-
douptedly leads In muoy of tho villages whole
familles are engaged making the stioks for
fans, Dioppe producing the majority of those
mude of carved [vory,
