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When It became ocertaln that the Censua
Office had undercounted the population of
Now York by about two hundred thousand,
depriving this city of one Reprosentative in
Oongress, aud this Btate of one electoral
yots for President, an appeal for Justice was
pddressed to the persons Immedlately
responsible for the great wrong.

Porten himsell was out of the country at
that time; but his subordinates, acting In
the same spirit as was afterward displayed
by the Buperintendent, treatad the applica-
tiom of our Mayor with contempt. They did
everything In thelr power to prevent the
rectification of the wrong; and when PORTER
came home he sustalned them.

Then the peopls of New York, through
the Mayor of the city and the Governor of
the Btate, directed their protest over the
heads of the dishonest oensus takers to
thelr responaible superior, the Becretary of
the Interlor. The only effect of this ap-
peal was an Insulting letter from Becretary
N to Governor Hrurn. Noprm sus-

Porren, a8 PORTER sustalned the
smaller falsifiers.

Through the newspaper presa and by pri-
vats appeals the matter was then brought
foralbly to the attention of the President of
the Unitad Htatsa Tt waa belleved and
hoped that Gen. HArrisoN would care more
for his reputation as a man personally hon-
eat than for the succeas of the partisan
schemea of the census falsifiers, A word
from him would have blocked the conaplracy
to deprive New York of the representation
to which she is constitutionally entitled.
President HARrs1soN, to his shame be Itsald,
never pronounced that word of justice and
honor. He sustalned NonrLE, a8 NoBLR had
sustained PorTER, and as PorTER had sus-
taived the unserupulous counters-out n his
employment.

Next, New York turned to Congress for
Justice. Her case was presented In the
House of Representatives with earnest and
convineing abllity by the New York Con-
gressmen., Their arguments and evidence
would have prevalled If the court had not
been packed. Day before yesterday, by a
partisan vota of 148 to 123, the Republican
House sustained Presldent HARRISON, a8
Hammmon had sustained Nomim, and as
Nosik In his turn had sustained PorRTER and
PorTER'S subordinate falsiflers,

There is one more opportunity. The Ap-
portionment blll, baged, so far as New York
is concerned, upon a false and fraudulent
oount of our citizens, now goes to the United
States Benate, Has the metropolls » friend
and falthful representative in that body ?
The last edition of the Congressional Di-
rectory records the name of WILLIAM MAx-
WELL EvaRTs as the senlor Senator from
New York, and sets forth the fact that Mr.
EvARTS, although born in Boston, has prac-
tised law In this town continuously
pinoe 1841, That Is half a century. For
fitty years Mr. EvarTs has owed to this
metropolls whatsver he has gained In the
way of fortune or fame. If ha will practiss
law for one short hour in the SBenate when
the fraudulant Apportionment blll comes up,
there is no doubt that he can prevent the
consummation of this monstrous wrong to
the city to which he owes so much.

1t Is sald that Mr. EvanTs, now about to
retire to private life, ls sensitive to the
charge that as a Benator from New York he
has not sdequately represented our muniol-
pal greatness. If that ls so, Mr. EvARTS

.now has the opportunity—probably his last

opportunity—to make himself New York's
representative, in tha full and true sensa of
the word; and to him, thernfore, the people
of New York addreas thelr last appeal.

The Indian War.

The fearsof an Indlan war In the Northweat
ssom about to be realized. Bome of the In-
dians, st firet thoroughly alarmed by the
preparations the Goveroment was making by
sending so many troops to surround them,
took refuge in the Bad Lands. The wise and
conolliatory polloy pursued by Gen. Brooke
to refissure these Indians and to persuade
them to come into the agency and have a
conference with him, had a happy effect.
With a few exceptions the Indlang came
to the. agency. The result of the talk was
satisfactory, and the outlook became prom-
ising and peaceful again,

It the muthorities who, & fortnlght ego,
countermanded orders for the arrest of
Srrrmma Bowni, have since then deemed it
wise to bave him arrested, a force should
bhave been sent sufficlent to overaws re-
slstance, and thus save the lives at least of
the Indian police who bravely undertook
that duty. There were plenty of troops at
hand, but they were not employed till the
mischie! was done. Had the old chiel seen
himself and his band surrounded by astrong
body of armed men, numerous enough to
make resistance hopeless, he would never
have shown fight, nor would his trembling,
hesitating followers have been urged lnto
committing themselyes, and then allowed to
esospe only to fight to desperation In the
Bad Landa.

