brewery, distillery. molasses or sugar refinery,
lager beer or concert saloon, or any school,
asylum, hospital, or other publle institution, or
any manufactory. trade, or buniness whatavar
which may be In any wlse noxicus or offannive
to the neighboring inhabitants.”
