BI® FooT's BAND AURRENDER AND
THEN BEUIN 4 BATTLE

Bome OMoarn and Moldiers of the Seventh
Cavalry Shot Down—Firing Begine When
the Troops Underiake to Manrm the 130
Mraver—=Brent Alarm at Pine Ridge,

Prxe Rinox, B D, Dee. 29.—Big Foot’s band
was discovered aliortly bofore noon yestordny
by Little Dat, one of the Indian sconts, Tlo
hoatlls oainn wam alght milos northwest of
Major Whiteslde's camp cn Wounded Knea
Creok. When this was rovoried to Mnjor
Whiteslde he ordersd faurtroops of the Sovanth
Cavalry Into the snddle and marclied to the
polnt indioated by thoe scout,

An the military wpproached the hostlles
formed in & long lino of battla 150 strong, nrmod
with guns and knives, the lattor stuck In thelr
eartridge belts, whioh wero strapped ontside
thelr blanketa. Mnjor Whiteside brouglit the

men up in battle !{ne. and, whon they camae | i

within about rifle shot, one of the hostilos, an
Indian who was Intor recoenized as Blz oo,
oame forwanl on foot und unnrmed, nnd eig-
nalled that he wanted to apeak with the Major,

Dismounting. the Intter walked out nnd met
the chiel. An they camo forward Big Foot ex-
tended his hand In token of peace. "1 am
slok,"” be sald. " My peonle here want pouce,
spd—"

Major Whiteside out him short with: “I
won't talk nor will 1 have any parleying at all.
It 18 sithor unconditional surrender or fight.
‘What Is your answer?" :

" Wo surrendor.” sald the chiel. “Weostonld
bave dopo so Lelore, but we could nnt lind you
and could not find soldiors to surrender to."

Then. st a slgnal, his warriors ralsed u white
flag. In less time |hun It takes to wrlla i1, the
military hnd thelr prisoners surrounded, nnd
a courier wns hinstoned into Pine Idwe Ageney
for the other four troovs of the Feventh Caval-
ry aod Lisut. Taylor's scouts to help guard
and dinarm the purty. Thoere nre 150 warrlors,
all perfectly nrnied. and 250 sgunwa. together
with many children. They soom to be waoll
fixed for war. except that soime of them are
without ponles. Mwejor Whiteslde has 2,500
soldiersa,

Later,—~Courlors who srrived hers this morn-
fog monounce that a bloody corfliet oecurred
this morning on Parcupine Creok betwoon the
United Btetos troops and the lestiles, Dig
Foot's band hnid heen surrounded by the
troops, as detniied fn the above despatoh.
When the Indians wero baing disarmed by
Col. Forsythe a bloody encounter took plnce,
Capt, Wallace, commanding K Troop of the
EBeventh Cavalry. was killed ; Lisut. Garlington
of the same rociment was shot ln the arm,
Beveral soldiors were killed, and n number of
Indians bit the duat,

The greatest excitemant peavalls here nmong
Agency employecs. aud elso amoni the friond-
lies, many ol whom are relatives of the young
bucks now on tho warpath., Grave fenis are
entertained for the safsty of this post. Details
of the battle are oxpected hourly, The courier

who brought news of the confllet could only
rive the facta relating to the onset,

The above news was substantinted by an
ofticial despatch recelved at headquarters of
the Departmont of the Plutte, It caused a

OFVER IN THE SNOW?

Telegrapber Eariy’s Dack nand Nearly
Every Bone in ITim Mroken.

