ALBANY, Jan. 9—The report of Buperin-
tendent Hanvan of the Department of Publlo
Works show that the expenditures for ordi-
nary repalrs to the canals amounted to
$500,056 for the year, the total expenses of the
department being $820,984. The increassd ex-
penditure of this year over that of last year
arises princlpnlly from the deflclency caused
by the Two-dollar-a-day law and from extra-
ordinary work which had to be done vutside
of the ordinarv canal repalrs,

A romanos as graceful, as artistie. as pletur-
eaque and charming In materlal and method
a8 Harold Fraderic's * In the Valley " {8 sum-
clontly rare to merit the sitentlon of evory-
body who has inclination and capaeliy for the
snjoyment of good imagination well sxpressed.
Like " Henry Eamond" and * Lorna Doone,"
it Is an old man's reminisosnt story, and its
general plan is similar to theirs. Posalbly It
Is not an entirely true ploture of eventa upon
the Mohawk at the time of the Freneh war
and the war of the Revolution—uot trus as the
reallstio story tellers hold truth to be. It
would be hardto bring an archaie romance
up to their standard, we suproso. and ver-
haps it would be Impossible. Thackerny
boasted of the archalo macourscy of " Henry
Esmond,” but some of the leading realists hold
that tale In very alight cateom. It has the mis-
fortune to denl with the svents of a time prior
to the invention of photography, and * In the
Valley"” Is unfortunate in the same way. But
Mr. Fredorio bas produced a ploture If not a
photograph. 1t bhss been wrouvght with evi-
dent care, and with & taste and sensibility
which are not to be gquestioned, Everybody
butthe dootrinaires can like t, and that Is
something for the muthor to be thanktal for.
any way, We think that Gen. Arnold, Gen.
Phillp Behuyler, Brigadier Herkimer, and all
the other historical charactars on the patriot
side would be plensed with thelr portraits
herein contained, and wonld agres thas thoss
of the other slde are painted no blacker than
thoy dessrved. As for tho chief fgures In
tho purely romantio part of the siory, no-
body surely but the realists and the personal
anemies of the fgures betwevn the covers of
the book can find fault with them, Mr. Stew-
art, grandson of a king, hero In war and love:
Lis ndopted ehildren, Dalny, who was Laptlzed
Desideria and never altarward so called, und
Douw, the solamn young Dutchinan: Phillp
Croes, the domineering und drunkon, and
Enooh Wade, the Yunkes woodaman—thesa
are creations of sirevgth, and they will endare
in the momory of readera. We ara sorry lor
one thing, namely, that Major Anthony Cross
in & moment of hilarity ehould have * alapped
his round, tight thigh with a noise llke the
rending of an lce gorge.” 'I'hatis a good deul
of sound to be got out of a slap, aven for a
British Major on his way home to England. but
it is tho only plece of exaggeration that wa can
recall from the entire book; and there are In-
pumeralile good phrases to be snt against (t, as,
for instance, the one whersin it 1s sald of Mr.

* Life,” by Willlam W. Whoeler. is a novel In
an unosual vein. Joo Whitney of Meriden,
Conn.. dies, acocrdlog to the understanding of
his nelghbors and his fellow citizens generslly,
They wish to bave him interred. and, after
soveral weeks of expectant walting, Insist
upon that decent formalily. which is [nex-
orably opposed by Miss Whitney, the dead
man's sister. In the midat of a great turmoll
about the matter Mr. Wilson, the hero of the
novol, mrrives from Hartford, snd s im-
mediately mmrried by Miss Whitney, who s
thereby enabled, by some pecullarity of the
Conneoticot law. to avoid inocarceration in a
Junatle asylum, and to carry bher polotin re-
gord to the retention of Jos Whitoey In the
houss.
