Bavrmvmore, Feb, 2.—Oharges of a sarious
character have again been made against the
officers of ths Maryland House of Hefuge for
bors. Twice similar complaintas have besn in-
vestigated by the Board ol Managers. and sach
tims they reported that the charges were
