BAN FBiNoraoo Feb fitThe Captain and
seventeen sailors of the ship Elizabeth were
drowned In last nights wreck The vessel
was sighted early yesterday afternoon and
Uapt Colcord decided to sail in The wind
was blowing a gale from the southwest and
finally the tug Monarch went to the Eliza
beths assistance The men say assistance
was refused because ot exorbitant charge
asked by the tug The tug Alert then madi
fast to the Elizabeth but her hawser soon
broke and the ship drifted before the wind to ¬

ward the shore Just as the second hawses
was made fast she struck the rocks

Then Capt Colcord lowered the boat to take
his wife and children oft As the boat suck
the water it capsized throwing three sailors
James Laken George Henna and Qrant John-
son

Into the water They clung to the bottom
of the boat and were picked up br the tug
The Captains family were then lowered hit >

another boat and taken to the tug br the tate
and two seamen The boat returned to the
ship null its occupants perished with the rtof the shins crew The tugs were unable to
