The Park Commissioners have agroed to
pet apart a alte for the purpose, a bill for the
fneorporation of the New York Botanleal
QGarden Is about to be Introduced Into the
Legislature, and Bronx Purk, one of the
most beantiful and most accessible of the
maw parks, offara every desirnble facllity for
the enterprise, At its southern extremity are
larga tracts of fertilo soll, ndmirably adapt-
@l for horticultural nuses and surrounded by
pome of Lthe most attractive sylvan scenery
withinthe neighborhood of the city. Of these
landa It is proposed that about 250 acrea shail
eonatituta the Botanical Garden, with Its
outdoor cnltivation of flowering plants,
shrubs, and trees from all parts of the world,
ita houses for Indoor plants, and a botan-

Seal herbarium andd museum for the collec-

tion, arrangement, and preservation of

. pressed specimens of every known plant,

mad of seeds, gums, and roota for sclentiflo
study and Investigation. The garden would
also be asource from which all other parks
and public grounds of tho city could re-
ovlve supplies of flowers, shrubs, and trees,
while of itself It conld furnish the peopls

.with a resort of Incomparable beauty and

' these botanical gardens.,
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an infiaits variety of attractions.

In Europe theras are over thres hundred of
At Londonare the
Kow Gardens, at ParistheJardindes Plantes,
at Berlin the Roynl Botanle Garden and
Museum; and at almost every town of any
great lmporiance they are malntaioed as
ous of the most valuable of the means of
contributing to the pleasure and education
of the people. The popular Interest In them
18 indlcated by the attendance of more than
& millivn visitors at the Eew Gardens last
yoar, and the Jardin dea Plantes at Parls Is
not less frequented. Everywhere tliey aro
among the chlef attractions of the towns to
whose glory they add. Yet in this country
wa have almost nothing of the sort, except
the BEAw gardens at 8t. Louls, now In thelr
beginning, though in our own American flora
alons wa have a practieally Inexhaustl-
ble field for cultivation and display. No elty
in the world, too, has a batter sits for such a
garden than that which has been selected In
Bronx Park. It Is near at hand. It Is
at the natural entrance to a most mag-
pificent series of publlc parks. There is
room enough for the development of the
schems on the greatest scale which the
future may suggest. The soil s altogether
sultable; and beyond and around the gar-
deos and the bulldings would be the attrac-
tlons afforded by the varied scenery of wood
and meadow, hill and dale, riverand sea.

The plan for the establishment of the gar-
den also Involves little expsnsa to the public
as oompared with the advantages they
would secure, The improvement of the
land set apart for its uses will be a great
galn to them, and will prepare the way for
the development of the whole system of new
parks, as yet unready for thelr enjoyment,
Of course the city would put up the neces-
sary bulldings, which would be ita own
property, but their cost would not be great,
the estimate being that the anuual interest
on the sum would not exceed $30,000, The
Park Department would make the re-
guisits roads, but thess would be de-
manded under any olrcumstances, for
the new parks must be thus Improved for
the public banefit, elss they will be useless,
All the rest is to be done at private expense,
the money to be ralsed by subscription, and
provided from year to year by the soclety
incorporated for the purposs. The grounds
are to be open and free to the public, subject
to such restrictions only as to days and
hours as their proper care, culture, and
prusarvation make necessary,

The Legislature, therefore, eannot hesi-
tata to give the authority reguisite for
carrying out a scheme of so great beneflt to
the people, and which would be conducted at
privats expsuss malnly, The blil for the In-
corporation of the New York Botanical
Garden, whenever it is Introduced, will
doubtless go through without objection, so
wvast will be tho advantages conferred at a
ocost so small to the publio,

The Church of England Doss Not Cen-
sure "‘Lux Mundl.”

When the volume of essays by distin-

v gulshed representatives of Oxford scholar-

ship msnd thought was published under tire
pame of "Lux Mundl" every one could
foresse that, whatever toleratlon it might
obtaln in certain quarters, it would be de-
mounced by at least one veteran champion
ol orthodox Anglican opinion. We rofer, of
oourse, to Archdeacon DExtsON, who on two
memorable occaslons In the last forty
years had subjected writings, which he
deamed heretical, to eccleslustical cen-
sure, It was not likely that he would al-
Jow to pass unrebuked a work which
fraokly deales the luspiration of some lmpor-
taat portions of the Old Testament. The ex-
pacted bappened, for in due time Arch-
deacon DEN1SON gave notice of s motion
fo the Lower Housa of Convocatlon —the
Houss of Commous of the Ecclasiastical
Parllament of the Pruvince of Canter-
bury~for the appolntment of a commit-
toe Lo conslder and report upou the prefuce
aud elghth easay of ' LuxMundl" as al-
leged to contaln and lnvolve dangerous error,
Iu tho early part of this month the mution
gave rise to a long debate resulting In a re-
fusal of the Lower House of Convocation to
take any offlolal coguizance of the incrimi-
nated book.

