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F'he Imulter of Five Hundred Milltons.

It Is less than three years since the
mewly appointed Minlster to China made a
publio declaration of the loathing and de-
tastation with which he regards tho Chiness
people. He compared Lhem (o & pestllontial
disease, to be shut out from our land like
any other pest, under the ordinary police
puwers of the Government.

Describing a personal inspection of the
Chinese In that quarter ot SBan Franclaco
where they are numerous, Mr. Bram ex-
elalmed: “From the moment I saw that
seethlng, blood-curdilng ocurse, Chinatown
in Ban Francisco, I felt as though there had
beon planted in the vitals of American
elvilization the seeds of death unless the
upss plant could be rooted up and ex-
tirpated."”

Continuing, 1o the Benate chamber on
Bapt. 18, 1888, the new Minister to China pro-
tested that the measurs of exclusion then
panding did not go far enough. "I belleve,”
sald Mr, Bratn, *'that most of thoss China-
men, at least all who have arrived here since
the enactment of our law against their In-
trodiiotion, can be by force of Iaw removed
from the Iand to-day, and this great contl-
nental nuisance, which finds its nucleus
‘Slierw In Chinatown, In the oity of Ban Fran-
dlaco, ciun' be removed urtder the ordinary
law of the land; snd it ought to be mbated
by Btate and by nnuunnl law.”

What Mr. BLais apparently wanted wasa
sironger and more radicul law, sotually ex-
pelling by force the Chiness who had
already noquired a residencein this country,
We do not see that any other construotion
edn bs put upon the language In which he
earvled still further his extraordinary com-
patison of the Chinese population to a loath-
some ant paatilential disease, *The ennbt-
ment of thiabill Into a law," sald tho now Mla-
Istér to Pekin, *' will notreach theevil largely
undetr which they are laborlog on the Pacific
eoast. It leavea it thero In all the intensity
fa which it now exists, leaves these com.
munloable diseases spreading everywhere
already, and which will continue to spread
and devasiate their population, and, finally,
undoubtedly reach populations further East
unless theres be positive and aggressive and
additional measures taken to extirpate the
evil.”

No wonder the publicatinn by TaE SuN of
these brutal remarks concerning the nation
to which he, of all men, is now to be acored-
ited, has ralsed in Mr. BLAIR's mind some
doubt ms to whether his reception at Pekin
is llkely to be cordial. He wants togo to
Chions, for the salary ls large, the uffice is

Souorable, and Mr. BLAIR is nowa states-
man out ol & job. It Is not surprising,
therefore, to find Mr. Brair explain-
lug that his remarks on the pestilen-
tial characler of the Chinese people were
intended to ba taken merely In a Pick-
wickian sense. * He tells mo," writes the
Washington correspondent of the New York
Herald, * that his strictures upon the Chi-
nese have been uttered, not againat them an a
nation, but against thelr habits and Influence
as they find expression on the Facific coast.”

We fear that this apology, suggested Ly
the very unpleasant and Inconvenlent situa-
tion in which Mr. BLATR now finds himselr,
will not satiafy the keen-witted statesmen of
the Middle Kingdom. It would no doubt Le
agreeabls to Mr. BLATR to have the Forelgn
Ofice at Pekin belleve that although he may
not quite approve ot Chinatown, In Ban
Franciscy, he entertalns for the Chinesa
charaeter and civilization, as manifested at
Lome Iin Asin, the highest respect and the
sincerest admiration,

Unfortunately for Mr. BLATR, the Record
shows that he had not merely a few thou-
sand Chinese Immigrants In mind when hea
compared the Chinaman to a pestilential
disease, but the whole population, eiviliza-
tion, and manners and customs of the
Chinese Empire. We quote from page 8,375
of volume 19, part 9, of the Cungressional
Record :

“Mr. Cart—1 thivk the Almighty is & better judgs
than the Sepstor iMr. Brainl and whap He rrested
four bundrid milllon or ive hubdred willion of Chiness
peeple. 1l knew batter than the Esnater from New
Hampshire.

