When he was taken to the hotel on Wednes-
day & messenxer was sent for Dr. P. F.
Chambers, The Dootor found his tempera-
tore 108, and feared pneumonin On Thursday
morning be called Dr. Henry F. Walker In con-
sultation, as he had found declded symotoms
of pnsumonia. Mrs. Barrett came on from
Poston. and sald she feared the worst.
At her request they telegraphed for
Joseph T. Oliver of Doaton, Mr. Earrett's
family physloian., Dy this time pneumonia
was clearly developed, but it was thought the
patient would pull through.

Mra. Barrett and the dootors were at hia bad-
side all yestarday. Mr, Barrett was very qulet,
and slept a mreat deal. He frequently ook
nourishment in the form of broth and ol:lm-
pagne,

At 5 P. M. the doctors held a consultation,
and found Mr. Barrett's eondition not so zood.
They th n had litle hope of his living.

Mra Barrett asked how long he could live,
and they told her probably until Bunday. Mr.
Barrett was conscious. and anawered aues-
tions feably. Bhortly after this he sank into a
deop sleop.

Another consultation was held nt 10 o'clock
last night. A chang ifor the worse was appar-
ent, Histemp ratnurs w-v 1053, and his heart
was much wo 1keueld, 'L'hodoctory saw it was
a question of ar bo: or two, 8od so told Mrs,
Barretr,

Mr. Darrett {oll into n stupor, from whioh he
waa aroused with great dificnlty, He could
not spsak. He remained in this condition un
thl 10:45 o'clock, when ha died,

No one was in the 100m exoept Mra. Barrett,
the thrae doctors, the tralned nurse. and the
managers of Booth and Barrett.

The pneumonia would probably not have
killed Mr. Barrett. thé doctors say, had it
not been complicated with leucocythaemia
that {s, the glandular inflammation sccom-
panylng {impoverishmentof the blood which has
troubled him for two years, and which was the
cause ol the surgieal operation which he re-
@sntly underwent.

Dr, Oliver says that he was peonliarly llable
to pneumonia and knew It and that he alno
knew he would fall an easy prey to the dlveans
on ascount of the Impoverishment of his blood.
The immediate cause of death was failure of
the heart.
