EXPERIMENTS THAT ARE INTERRSYING
BUT NOT RENARKABLY SUOCESAFUL.

The Sad suce oF the Good Woman
of Evanst Til,, in Rassing a Co-.ap
tive Kitshen~A Nationalist Bearding
IMonse Betablished in Naa Francisce,

Beveral experiments with natiooalist theo-
ries are being tried on & modest scale in vari-
ous parts of the country. One of the moet in-
teresting, which was not Intended ma a tost of
Ballamy’s ideas, recontly mot with lamentable
fafture st Evanston, IIL. That was & co-
operative food supply acheme, Wwhich
falled through & eombinstion of wunfor-
tunate elreumstances, but which deserved
soboses, It was undertaken by about
forty famillca of the best peonle In
the aristooratio suburb of Chioago, and the
sorvant nulsance waa the exasperating
eauss. The housewives of Evanston found it
impossible to secure competant servants At
falr or any wages. This peems to be the uni-
wersal somplaint of suburban wives, and no
doubt the women In jhousanda of homes a few
miles out of New York will sympathize hearti-
1y with thelir siaters of Evanston In thelr des-
perate search for a remedy.

The evil in Evanston was a little worse, par-
bape, than that whioh exists in the outlylng
distriots of Ea~tern eities. The sdvance on
olty wages which the Evanston women were
willlag to pay was not sufficlent to Induee ca-
pable servants to live outside of Chicago, Buch
pervants as were willing to go out to suburban
sarvice were pre(ty aure to have some serious
defect In character or capacity, The most
common fault was in temper, and it was & com-
paring of experlences with impudent " help*™
which led to the sugaestion of a coiperative
kitahen. Husbands wers consulied, snd the
fdea rapidly took ashape. Abous forty
familiea. numberlog 200 persons, aareed
to patronise the kitshen. Plenty nf money was
forthcoming. Juariers were established in
the oentre of the town, and the equipment of &
well-appointed hotel kitchen was provided.
The underiaking was to deliver well-cooked
mealp ready to go on the table three times
dally at the homes of the subscribers, To do
tuis renuired three or four pecullasty Ntted
delivery waguns. Eaoh family waa served with
food In woat was termed a " kitchener."
This was & tin affair of about & foot deep and
two by three feet horizontally, divided into
compartmenis, and each oompurtment sur-
rounded by bot water, In addition, the wasgons
enoh carried s amall stoveto keep the food hot,

This vortion of the arrangement was the
only one that was In the nature of an expeil-
ment, and it accomplished everything that was

expected of it. Except that from five to fiftesn
