The great diffioulty in tho Weastern agrl-
¢ulfural States (s that the farmers have
undertaken & very largo business with a aap-
ital of their own antirely Inadequate. Find-
ing agriculture profitable, they rushed
ahead and bought additional latds with
‘borrowed money, agreeing to pay for It
‘exaggerated rates of interest. It has
turned out that the obligations thus as-
sumed have besn beyond the borrowers'
abllity; and when the case has been ag-
gravated by a fallure of orops, the result
lins necessarlly Leen poverty and distresa.

It is only another case of peopla enterlng
into business entirely beyond their means.
Tlers ls no mystery about it at all, It Is the
Uld'story over agaln; and no gongrésses are
neoegsary to find the remedy. '

v The Modern Cathedral ldoa.

Our first proposition is that a Protestant
eithedral church in America should not be
bullt on the lines of medismval oathedrals,
but should consist of a wide, open central
aren, with comparatively short arms,

Glven thls ground plan, what aspect
should, the building present? With what
forms, in what style, should it be carried
out? Unqguestionably not In any of the
styles Included under the general name of
pointed or Gothlo architeoture,

A style Is mersly a garment naturally de-
veloped to fit a certaln body which is the
fundamental architeotural conception. A
marment proper to ona conception may, of
couras, be cut and pleced, twisted, and foroed
to some different uss, But by such a process
po noble architectura wus ever produced.
A pgood bullding means, above all, a
bullding which Is logleal, whioh In all Its
parta expressos the central iden.

Now, tho character of an architectural oon-
coption ' 1s fixed by the character of the
around plan, Indeed, the plari ¢s the con-
coption, since it determines areas, propor-
tions, and all important features, external as
well as internal. If, then, we thinkof a
church with short arms and a wide central
aren, the Gothio styles are barred out at
ones, not by any dictum of mere taste or
any unveasoning regard for precodent,
but beoauss their exoellence lles in thelr
adaptation to a conception of a wholly differ-
ent kind, Each and all the features and de-
talls of poloted arohitecturs grew naturally
from the deeirs to bulld long Interior
arcades converging toward a small central
evace whioh hardly Impresses Itsell upon
the oys, to cover them with stone cellings,
and to give rcom for s much a8 posaible of
thiat painted glaes which (o thoss days had »
true utllity as " the Bible of the populace.

Take away the long cholr needed for fre-
quent processions and elaborate oeremo-
nials; take away the long nave amid whose
columns ons might only listen afaroff tos
sorvioe vicariously offered, and add Instead
faoilities toineet the modern loveof personal
comfort. the modern need to hear and see
end joln In the service; take away the ne-
cessity for walls of painted glass, as it has
been superseded by the necessity of reading
oug’'s prayer book; take away the chapels
and side altars of intercessional saints;
change all this, and we not only change the
ground plan, but abstract the causes which
gave Gothlo forms thelr common sense,
their vitality. thelir bemuty,

And then there ia the question of covering
& broad central ares. Inthe small ares of
suedlmval ohurches stood, at first, the altar
or the cholr, and above it rose a tall win.
dowed lantern, earriad up still further as
tower and spire. These features survived in
Euogland all through the Gothlo periods,
while the French, better architects because
more logical, did away with them when the
emstorn lmb was extended to hold both altar
and cholr, and the crossing lost that high
accloslological significance which demanded
architectural acoentuation. But neither the
long, unbroken French roof ridge, nor the
tall, narrow Eoglish tower can cover the
broad ares of » charactaristioally modern oa-

tial obaracter of s dome |8 breadtb, expan
lton.mdm-ununl character of Gothlo

features o mhl. muul extendlon. A
sight of sertaln Itallan baptisteries M enough
to prove that a Gothlo dome Is & hybrid, un-
satiafactory thing; and If we fancy one of
the size we should need sutmounting &
church with arms of briel extension, we
imagine & hybrid bullding, where the gen-
eral conception is based on the idea of
breadth, but |s fatly contradictsd by the
expression of Its component parts. The
greatest architect who ever lived epuld hard-
ly make such a church satisfactory. We
must bulld our ohuroh as churches of a
similar sort have been bullt, whenever and
wherever arohitecture haa been really alive.