With Brrrxe BuLn In custody, the Indian
excitement would have qulated down., With
BitTiNG BULL dead, his followers will nat-
urally desire to avenge his death; and now
there doubtiess will be a war, If waritcan be
called, where several thousand soldiers are
atiempting to wipe out " two hundred hos-
tiles.”” Is this to he wondered at? But let
us quote s despatoh from North Dakota:

*The sounwry roand about s terribly wronght up over
e killing of Srvmisc Boie. Instead of creating an sasy
fosling It bas 4 muoh sppr 14 ia fonred
thas many families of settiors will foel the veogeance
of Baveree Buri's followars. Srring Boii's sen, who
was kllled, was & bright youlh, oaly iwelve years old.
1t 1 expectod that setilers will foek to Blamarck and
Mandas by the hundreds as soon as khe news of Kiwring
Byie's death iy known.*

At the beginning of the talk about the
Messlah craze there was a force in the
Northwest sufficlent to protect that coun-
try. The massing of troopa there alarmed the
Indians, The removal of the troope from Wy-
oming and Arizopa has encouraged the few
disaffected Indians In that reglon thus de-
prived of troops, and correspondingly
alarmed the friendly Indians, wbho dread
belng forced Into s hostile attitude toward
the Government. The death of Brrrixae
Bunn has flied the mine, The explosion
has come, and who can foresen how far the
effects will be felt? Perhaps from Dakota
to southern Culifornia,

Have wo the whole of his despatoch? Was it
penned after the direction of affalrs had

.| been quietly taken out of his handa, and

Brrrixa Bunyn attacked by a force large
snough to provoke a fight, but too small
oither to prevent bloodshed or the esoape
of the despairing and desperate followers of
Brrrmxa BoLn?

We have confidencs In Gen, Brookn, He
is an officer who ia relflssuring and oon-
olllatory, defensive when necessary, war-
like when unavoldable, and sura to accom-
plish results In barmony with the wishes of
the ecountry. The newspaper despatohes
from Chicago quote Col. CORBIN as saying:

“Oen Mries made up hie mind o bave the advasiagre
1f thare was to be any fighting tbia time"

Such a declaration, taken by iteall, is sol-
dlerly and is well enough. But there ara
those who belisve that a disposition has been
shown to make warlike prophecies come
true; and many good people belleve that
the disturbance that makes it wise to have
the advantage just now, has been fomented
by want of tact and by Interested partles.
Unfortunately the fighting is not done
malnly by our military leaders. Thousands
of troops will be Involved In this struggle.
Lives will be loat and familles plunged into
grief and mourning. As for the soldlers
themaelvea:

*“Thelrs nol to reason why,
Thairs but to do and dia™

Preserve the Yellowstone Park.

. Among the measures befors the Fifty-first
Congress which are for the benefit of the
whole people 1a the bill for the preservation
and protection of the Yellowstone Park.
Lagislation for this purpose has falled In the
laat four Congresses, each time In the House.
The present bill has passed the Benata and
been reported in the House, and there the
lobby is trying to defeat it onoe more,

The value of the Yellowstons Park as a
natlonal pleasure ground, s great national
forest and game park, 18 known to every-
body. Less known, but not less important,
is Ita value a8 a reservoir and oantre of dis-
tribution for water. The mountain streams
and the lakes of the Yellowstone platean are
dependent upon the pressrvation of the
forestsa; and therefore the enlargement,
as proposed in the bill now before the
Houee, of the park area by Includlog
the mountalnous, forest-covered distriot
to the south and west, s neceasary, and,
moreover, the area which It I8 proposed to
annex contains pleturesque scenery which
will add to the beauty ot the park. The
land whicli is to bo taken is useless forelther
farming or cattle ralsing. If it {s not taken,
the forests will not be saved, the water sup-
ply of the park reglon will sooner or later
be decreased, and the park will lose one of
its ehlef attractions, It may be added that
the tract south of the park ls rich In elk.