With hia back broken, and nearly all the ribs
of both sides crushed In. Frank A. Early.a
tolegraph operator, was found deid nt 3 A, ML
yesterday on the snow In the Denrl street
gutier under the bridee. and under the down
track of the elevated rafiroad. A bov told
Pollcemnn Walker that & drunken man was
lving there partly covered with snow. A
numbear of strest clonners were in the neigh-
borhood, but they hiad heard and secn nnthing
of a drunken mnn, When Walker found the
body It was stifl. The fcet were lying toward
the sidewalk, and the bead was within elghtoen
iriches of the focond avenue horse car trmcks,
The overcoat wus rucked up over the heail,

Deputy Coroner Weston found that thers was
a sovero wound in the lower part of the baek,
porbaps cansed by a car whoel, The back
bone was badly broken, nml overy rib Leiow
the pecond on both sldes, twenty In all, wns
broken. The leit elhow was broken and a long
and dorp seratch extended from the walst
nenrly to tho shoulder. The hody wos gashed
and feratehed nll over, Nearly every orgsn
bas been ruptured or displaced. Tho legs wore
covered with dirt mpd mud above the kneos
It looked am It the Lody hind been dragged
along the atyreat. The Ince wns muddy and the
cont aleoves were [rayed to rags In plaoes,

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A MAD CHASE FOR ROBBERS,

CHICAOO DBANDIYS LOCK A BANK
CASHIKR IN THI FVAULT,

They Get Away with Home Money Whieh
They Pat in o Maek and Are Chased for
Miles by the Poliee—~All the Cash Recov.
ered When the Robbers Are Canught.

Cnicaao, Dec, 90.~Jensa Jamea's wildest ax-
vloits In frontler sottloments wero equalled In
Chicago to-day by threa stock-vard toughs.
The Clhiengo hnndits aro nroLably the sumo
who n fortnlzht ngo robbed the offieo of the
Allerton Packing House, within a few fest of
bundreds of Allerton's butchers armed with
cioavora and knives. The fent to-day was a
desperato bank rohbery, followed by a break-
nock race and running rovolver lght with the
volieo for miles on the boulevards,

It was a fow momenta past noon to-day when
threo mon entered the Merchnnta' Exohange
DBank on Comnmercial avenune: Bouth Chioago.
The conshior, Mr, Wilder. and the bookkesper,
Mr. Walter Willls, hnd both gone out to lonech,
nud the only porson loft in the bank was Frank
Lynn, nbont 20 yoara old, msalstant cashicr,
There were two windows in the baok ralling,
Ono of tho mon who snterod the bank went to
onch window, und the third cne walked to the
rear. and golng throngh a wooden gato, came
to tho lorked wickot which divided the cashicr's
ophrtinents from tho ofMos proper. The man
at the first window said to yonng Lynn:

**Hnnd out the cash you'vo got there.” at the
ramo time putting up two revolvors for him to
look nt.

Lynn hesitated nn fps'ant, and tho man at
the second window, who hind one rovolver out
drow wmuothor, and, pointing thom at Lynn,
tald;

* Now, just let that fellow In, back there. and
be auick about it.”

Scarcoly breathing, Lynn mindod liko a gond
child, and nervously unlocked the door. Tha
robbor immodintely ontored. and, withont a
word, knocked the youhe man Jdown with a
torrifle baock hinder, and thon, sudden ns a
fMlash, kKlcked him {n tho stomnob, Leaviog the
young elerl on the floor, dnrel and groaning.
the nesaillant nnceremonlously onterad thoe
vault, nnd took from the spfe thieo $500 pack-
agzes of L4 and ubout $59 In change, hesldas
atin box coniaining deeds anil morignges
Atlter rocuring this he waolke:l out and, pizking
Lyon up, throw him fnto the yoult and turned
the lock,

Alter Lynn hnd beon carefully stored In the
vault the Lbuiglars pocketed their revolvera
apd put thelr spoil Into a largo sark which
they had brought along. Thoy then startod
out. nod ne thoy got to the door mat Mr, Wiills,
tho bookkeoper, Mr. Willls. supposing 1hum
to be ousiomera, piasssd them by anil went
back into the benk. Tho robbers waiked vut.
ond. Uihing a buggy, drove down the ~tro:t.