Nothing could mark more sbarply the
extension of latitudinarion wviews within
the Anglicsn communion than this failure of
Archdescon DEXISON to bring upon * Lux
Mundi" the reprobation to which he had
esally subjected two earller works of much
lsss revolutionary charscter. e had made
poor Blahop Cormwso smart; and it was he,
too, who, almost exactly thirty years ago,
seoured In Convocation the appolntment of a
committee which condemuned many passages
in the * Essays and Raviews."” Of that ouce
fammous volume he decinred that it was, in his
judgment, " of all books In any langunge,
oh whieh he had ever laid hls bands, incom-
parably the wa&l. It eonulnul.”_gp added.

PaTe's 'Afo of Heason,' while It had the
ndditional disadvantage of having besn
written by olergymen' This was strong
lnnguagoe, and {t was recalled the other day
in Convoeation,when the Archdeacon, speak-
ing on his motion, sald that " Lux Mundi"
wos *beyond all comparison infinitely more
dangerous than * Essays and Roviews.'"”

As the debalo procesded it becamse clear
that times had changed sinos 1861, although
Archileacon Dext4ox had not changed with
thiem. At thes very outsst Dr, BLoMPFIRLD,
Bishop of Culehester, moved the previous
question, whigh wae tantamount to pro-
posing a postponiement ot the discussion
to a mors convenlent season. The Blshop
gald that My, Gonw, the author of the prof-
neo and eighth essay of * Lux Mundl," bad
been hasty In acceptling the conclusions of
Gorman and Duteh scliolarship with regard
to certain books of tho Old Testament; bnt
he thought thut such views wags not beyond
thin latitude towhich the clergy of the
Church of England wero entitled, e went
on to say that If they wers to condemn such
mon ns Mr, Gone, they would do precissly
what the enemies of Chrletianity would most
dosire.  Hoe Ithacus velil, et magno mercenfur
Atridw @ this the Positivist would wish for,
and the Agnostica would buy at a great
price. It would be wlser, the Blshop argued,
to weloome the ald of men like Mr, Goum,
even If the weapons they employed wers not
exaotly of the same fashion and temper as
the Blshop's otvn, Hia conclusion was that
the Lower House of Convocation should ex-
press no opinlon on the subject whioh the
Archdencon's motion had brought up.

But the friends of " Lux Mundl," who evi-
dently ware lo a great majority, Wwould not
brook any shirking of the queation ralsed by
the Archideaoon, Thoy Insisted thut 1t should
be faced and answered squarsly in the nega-
tiva. Thelr chlet spokesman, the Dean of
Windsor, Bishop-designate ol Rochostes,
sald that whilo the resolution proposed by
Archdeacon DENISON was colorless, the
epeech supporting it had been one of un-
qualifled condemnation, aud they should as
distinctly refnse to countenance his viewa
by a direct rejection of the motlon. The
Dean for his own part did not hesitate to
clnim a shars in whatever obloquy attached
to the oplnluns of Mr. Gore and the other
authors of “Lux Muodl, But, aven it he
differed from the book at every point, he
shoild object no less strongly to ths ap-
pointment o! & committee of inquisition.
The Dean ot Windsor was followed by the
Denn of St. Panl's, who declared that to
conflemn ' Lux Mundl" and leave unseathed
such a book as ** Robert Elslnere” would be
preposterons, After other speeches on the
same elde, including the production of n
tolling passage from PArLeY's * Evidences,”
the Blshop of Gloucester withdrew his mo-
tlon for the pravious question, and, the
Archdeacon's original motion being put toa
viva voce vote, It was rejected by so large a
majority that no divislon was oalled for.