“Mr Brain—Me creaied yeilow fewr in the same way,
aosording s the Smator's redsoning, and therefore yatlow
Jewor ba & pood IAIng, and nef fo be avolded by (host whop
crnatiiutions are adapied ko yellow feyer,

*Mr. Oair—That is the Senator's arjument, snd
there ls s great deal of that sort of argument in the
world. and that s the argument on which this bill {a
supported: thal the Almighty created yellow faver and
e Ohinamen, and that they are ene and the same, and
B0 be abated in the sama way."

Only two honorable courses arc open to a
man in Mr, BLam's present position. One
is to make & publio apology for the amazing
insult publioly flung at the four or five
hundred million subjects of a friendly and
sensitive power. The other is to glve the
FPresident an opportunity to solest & more
sultable and welcome person to succeed Col.
DzxaYas Envoy Extraordinary and Minister
Plenipotentiary of the United States to China,
Under the exlsting ciroumstances nothiog s
more oertaln than that Mr, HeExgy W.
Bram's ocaresr at Pekin will be nelther
plessant to himsel! por wuseful to this
ocountry.

What the Women's Councll Wants.

The desires of the Women's Counocll lately
held at Washington are expressed In a se-
ries of resolutions passed by its represents-
tive Board, They give no indication what-
evar of any politioal ambition,

The Methodist Church Is asked to admit
women to the General Conference, and the
various churches are urged to put women
on the Bunday Bohool Lesson Committes
and all committees for the reviglon of thelr
creads. The Natlonal Divorce Reform
Leaguo is reminded that Atly and rightfully
women should sit on its Board. The Gov-
srnment Is petitioned to pay its employeea
equal woges for equal work, and to oon-
sider oy and not sex in selecting
the workers, A committes s to report " sug-
meations for & businees costume for women,
which shall meet the demands of health,
comfort, and good taste. Finally, the
alsughter of birds for the sole purposs of
ornamentation ls denounced, and the Coun-
cil agrees to furnish a block of stone or
marble, sultably Inscribed, to be placed in
tha monument to be erected over the grave
of the mother of WasEINGTON,

No violent objection can reasonably be
mads to any ons of thess requests and
finclarations of sentiment and purpose. The
Mathodist laity, by s largo mnjority, having
eapressed their dea'ro for the admisslon of
women to the Oeneral Conference, Lhe

preachers will probably follow sult before

long, and the slstors will take part
In the legislation of the denomina-
tlon. Thia eeems to bs an entirely

proper Invovation, for Methodism does
not require that women shall keep sllent In
the churches, It rather sncourages tham to
ralsa tholr volees In prayar and exhiortation,
and without thelr zeal its lifs would go out,
1t church creeds are to be revised, women
are not unreasonablo in asking that they
should bs consulted as to the matter, for
they are much more devout In their bellef
than the Lrethren. Burely, thsy ought to
have something to say about what thelr
bellef la.

OF courne, I It is necoasary to have a Na-
tional Divorra Reform Leagues at all, women
oughd to ba represented In It. The majority
of divorces ares obtalned by wives, and the
causes of divores have been Increased for
the benefit of women almost wholly, The
whola question is of far greater concern to
them than to men. By avery reason of
right, justica, and sonnd business polloy
women ought to have equal wages with
men whenever thelr labor Is worth as
much. If s sultabls busluess costume
ean bs devised for women, and It they
will woar |t Instead of thelr present
garmenta, frequently (1l adapted for work In
compatition with men, the new fashion ought
to be Introduced. Il women universally
would refuse to wear birds for ornament,
the alaughter of birds for the purposs would
censs; but logloally the Counell should go
furthar and demand that seals and other
fur-bearing animals should not be killed to
gratify feminine luxury and vanity, Un-
doubtedly thera Is a very pretty sentimant
in women's providing a block to be Included
in the MARY WaAsmEINGoTON monument,

It is remarkable, however, that this manl-
fasto totally ignores the subject of woman
suffrage. It msks for raprossatation in the
church and In reformatory movements,
but says vothiog sbout representation In
the State,

The Grounds for Dilvorce.