This means either In a Byzantine or In a
Renalssanne atyls. It Is not many years
since, with RicwArpsox's genlus rullng
the Imagination and seaming to shape a
possible future for our art, s Byzanilne
scheme might have seemed feasible, If not
distinotly advisable. But yodr by yedr it
grows olearer that Renalssawos art, fret
developed to meet the needs of modern
times and still most snitabls to the spirit
and talents of modern men, is the fashion
which will sventually survive Ii our tangled
architectural struggle. There la no space
here to entar Into the many reasons why
this [s trus, But we may give certain prac-
tical reasons why, to-Uay at least, wo must
look to Tienalasanos precsdants to halp us in
bullding a eathedral. OI course it should
nol. bs bullt by an ustralned tyro, In-
spired by vague motlona with regard to a
future style; and all our architects
who have been thoroughly trained havs,
directly or indirectly, been trained in France
and almost exolusively upon Henalssance
{deas, If they ecan thoroughly master any
kind of art, It s this. Mdreover, this
kind docas not demand so widesproad or so
high a degroo of exosllenca In the artisans
who executs tha architect's ronception. The
essance of Renalssanse decoration is, within
limits, repetition, uniformity; the easench
of Gothio or Dy'santine dscoration is a pers
petual variety which demands an amount
of artistio Inaplration and skill that, as yet,
no one will alaim for American artisans, or
even for Amerloati ardhitecta designing
decoration, We rmight have a great cathe-
dral beautifully carried out with Renals-
sance ornament; we could fot have It beau-
tifully carried otit with orndfmoent of any
other kind,

Again, whatever thoy may hold as regards
architacture, faw people will deny that the
renalssanos a8 oppoeed to tha medieval jdeal
1s, In paintiog and sculpture, that of the world
ol to-day. Amnd, of courss, no one oan deny
that upon (t our painters and scuiptors have
been tralned. If we want good painting
ahd sodipture to complets the beauty of
our ¢athedral, the oathedral cahnot be me-
di@val i epirit, Fancy a porcli like that
of Arles or of Chartres and Br. GAUDENs
asked to people its pleérs. Fancy the Re-
nalssance glass of LA Farar filling the
windows of ® long Gothlo nave, or the
brush of any one of our beat young painters
trylng to fit itself to the wall spaces of a
Bysantine Interlor., Bomsthing effective,
somethihg even beautiful In a way, might be
done; but it would not be a good decoratlon,
welldeslgned and well finished, The church
would be a hybrid thing from end to end, tell-
Ing posterity that its bullders were otit of
harmony with the spirit of their time, and
had trled to accomplish something which 1n
the nature of things could hot be accom-
plished. The growth of a treeis not more
logloal than the growth of & fine bullding,
nor more dependent upon general extarnal
conditions. If mn socorn is sowi, it must
come up an oak; and aonditions favorsble to
palm trees will never develop good caks. A
modern oathedral in the true sense of the
term, a oathedral fitted to modern wants,
cannot be grown from (othio seed; nor can
a people who most paturally use Renals-
sanos fashions, do their best In another
way. Individual taste may revolt from the
oulcome of these truths, but lodividual ef-
forts cannot, In architecture, contend
againat the two great controlling fastors of
time and place. In our time, in this place,
there I8’ but one way in which a good ca-
thedral can be bullt, and we trust those
who have the present enterpriss In hand
may realize the truth.

A Billy Discussion About Artista.

An altogether profitless discussion as to
whether the younger generation of our New
York artists 1s equal to the vlder In moral
character and intellectual cultivation, has
been going on in the columns of the Com-
merolal Advertizer. "It Legan witha loiter
acousing the younger paloters of falllng be-
hind the old school in thesa qualities, and
the acoueation has been Indignantly re-
pelled by some correspondents and sustained
by others,

The truth is that formerly the artists were
divided Into the good, the bad, the medlocre,
and thas indifferent, both a8 to character and
accomplishments, and the same Is the case
now. There are more bad artists than when
the Academy of Deslgn was founded, be-
causa the total number of painters ls vastly
greater; but so also aré there more good
artists, and for the same reason. The
average techmioal quality of the paint-
ing ought to be bigher than for-
merly, for at present tne Instruction
is more thorough. Bo far as that goes,
the younger school have the advan-
tage over the older, though probably
real superlority and distinction are propor-
tionately as rare as they ever were, You
cannot make a great artist by technical
tralping merely. He must have the great-
nees to begin with, and the instruction only
serves to asslst its practical expression; but
by careful study and disclpline an artist of
average ability may be able to win and
hold a very respectable place In the
ranks of painters, when without them he
would recelve no consideration at all. Prob-
ably genius and conspicuois ability are as
frequent among our artists as among our
men of Jetters and the professionsgenerally.
Medlocrity is the rule, superiority the excep-
tion In all departments of human effort,

Ourariista of the pressut day are ulso Judgad
by » much severer standard than whs applied
to thelr predeceasors of & generation ago.
The taste and judgment of ploture buyers
are higher and more exacting, for they have
had more opportunity to ocultivate those
qualities by seeing truly great plotures,
They can institute comparisons which the
works of te older or by-goas guneration of
artists dia pot have to stand so frequansiy.