The other important provigion of the blll
relates to the punishment of vandallsm
within the park. The killing of game for
the skins must be stopped before long, or
there will be no gamu left in the park. And
not only protection of the game from the
rapacity of hunters, but protection of the
forests, which have suffered greatly from
fires, is indispensable. This protection the
bill provides,

Agalnst the enlargement, preservation,
and malintenance ot the Yellowstone Park
there 15 not one rational argument to be
made. It belongs to the people, and It {a the
duty of Congress to keep it In the best con-
dition for the people, The lobby, however,
I8 nut concerned for the peopls. The lobby
insista that the bill be amended 8o as to give
the Montana Mineral Rallway Company an
excluslve franchise to build a track to s min-
ing camp outside of the northeastern boun-
dary of the park. As Garden and Forest
pointaout:

“Those Interssted in the park, for many obvious res-
sona ebject to the admimion of any rallway. Thay see
in sneh an admission the berinning eof the end They
are quits willing to adjust the northern boundary #o as
1o allow not only the rallway but trafMe of all kinds to
reach the mines without golng through the reservation.
Thisobjest can be ssally attalned by making the Yallow-
stops Hiver ihs northeastarm boundary, sn exosilent
phyeical feature which all could recogmiza. Curiously
enough, the Montana Mineral Ballway Companay, the
corporation ssking for this franchise, objects to thie
adjusiment of the portherm boundary, Decauss, as
they say, It wonid mllow sny rallway te bolld to
Ocoks. Whbat they really deslra, It pesmns, 3 an ex-
clusive privilege which the propossd ameandment
would give them, and without which they oppase
the bill. Jt s far Uetter that peopls along the
line of the rallway should llve nnder Atats jurisdiotion
rather than reside within the reservaiion. The peeple
interested In Cooke, who comsider & rallway essential
for the developmens of thelr property. prefer that the
track should runm wholly cutside the park. They are
becoming Irritated at the delays cacsed by the small
number of individuals who, for shelr own persenal
ands, object to any modification of the boundary and
Inalss upon the rallway running through the park.'

The rallway ought to be kept outaide. The
park 18 a park, and not a oountry to be de-
veloped by rallroads; nor will rallroads add
to the charm of its scenery. The bill ought
to be passed without further changs, and it
ought to be passed as soon as possible,

The Water Routs'to Central Blberia.

The persistent efforts of Capt. Wicarss to
prove that a practicabls water route exists
between England and Blberias by way of the
Kara Bea, have often been reportad. Blnoe
1874 this Indomitable man has devoted a
large part of his time and resources, together
with funds supplied by his friends, to prov-
ing that the plaina of central Blberia may
be reached by water f[rom western Europe.
It he could demonstrate the prastical value
of his theory It would, of course, be s great
thing both for Biberia and for Europe, for
there are In Blberis Immense areas capable
of supporting milllons of people, and rich
in all natural resources,

It is possible that NORDENSEISLD'S glow-
ing description, in which he spoke of these
great plalng as equalllng or surpassing our
own rich agricultural lands, both In fertility
and extent, may be overdrawn; still there is
po doubt that Siberials one of the future
granaries of the world. Its resources, how-
ever, can never be developed untll It is more
easlly reached from other lands. At present
its people recelve no supplies from western
Europe, except those which are flitered
through the pusses of the Ural Mountains
or carrled slong the wagon road from
Orenburg. This year, however, a ship load
of goods has been taken from London,
through the lce of the Kara Sea, and 1,500
milea up the Yenesel River, where It has
Ieen landed on the wharves of Yenlsalsk.
Three months after the cargo left London
the vessel which conveyed it to Biberla
brought back to England a large load of the
products of northern Asla.