What does thisunequivocal declslon of the
Lower House of Convocation signify? It
means that, 82 far as the authority of thia
pssembly goes, every clergyman of the
Chureh of England s at llberty to belleve
with Mr. Gore that the Bouk of Deuter-
onomy was written in the days of Josram;
that the Book of Danlel waa prophecy after
the event; that the Book of Jonah was a
fable, and, In general, that the books of the
Olil Testament muat, like other writinga
professing to be historical, be subjected to
the scrutiny of eclentifle eriticlsm. Llke the
Presbyteriins in this conntry, the Church of
England would seam to be fairly started on
the road which leads to agnosticlam,

To Unite the Irish Bocleties,

A prellminary meeting of the representa~
tives of the various Irish county organiza-
tions In this city and vieclnity was held on
Thursday last to devise means of amalga-
mating them hereafter into a single central
bLody for benevolent, patriotle, and soclal
purposes. One proposition presented for
consideration contemplated the holding of
two entertainments a year (a plenlcand a
hall) to bring the natives of every county of
Ircland into soclal contact, and, further, the
payment of $200 to the famlily of each mem-
ber st his death. This amount, It was de-
clared, can be obtained by levying a tax of
10 cents on each member it twenty asso-
clations with 100 memberas each should join,
The delegates assembled, to the number of
plxty, dlscussed this proposition, but ad-
journed without arriving at any declalon,

There are thirty-two countles in Ireland,
and the natives of twenty-elght of these,
resident in New York, are representeti by
soparate associations of the kind which it Is
propoged to consulldate into one operd to all
Inshmen and the children of Irlshmen. The
existenco of distinct, and apparently Inde-
structible, county lines has always besn one
of the most serlous problems of the Irish
question, and one of the most troublesome
barriers to union, Lermony, and united
effort. Bolong as Irlshmen could be kept
separate by the jealousles and enmities per-
petuated by these county divislons the task
of Ireland's opponents was easy. Thus,
though there is actually no ground of differ-
ence between the two, the Limerick county
men and the Kerry county men would not
fraternlize {n support of a leader chosen from
oither. The Cavan men and the Tyrone
men got along togelher nu better; andl the
men of Galway would not consant to follow
the men of Clare, or the men of Clure
to follow the men of Galway, even
where the purpose mulually sought was
one purely benevolent or of avowed
patriotie character. Only since the rise of
the Irlsh Parliamentary party abroad, com-
mitted to peacefnl aud united agltation for
homa rule, have these asperities been modl-
fled and these lines to a great extent broken
dowm, to the benelit of all the momentous in-
terests concerned. Ho goon as the troubles
between tho counties of the south and west
of TIrelnod (troubles based exclusively on
sentimental differences of past times) had
been emoothed out, the leaders of the Irish
purty set themselves to the task of Including
in the moveinent such countles ss Antrim
and Derry, where the Irlah Presbyterlans
chielly ara to be found, separated from other
Irlshwen by differences In race and creed,
by their relution to the English Crown, and
Ly usages sud customs. By subordinating
all other walters to the chlef and essentlal
end of securing homo rule to the country,
success rewarded the efflorts of the lepd-
ers in this direction far beyond the
expectation of frlend or foe, and
the thirty-lwo countles, united for
the first time by a common lmpulse and
asplration, secured the moral and substan-
tial eupport withheld, both in England and
In thie United States, so long s the Internal
divisions of the Irlsh population seemed to
render all agitation hopeless,

While this result, so stroogly significant
of good leadership and unwavering patriotio
purpose on the part of the people, has been
secured at home, many Irishmen abroad,
consplouously those of New York, have con-
tinued to perpetuate the purely artifiolsl
difforences, bused on party lines, Ly the con-
tnusd existence aud support of organizs-
tions, membership lu which is limited to
men of a singlo county and thelr descend-
ants. Scparnted, and to soms extent bos-
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tile to each other, thesa socloties have, In &
gocial, banavolent, and patriotio way, accom-
plished far less than they could have done,
and may do, It united Into one association,
amvated by A common purposs.

Those at the head of the pressnt move-
ment for gathering togethor all Irlshmen
rosident in New York Into a single orgm
tion, in the future to do the work hi
divided between twenty-elght orgaulzations,
are antioua that the county differences of
the past should no longer he fostered, and
that a more progressive and enlightansd
view of the dutles which Irlshmen ows to
ench other should be established and prevall
among men of like heritage and common
destiny, What degres of sucoess they have
achlieved In smoothing out, and abating the
rivairies known to exist, cannot be deter-
mined until a definite plan Is agreed to and
has procursd the assent of at least a ma-
jority of tho twenty-elght societies in town.
But, successful or not, it ls certainly &
movemaent in the right direction, madeat an
opportune time, for the situation of affalrsin
Ireland Is such that, at this moment, unlon
at almost any saerifice [s most in demand.
Certalnly the Irishmen of New York, while
retaining the cherlshed associations which
cling to recollection of home, kindred, and
neighbors, can sst & good example to Irish-
men in other cities by showing themselves
willing to sink unessen and oftentimes
accldental differences upon county
divislons for the purpose of sssisting the
cause of thelr common country and of pro-
moting the prpspects of its deliverancs from
the llle and abuses of which they have so
long compluined, The proposition to gather
under a single head the Irish mocleties of
this city ia a lung stop in that directlion,
and I1s well worth the cpnsideration of all
Irishmen in whom pat regard for the
land of thelr birth is paramount to small
temporary advantage.