Another Jady belénging to the highest
cirele of fashion In town has obtalned a full
divorce In Delaware on grounds whioh are
not sufficlent for the absolute disruption of
the marriage bonds In this Btate. Those
groupds ns descrlbed In the decree of dl-
vorce are desertion and wilful neglect to
provide for bher proper support.

Divoroa for these eauses, and the further
oauses of habitual drunkenness and crueity,
Is allowed In most of the Btates of the Unlon,
on the theory that they make the matri-
monial bonda intolerable fetters to women
more #spaclally. It Is contended that not
adultery Itsel! Is more destruotive of the
peacs and order of the family and more un-
endurable by the outraged matrimonial
partner. Hence, If full divorcs is to be
granted at all, the argument is, it should be
granted for such causes no leas than for the
single cause permitted In this State.

11, as the Roman Catholics contend, mar-
rlage Ia a sacrament, It is ndissoluble, except
by death. Whatever the civil law, and
whatever thes offences committed against it,
religlons obligation requires that it shall
remain unbroken, The married palr must
take thie consequences, whether they Le
good or evil. But when Protestantism
denied the sacramental character of mar-
ringe, the way was opened for thedissolution
of the contract for various causes. Among
thess willul  desertion was early me-
counted as sufficlent and as defensible
on Biblieal grounds, When, tno, mar-
riags became o clvil contract regulated by
the State, the law determined what should
conatitute the vivlations destructive of its
Linding force; and among these moat of the
Btates have included the offences for whieh
this Delaware divorce has been obtalned. If
the husband deserta the wife and does not
support her, or If by reason of his habitual
drunkenness and cruelty he makes
It impossible for her to live with
him io seocurlty, the statutes of thess
States dissolve the marriage as a con-
tract violated In Its most important pro-
vlsivns. They also make the divorcs com-
plete on the ground that otherwlse the Inno-
cent party might suffer great hardship, and
that possible fnjury to morals and tothe
wellare of children would result. In this
particular case of which we speak, the wife
was not in need of her husband’s peouniary
support, the need belng rather on the other
slde; but the facts of the desertlon and the
fallure to provide support were proved, and
8he recelved the divores accordingly,

The clreumstance that this lady and so
many others of the same conservatlve social
clrele go outside of thelr own Btate to take ad-
vantage of these more liberal laws indicates
how strong Is the demand for them even
among women who belong to Protestant
Chyrches which countenance dlvorce on no
other grounds than those permitted by our
law. Most of the women are members of
the Episcopal Church, which makes adultery
the sole cause for divorce. Yet they
have obtalned the diesolution of thelr mar-
riages for other causes without soclal disap-
proval; and some of them have married
again and soclety has shown no resentment
agiinst the step. Whatever the Church
says, and whatever the law of the Btate
commands, New York soclety practically de-
clares lts approval of the free divorce of
other Btates.

The Biblical argument for divorce for
adnltery alone loses much of its force, too,
under the liberty of Beriptural eritlelsm
proclaimed by Prof, Briaos for the Presby-
terians, and Indirectly sustained by Bishop
PorTER of the Eplscopalians in his high
commendation of that theologlan, If the
Bible Is to Le taken as the Word of Gop only
80 far as It approves Itsell to the reason,
it may be argued logically.that the true
grounds for divorce are the reasonable
grounds, not merely those drawn from
the letter of the Beriptures. It may be sald
that soclety must enact divoroe lawa for [t-
self without undertaking to follow nreclsely
commands of Scripture which are differently
interpreted by theologians themselyes, That
In practically wiyat the States have done In
treating marriage as a olvil contract.

At this time when women are asserting
thelr rights so oonsplouously, the subject ls
brought into greater prominence than sver
before, By countennncing and justifyving dl-
vorees obtalned on other grouuds than adul-
tery merely, the women uf New York society
are virtually declaring themselves against
the suthority of the Church and the law of
this State. It Is a very Interesting and a
very remarkable situation.

Yocal Musio In the Publie Schools,

Mr. Gauex R. Hrrr of Albany has iniro-
dueed Into the Assembly a bill entitled ** Ay
aot in relation to the study of voeal musio
In the publle #chools of New York."”