Tho growth in artistio taste In this coun-
try durlog the last twenty-ive years
alone has Dbeen very grea It
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artluuo produetlon falls of recognition at
this time, no mattar whenoe it comes, from A
forelgn or a domestia studio, from the baok-

or from the centre of motiopolltan
clviligation. It 18 bound to badiasaversd In
due time, It not immediately, True diss
tinction 18 always found out, though some-
timea (ta possessor has to dle before itis
acknowledged. Yet never before in the his-
tory of the world could aman so surely look
for the prompt reward of his welldoing as
he can now. Keen eyes are constantly on
the lookout to discover him.

As to the moral aharacter of artists, there
1s nothing now to b sald which eculd not
always be sald, Perhaps the artistio tem-
perametit I8 more lixely than others to ex-
press Itself in moral eccentricity; but, ap-
parently, that tendency Is less than It used
to be. Bohemianisih as a Wistinet In-
stitution or affectation has died out, and
painters are no longer distingulshable
from other professlons by their dress or
carriage. They look and aot llke othér
people, and If they would sapport them-
selves well, they are obliged to labor about
as mnethodically, Thelr morals, weimagine,
avernge AbGut the same aa those of men
generally ; bit when & mah buys & pldture
o dnes not foel It necessary to require from
the paintera certificats of moral character,
Thea charsotér of the ploture Ia what he 18
thinking about, and that only.

Vagaries of the Aral SBea.

Every littls while that most remarkable
body of water, the Aral Bea. gives geogra-
phera A fresh surprise. It is kdown $hat the
Aral 18 undergoing a process of desicoation,
which bius falr to result In its disappearance
nitogether; that Its great feeder, the Oxus
River, threatans again to desert the Aral
and pour Its waters Into the Caspian, & phe-
nomenon which hns ocourréd twies within
historlo times; that though It has no out-
let ita watar I8 merely brackish, and is
drunk by flocks and herds; and now Rus-
slan explorerd have made a new disdovery in
the shape of & sweet-water lnke almost unit-
ing with the inland sea, and geographers are
debating how and when it came there, and
why |ts waters are sweet.

For many years provious to 1870 the maps
showed a lotig nartow gulf, ealled the Gulf
ol Albu-Ghir, extending far southwest as an
arm of the sea. When the Russians made
thelr advanos on Khiva one column marched
down the weat coaat of the Aral Bea, expoot-
ing they would have to provide transporta-
tion acroas this gull before they redched the
Oxus and the capital they meant to capture.
Muszh to their surprise they did not find the
gulf which for three centuries had been
nocepted by geographers with Jmplielt
faith. They found, however, a sandy de-
pression where a gull may once have been.
Bince that campaign the Gulf of Albu-Ghir
has been sliminated from the maps.

A little whils sgo the Russlans, in the
course of explorations around the see, dis-
covered 4 new lake whose waters are sweet,
though it has no outlet. It occuples a part
of the depreasion which was found during
the Khiva oampaign. A narrow isthmus
separates it from the sea, Beveral hypotheses
have been advancsd to adeount for Its pres-
ence where previous explorers falled to see
it. The most reasonable conjecture seems
to be that of Mr. EDovaRD Braxo, who,
in & recent address before the Paris
Geographical Boclety, expressed the oplhlon
that In recent years, during some great flood
in the Oxus, such &s the enormous freshet
of 1818, when a great mass of Oxus water
was diverted far toward the Casplan Hea, a
oonslderable portion of this flood swept
northwesat into the depression of Afbu-Ghir,
excavating & channel and throwing up a
bar pafors It which still separates it from
the Aral Bea, After the fall of waters, the
chasnal which the rapld current had dug
still connected with the marshes of the
Jlower Oxus, and now carries a part of that
river into the new lake.

How is It that these waters, though they
have no oullet, remaln sweet? The very
curlous hypothesls by which the meagre
salinity of the Casplan sad Aral Beas Is ex-
plained Is also supposed to sccount for the
swoet waters of the new lake, The
Casplan and Aml Beas afe inerely
brackish., Around thelr shores are a
number of large gulls almost land
locked, and therofore nearly separated
from the seas. The depth of water In these
gulfe i8* small, and the evaporation Is enor-
mous. Currents from the seas areconstantly
petting Into these gulfs. The water nover
emerges Into the seas again, but disappears
through evaporation, leaving salilne de-
posits. The Aral and Casplan Beas, there-
fore, are constantly losing saline matter de-
posited In these great inlete, while they are
recelving water with very little salinity, and
it is supposed that the sallne matter re-
celved by the new fresh-water lake is ellm-
{nated In a similay manner.