Capt. Wicains had really demonstrated
before that this route may be used for com-
mercial purposes, Last year his voyage
would have been succesaful If it bad not
been for & misunderstandiog. The river
transport, which brought » load from Yenl-
selsk, waltod for the ocean steamer at the
head of the Yenasel estuary, 200 miles In-
land, while the steamor wos walting st the
mouth of the river. The result was that,
failing to connect, both cargoes were taken
back to the places they started from. The
cxpedition this year hos made a discovery

that the small oraft
not dared to brave
up stream from the sea; at the same time
the river Is so studded with small lslanda,
and navigators have bad so little knowledge
of ita channels, that Wicans has not here-
tofore ventured to navigate it with oocean
steamers, although thres years ago he as-
oended the river in his small steamer
Phonix, of 400 tons, quits to Yeniselsk. Thia
yoar, however, the lower part of the river
has been sufficlently explored to establish
the fact that the river can be safely ascend-
ed by large ocean vesssls to Karaoul, nearly
200 miles from the river's mouth. Thus the
last faotor in the problam before Capt. Wra-
aiNs has boeen solved, and hereafter vesseln
from the upper river will mest European
oargo-laden shipe at Karaoul.

This year's expedition took thirty-nine
days to reach Karaoul, remained there nine-
teen days, and was twenty-six days on the
home voyage. The vessel was absent from
the London dooks only elghty-four days.
Of course, the Kara SBea la passable only for
a short time during the summer season.
Wicomxa says that vessels bound for Bl-
berla must sall from Britlah ports not later
than the snd of the first week in August, In
ordar to reach the mouth of the Yenesal in
time to make the homeward voyage the
same season. He has demonstrated that
within thess time limits the Kara Bea reslly
presents no bugbears to navigators. He
oan justly olaim to have proved that the loe
in this northern sea, during a short perlod
in the summer, s no obstacle to navigation.
In all the fiftesen voyages he has mads up
to last year his progress wasbarred by lce
only once, when he started on his journey
ton Iata in the season,

What he has proved Is that under cer-
tain conditions which at last are known and
understood, the Eara Bea offera a trust-
worthy route to navigators. He atarted out
with this theory, and it has taken him all
these years to acquire the knowledge of the
posaibllities of navigation in these waters
which would enable sallors to utilize them for
purposes of trade. The necessary experience
has at last been galned, and there is every
reason to belleve that in future the water
routs to Biberia will be largely used.

Oapt. Wicanis deserves the praise which is
pow given him, for the dauntless persever-
ance and courage with which he has advo-
oated histheory and endeavored to establish
its correctness. Unleas the Russian Govern-
ment Interposea obstacies in the way of
prohibitive taxation, there is no doubt that
the water routs from western Europe to
Blberia will give a decided impetus to the
development of that country.
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Fashion and Intsllect.

Mre. JoEN SEERWOOD leotured bafore a
Ladles' Club the other afterncon upon the
poasibllity of our having a Balon here corre-
sponding to the French Balon of the past and
present, What she means Is a soclety made
up of both clever and fashionable people,
the union of fashion with intallect, as she
desoribes it

But baven't we such s soclety already ?
Or, at any rats, 1s not our fashionable socisty
representative of both the intellect and the
fashion of the town, such aa theyare? Is
not the aggregate amount of Intsllect in it
equal to the sum of the intellest {n any
other social eircle of equal slza in New York ?

This socloty could not keep together, it
could not exist as a distinct Institution, It it
divoroed intellact from fashlou, Tha rgpac-
ity for soclal leadership implies the posses-
sion of Intellectual abilities, oftentimes of &
superior order. Mers wealth, luxury, and
soclal experienos cannot compensate for the
abeence of the other. The nucleus of the
soclety must be made up of bright people,
or else the whole would soon rust out, and
all thesooner becauss of ita grandeur. Lux-
ury alone becomes tiresome, monotonous,
patiating. If the soclety was Intrinsically
dull and stupid, without intellectual light, it
would bacoms intolerable because of its very
luxury. It must have spiritual animation
or it sloks into materiallsm.