The Falr and the Unlona

The labor problem is one of the numerous
burdens that strain the minds of the Chi-
eago World's Falr Directory. An Immense
number of workingmen will have to be em-
ployed upon the various undertakings of the
Fair; and the trades’ and labor unlons of
Chicago have Informed the Directory of the
‘conditlons which they insist must prevall in
all contraets for labor to be done ln prepara-
tion for it, They bhave seérved upon the
Board of Directorsa notice of their demands,
in which they rather threateningly eall the
attention of the Directory to "'tha great un-
rest of tho Industrinl mosses, and the very
eensitlye nature of the relations of em-
plovers and employees, not alone In Chlcago
but throughout the elvilized world;" and
thiey recall the labordisturbances of 1877 and
1886. The propositions which they make to
the Directory are these:

*1 The smployment of union Iabor ag far as possible.
2. Eight honra. X Prefersnos given to local reatdants
and American eltizens. 4. A minimom rate of wages of
$1.00 par day of elehit bours for unskilled, nmorganized
labor. 8. The esiablishment of & system of arbitration
to include all cases of disy belwesn pleyers and
smployess.’

Much of thls programme i reasonable
enough. In the bullding trades the unlon
labor will naturally be preferred as contain-
ing a large number of the best resldent
workmen ; and the Chlcago labor unions seem
dispoeed to treat the non-unlon men fairly.
Though the Falr I8 suppoaed to be a natlonal
enterprise, it Is just that the Chicago work-
men should be preferred. The danger is
that if the Fair work Is ever seriously begun,
there will be a rush of unemployed labor to
Ohicago, and that there may be hardship In
store for thoee who are unable to get joba.
Arbitration 18 all right, on paper. The
trouble 13 that if the decizlon of the
arbitrators In any particular case dls-
satistles one of the parties, as It must,
thers ls nothing to prevent the dissatlsfied
party from refusing to accept the desislon,
The Directory would be bound, for it couldn't
afford to fight the unions, but what is thers
to bind the unlons? The employment, too,
of unorganized labor by the slde of organ-
ized {8 pretty sure to result Indisputes,

The fixing of minimum wages for un-
skilled labor seems decldedly premature-
The Chleago enterprisa should be a busl-
ness enterprise, nnd Its business will have
to be munaged with more wisdom and
economy than have yet been displayed
by the persons in charge of it, 1t it Is not to
be an enormous fallure. The market rate
of wages s what business men pay in
their private enterprises; it Is what they
ghould pay In public enterprises. The em-
ployments of unpkllled labor are so numer-
ous that It Is foolish to attempt to fix &
minimum of wagesfor all kinds of it.

The epokeaman of the delegation that laid
the propositions of the trades’ and labor un-
fons before the Directory sald that * the Ex-
position was a publicenterprise, and he want-
ed the Directory to recognize the question
of eight hours as a moral principle.” Now
itls a moral principle that a man should get
elght hours' pay for elght hours' work, and
the principle ls sufficlently established to
need no recognition from the Directors of
the Chicago Falr or anybody elae, And the
work on the Fair has been delayed so long
that Jonger rather than shorter hours
will he required. The simplest way toavold
all dlgputes about overtime would seem to
La to pay each workinan by the hour, and
let him work as many hours as he pleases.
The Chicago Fair Directory will have
g0 hard & row to hoe that the Ianbor
unions ought to be very gentle and
long-suffering. Untll it appears how big
the hules In the subseription list mre, It is
orowding theo mourners to make the unfor-
tunate Directors accept hard terms in con-
tracts which they may not be able to fulfll,

Czarevich to thiscity next spring., There is
no doubt the Russian Minister has made the
Tsungll Yamén understand that nothing short
of a personal Interview wounld be acceptable to
the future Emperor of Rusala. and that he
would vot thiok of a prostration or any other
Lumiliating conditions to the audisnes.