The purpose of the bill seems to be to
compel instruction in alnging to be given in
the publie schools of all our citles and
large towns, The measure 18 not merely
permiasive, but mandatory. It provides
that the course of study in each of
the Btate normal schoole shall embrace
fustruction In  voeal musle; that  the
Board of Edueation in each city in the Stale
shall cause frea Inatruction to Le given In
vocal miusle o tha gty schonlst that tha

Boln! of Eduoation of each union free
school district Incorporated by special act of
the Lagisiature shall canss like Inatruotion
In sloging to be glvan in the schools under
thielr charge unless excused from so dolng
by the Btate Buperintendent of Publie In-
struotion; and finally, that the State Buper.
intendent shinll provide for Instruoction In
vocal mugice at all teschiers’ inatitutes,

We can see no occaslon for A compulsory
enactment of this nature. If tha peuple of
any locality deslre that singing shall
be taught to the puplls in their public
sohools, they can he allowed tn have this
tdone and defray the cost out of the local
school moneyvs ratssd by taxation: but the
matter seema ona appropriate for the axer-
olss of local option rather than for man-
datory legislation, except, psrhaps, ao far as
the State normal schools are concerned.

Back of this question, howéver, lles an-
other and much more Important Inguiry
ralating to tho extent to whioh mccomplish-
menta pure and simple should be taught at
all In the publio achools, Almost all Amerl-
cans are agread as tothe propriety of giving
instruction at ths expense of the Btats In
those elementnry branches ol knowledge
which are regarded as easential to Nt
the young for the discharge of their
future dutles as oitizens. No one ques-
tions the expediency of tsaching reading.
writiog, mathématios, geography, and hls-
tory in the publio schools; but it is a little
mors diffouit to justify the taxation of the
whole community—and It must bé remem-
bered that the taxes fall on the poor as weil
a8 upon the rioch—In order to teach boys and
giris how to sing. Bo far as thelr future
walfare Is conoerned, weareinclibed tothink
the boyn would profit quite as much by belng
taught how to shoot the rifie and the girls
by belng taught how to dance.

In no vitw that oocurs to us doss there
ssem to be any neceasity for the énactment
of such a blll as that wlilch has besn Intro-
duoced by Mr. Hirr. There I8 not any rea-
son to fear that singlng will die out In the
Btateof New York, even If this bill falls to
becomns a Iaw. The Bunday schools and Lthe
village cholirs oau be relled upon to prevent
any such untoward result,

Are Cathollos ‘KExeluded from
OMoes?

That admirable Journal, the Cutholic News,
which s conducted by Mr. JONN GILMARY
SHEA with learning, abllity, and judgment,
thinks that Oatholics are batter off in the
Canadian provinces than In the United
States, Here, our contemporary reasons,
& Catholle cannot aspire te be Governor, or
SBenator, or scarcely sven n member of the
Honde of Represeniatives; and not ona can
ever be Buparintendent of Schoold.

As a matter of principle this cettainly is
not so. Our laws confer equal rights upon
citlzens of every form ot religion or Irre-
liglon; and as s matter of fact, wedo not
think it ls 8o; at any rate there Is no expe-
rlenve to prove It. Years ago, in some of the
States, thers was among the members of
certaln Protestapt denominstions a consid-
erable degree of prejudice against Catholles,
remalnlng from the old Puritan dootrines
and pollcles; but it Is now pratty mudh re-
movad. The fact is rather that in this part
of the country no Cathollca of eminenos and
acknowledged capacity enter Into the com-
petition for the larger prizes of politics.
There Is no reason why there should not be
& Catbolle Governor of New York, or Sena-
tor or Cabinet Minister, just as there are
now Judgea of the Bupreme Court,

As goon as the right men offer them-
selven every restriction willdisappear; while
i Loulslana, for inatance, and we believe In
Maryland also, there hava been Uiovernors
and Senatora who have baen Catholies,

How Much Would It Be?

Bup; the Demooratic National Conven-
tion should be Induced to nominats GrovEn
CLRVELAXD for Presldent next year, huw
would the Btate of New York stand In the
decisive November voting ?

The Recorder and the District Atterney are
both eorrset in deelaring that more business
should, with the existing faslities, be dlsposed
of by the eriminal eourts.