The phenomena now observed In this part
of Asis by Russian explorers are specially |
Interesting because they throw light upon
remarkable conditions that have made the
geography of this region very curious, and
in some respects Lnexplicable,

Alliance Fress Law.

The Minnesota Legislature is an Alll-
ance body, and fully up to the Alliance
standard of eccentricity. It bas passed,
or attompted to pass, some extraordinary
bills, and naturally ite proceedings have
been criticlsed frankly by that portion of
the Minnesota press which doesn't believe
that it is necessary to stand on your head to
become s great thinker, or that wlsdom was
born Into the world with the Farmers' Alll-
ance, The Allance mind seems te have
boen pgreatly perturbed by these oritl-
clsms, It has therefore evolved a Bbill
for the purpose of Interféring with
the Minpesots newspapers, and & most
aweest messuré it Is. It provides that
*all articles, editorials, itoms, snd written
acoounts printed or published in any.pam-
phlet, periodical, magasine, newspaper,
shest, ciroular, or handbill, which shall
thereln purport to relate, stats, describe,
or glke an scoount of or give intel-
ligence of any political, officlal, personal,
or soclal sot, writing, or speech of any
buman belog, living or dead, reflecting
in any way upon such person's character,
sball be subsoribed by the full name of the
person or persons who shall bave written,
wnmd. inditod, or prepared for suoh
pub on auch artime, editorial, item, or
written account.,” Moreover, “all persons
who shall viclate any of the provisions of
this aot shall be deomed gullty of & mlsde-
meanor, and oo conviotion shall be punlshed
by & Ane of not less than 820 or more than
$100, or by imprisonmant for pot less than

days or more than three months,”

It writers for the newspapers dares to
write anything displeasing to the Alllanoe,
the members want to know his name, that
they may punish him direotly or lndirectly
for his presumption. The bill has passed
the Benate. If neither the House nor the
Governor, in dsfault of the House, should
smaah it, the Minnesola newspapers would
be pretty objeots, stufled with the names of
reportars, typessiters, and press-
oD, PET , however, thoy would debe
the law as an unoonlumuoul absurdity.

Whea the Alllance epidemio has ceased to
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rage, pnplowﬂl wonder more than they do
at pressnt at the amount of fanaticlam, nar-
row mindedness, orass ignorance, and Inex-
plicabls folly which was manitested while it
ragred ; and oh the lat of blodkhoads the Min«
nesota Senate will have a high place.

The Appointing and Advisory Powers
or the K, of L.

Thae rallroad blll introduced into the As-
sembly by Mr, Byayes and referred to the
Committas on Ways and Means, 18 a cholce
specimen of legislation, It provides that
the President pro fem. of tho Behate and the
Sponker of the Assembly, " by and with the
conpent of tha Governor of the Btate, shall
appoint three Commissloners, one of whom
shall be recommended by the congrees of
local and district assembliea of the Knights
of Labor of New York,” to Investigate and
réaport upon the masagement of ptoperty by
rallroad corporations, The Commlissioners
ard to Investigate rll facta rolatihg to the
manner of acquisition of all the property of
all the raflroads In the Biate, snd also all
strikes or other labor troubles that have oc-
curred on thosa roads since Jan, 1, 1890,

Without glving an opinlon as fo whether
an investigation of strikes properly would
include this bil), we take oocaslon to say that
the Governor of the 8tate Ia the person upon
whom the power of appointment to office
devolves under the Constitution. The habit
of sharing that power with various labor or-
ganizations and assemblies and congresses
s not to be encouraged. Some mambers of
the Leglalature seeém to suppose that the
sdvice and consent of thess socleties ought
to be sought on every oceasion, but the Con-
stitution must be amended first, If the
Knights of Labor are to share with the
Speaker of the Assembly add the temporary
President of the Benate the power of dppoint-
ment to office, orto possess the confirm-
Ing power of the Senate, fix up the Constitu-
tion accordingly.

It [s
nelther sennible, intelligent, nor, in the true
sense of the word, serious. Its ereator has.
indeed, taken himuaelf so very seriously that
he calls his resuit * Jorusalem the Golden™
and insoribes on one of his frames A sentence
which declarss It t0 Loy “ glorlous.” But,
while evidently workiog with the greatest en-
thusiasm, he has worked without balance,
or good taste, or respect for the primary 1€ws
of architestural composition, or regard for
truthfuloess In the portrayal of his con-
ception. Mr. Wood's spparent bellef that a