Therefore we cannot agree with Mrs,
SHEEEWOOD that there is any social vold In
New York which ocould be filled by going to
work to start a Balon after the Paris model.
All the goclal demands of the town seem to
be supplied at present. If fashion leaves
out any Intellact, it is not because It objecta
to intellect, but because the intellect does
not harmonize with itself. A man may be
an Intsllectual glant and a moral hero, and
yot he may be out of place In a soclety or-
ganized for elegant plessure only. He must
be polished outside no less than inslde to fit
in there. A great writer, an entrancing
poet, a brilllant genius, may not be soclally
assimllable. He may not be able to con-
tribute to the enjoyment of the circle by
his peraonal presence and his speech, how-
ever much he contributes to the enjoyment
of mankind by his outside labors.

Fashlon I8 quick to discover its own, and
it does not throw away material avallable
for its profitable use.

American Ships.

We agres wilth our contemporary, the
Tribune, that the ships to be provided for
our growing commerclal marine within the
next few years, must be bullt In American
shipyards. Our new orulsers give evidencs
that American shipbullders are abls to rival,
it not to surpass, the best work of European
bullders, They ought to be the forerunners
of a aquaiiron of American merchant ves-
sels, bullt In American ysrds and foundries,
bullt of American steel and Iron, bullt by the
industry of America's workmen, bullt for
the service of American commerocs, bullt to
be launched from American wharves, and to
sull under the American flag.

Our new navy shows what can be done
here Io constructing warlike crulsers, and
the shipbullders of New York and other
maritime ports will yet show what they can
do In creating a new commerolal marine,

From fifty tos hundred thousand work-
men ought to find steady and remunerative
employment io the shipyards and the shlp
fron works of the United Btates.

In many of the Bouthern Btates there |s a
widespread anxiety to secure immigration of &
desirable kind. We hoar of it eapecially from
Texas, Arkansas, and Loulsinna on the wost
alde of the Missisalppl, and from Tennonses,
Georgia, and Florida on this side of 1t. Imml-
grants are wanted to take up tho vaoant lands
snd to de work for the owners of flelds and for-
ests; they are wanted to help im bullding up
the towns and as operatives in vurlous manu-
faoturing industries. Maoy of our Bouthern
exechanges. in referring to the subject, tell of
the sttractions that the Bouth offers 10 immi-
grants, and expresas spurprise that so small a
proportion of the forelgners who are constantly
landiog in New York are drawn to that seotion
b of the country.

Until a very recent pariod, the groat majority
of our immigrants were from the countries of
portherns Europe, and, as socon as possible aftar
thelr arrival at this port, they made thelr way
to the Btates of the Neortbwest in search of
Isnd sud of homes But a shange bas taken
place, and withim the past fow years s haavy
proportion of our newcomers bave been Itals
ians, who prefer the olty Lo the couatry, and
who take up their guarters in New York and
other Isrge American sition Maay of them

hﬂ gone l'nn here to New Orleans, but very

few of them when they reseh the Bouth have
any desire to sngage In the tillags of the soll
or to maks homesteads for themeelves, The
mass of them know nothing either of rurai
work or of the akilled trades.

The advocates of immigration to the Houth-
ern Btatea will, therefore, see that immigrants
from northera Europe prefer our Northweatern
Btates, and that immigrants from southern
Europe do not furniah the kinds of Iabor that
Are most needod by them.

It wounld be well if the fres course of popu-
Iar lecturas provided by the Board of Educa-
tion, which eame to an end last night. were
continnesd through the winter season. It has
bsen & sucocesaful conrse sver alnca [t was ba-
gun Inst month. Large numbersof knowledge
seskers have attended the lectures In the va-
rious grammar schools In which they were
delivered.

other season, yot it has the power to doso,
without golng beyond Its propor authority.
The expense of the grammar sohool lectures
that have been given will make but a very
small itom in the budret.