The ceremony in the case of the Ministers
will be quite simple. but the s ce of It
to the Chiness people will be mreal. That
thelr Emperor should recelv® the Ministers
without the Kotowr, or any other evidence of
vaasalage or inferlority while (b his presence,
will be to the native mind the strongest possi-
ble evidence of Ohloa's true place—ol her
squality, and nothing wore, In the family of
nations,

It is atill more interesting to know what cer-
emonion are to be observed atl the Emperors
reception of the Czarevigh. Certainly no one
here expects the latter to stand while the. Em-
peororsits, orto bediamissed with a few ques-
tions and a bow, aa will probably be the onse
with the forelgn Ministers. Evary ope Is anx-
jous to know If be will reccive the honor, un-
kuown in Ching, of & seat in the jmperial
pressnce. Will he be permitted to partaks of
refreshments with the Bon of Heaven ?

Forelgners ean scarely appreciate the mo-
mentous charagter of these acta In this coun-
uy. Dinguise or glld it as we may, they will
stagaer the native mind, and shake its falth In

Wasnrnaoron, Feb. 35.—Only one new wars
ship is provided for in the appropriation bill
which has just been mgreed upon in confar-
onee. Yot this is ne alen of waning interest in
the navy on the part of Congress, aince ihis
one vesssl Is to cost more than the sntire flest
of Roach orufsers with which the modern es-
tablishment wan started a few yoars ago.

The coat of the Chicago was $389,000; that of
tho Bostom, $610,000: thut of the Atianta
$017,000; that of the Dolphin, $815.000, The
new vesssl, whioh (s unarmored, has Its limit
of cost fixed at #2.750,000, and one Nkeltis
now under construstion at a comtract prios of
$2,725.000, exclusive of premiums for extra
spoed, Thus Crufssr No. 18, as the new vesssl
will no doubt be called untll she reeeives her
final name, will probably cost about as mueh
a4 the four vessels just enumerated with the
Potrel added. Their agerogale dlsplacements
are upward of 13,000 tons, whilp hers will bs
about 7.800; but the enormous 20,000 horess
power of ths new vessol exceeds by many
thonsands the combinsd power of the five
ships just mentioned. And with ber extra-
ordioary maximum spsed of 22 knots she Is ta
have other qualities, Including sonl sndurance
and proteetion for her machinery, sush as
mark a very great advanas over onr plonser
erdisers of slx or slght years ago, and are
provortionally axpenel ra.

While this aingie atiditions! vossel fa to be so
remarkable in efMciency, the naval appropria-
tion as & whols /s muoech larger than last
year's, whioh authorized much greater addi-
tions to the navy. This results from the fact
that the imstallments of payment for these and
other vessels will be very heavv during the
eming year. The vesseln recently begun ars
vory oxpansive. The Indiana and the Masm.
chnsetts will coat $2.120.000 sach: the Oregon,
$3.180,000; the New Yoik. which will be our
biggest and finest ship at the naval review of
1803 In New York barber, will sost $3.985,-
000 Crulser No. 12, $2,725.000; Cruiser No. 18,
probably aboutthe rame. Thus thess six veaseln
will cost for bulls and machizery an agare-
zate of abont $17.850,000, and the speed pre«
minms payable on them will probably carry
t' e total abovae $18,000,000, exclusive of bats
terien. When the eonstruction of the new navy
was berun the Iargest vessel proposad cost less
than $800,000; but now, with no fewer thaa
six authorized, costing an average of $8,000,-
000 smoh, the angual bill until they Rre Dalshed
will be heavy, apart from further additions

It bad been thought that Congress might dl-
re't the supply of a few more torpefdio boath,
which can be bullt for about s100.000 each.
But the path in this form of nayal constrnstion
{s parbaps not wholly eclear as yet. The tor
pado eraft have rivals for favor In the Ericason
submarige gun, which had yot to be teated
under nn appropristion made by Congress
and aisno in the pnenmatio or alr torpedoes
supplied to the Vesuvius, as yet not fally tried
with explosives on that vessel Perbapa the
fifty-second Congress may have more light on
these matters, and Torpedo Boat No. 1 will
then also Le ready or peariy so.

But the new torpedo crulser of 750 toas, to

VU0 or $500,000 Is iteell sumgestive. Posslbly &
veassl of thattyre I8 no longer deemsed nsces-
sary. After all. it is better svited so Enropean
waters. where it will have flests of torpedo
boats to attack. Tho coul-earrying restrictions
of sueh o eraft would mive It but Hmited use
here, even In time of war, and its arnising ser-
vice In peace could be of vary little value.
